Abstrakt: Zavere¢na praca je vypracovana na tému Ceska republika v platforme 17+1.
Ciel'om bolo kriticky zhodnotit’ ekonomickll kooperaciu tychto dvoch krajin a zhodnotit’
politické a makro aj mikroekonomické dosahy prevazne na Cesku republiku, ktora v tomto
vzt'ahu vystupuje ako omnoho mensi subjekt. V prvej kapitole autor charakterizuje iniciativu
Belt and Road, jej prepojenie na platformu 17+1 a historiu platformy 17+1 a jej fungovanie.
V druhej kapitole autor opisuje metodologiu vyuzita pri vypracovani bakalarskej prace. V
tretej kapitole autor rozobera makroekonomické data ako aj konkrétne pripady spoluprace a
ich vysledky. Autor zhodnocuje taktiez politickil atmosféru a pozadie spoluprace, ktoré do
vyraznej miery ovplyvnili dojednavanie projektov vyplyvajtcich z platformy 17+1 v Ceskej
republike. Autor pracu uzatvara odpora¢aniami pre Ceska republiku a jej budticnost’ v
platforme. Navrhuje tlacit’ na transformaciu fungovania platformy alebo pripadné vystipenie
z platformy. Autor v praci pouziva Hanyu Pinyin, ¢ize medzinarodny prepis ¢inskych mien a

nazvov.
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Abstract: The final thesis is written on the topic of the Czech Republic in the 17+1
platform.The aim was to critically evaluate the economic cooperation of these two countries
and to assess the political and macro and microeconomic impacts mainly on the Czech
Republic, which acts as a much smaller entity in this relationship. In the first chapter, the
author characterizes the Belt and Road Initiative, its links to the 17+1 platform, and the
history of the 17+1 platform and its functioning. In the second chapter, the author describes
the methodology used in the production of the bachelor thesis. In the third chapter, the author
discusses macroeconomic data as well as specific cases of cooperation and their outcomes.
The author also assesses the political atmosphere and the background of the cooperation,
which significantly influenced the negotiation of the projects resulting from the 17+1 platform
in the Czech Republic. The author concludes the thesis with recommendations for the Czech
Republic and its future in the platform. He suggests pushing for a transformation of the
functioning of the platform or a possible withdrawal from the platform. The author uses the

Hanyu Pinyin transliteration of Chinese names in the work.
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
