EDITORIAL: THE JOURNAL IN 2013

Vazeni Citatelia,

rok 2013 bol pre na§ cCasopis
rokom pokroku. S cielom zvysit’ kvalitu
publikovanych ~ stati ~a  zaradit
Medzinarodné vztahy medzi
najvyznamnejSie ¢asopisy Vo svojom
odbore vstrednej Eurdpe rozhodol
vydavatel' o kompletnej zmene zloZenia
redakénej rady. Jej sucasnych 23 ¢lenov
pochadza zo 14 S§tatov sveta a zahiia
eurdpskych
a v niektorych pripadoch aj svetovych
odbornikov na medzinarodnu ekonoémiu,

najvyznamnejsich

medzinarodné politické vztahy, pravo
a diplomaciu. Casopis bol nasledne
zaradeny do viacerych vyznamnych
citacnych databaz ako EconPapers,
Index Copernicus ¢i Directory of Open
Access Journals. Azda najvyznamnej$im
krokom bol podpis zmliv s databazami
EBSCO aProQuest, ¢im sa dosah
casopisu stal skutocne globalnym.

Dear readers,

2013 was a year of changes for
our Journal. With the aim to increase the
quality of published articles and to gain
the status of one of the most important
journals in its field in Central Europe,
the publisher decided to completely
revamp the Journal’s editorial board.
Today, 14 nationalities are represented
among the 23 editorial board members.
The board includes regionally and in
some cases also globally acclaimed
experts on international economics,
international political relations,
international law and diplomacy. The
Journal has been included in several
scientific databases, such as EconPapers,
Index Copernicus or the Directory of
Open Access Journals. Probably the
most important step for the Journal’s
future was signing of contracts with
EBSCO and ProQuest databases which
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V roku 2013 publikoval ¢asopis
Medzinarodné¢ vztahy 35 vedeckych
stati, ztoho 11 v kategorii pdvodné
vedecké ¢lanky, 11 v kategorii diskusie a
13 prehladov. Sest znich bolo
v anglickom jazyku. Okrem stati boli
publikované aj Styri d’alSie prispevky —
dve recenzie, jeden uvodnik a jedna
informacia. Na prispevkoch sa podielalo
40 réznych autorov z 11 inStiticii zo
6 statov sveta. Do redakcie bolo v roku
2013 celkom zaslanych 52 stati. Z nich
bolo 21 publikovanych, 7 bude
publikovanych v roku 2014, 23 bolo
zamietnutych a 0 jednej stati eSte nebolo
rozhodnuté. Podiel zamietnutych stati
dosiahol 44 %.

V roku 2014
pokracovat’ v trende zvySovania kvality

planujeme

publikovanych stati andarastu poctu
citacii C¢asopisu. Aby sme dosiahli nas
ciel zaradit Medzinarodné vztahy do
najvyznamnejsich citaénych databaz, uz
od tohto C¢isla modzete postrehnat
niekol’ko zmien. Azda najviditel'nejsia je
zmena upravy casopisu. Rozhodli sme sa
prispdsobit’ formatovaniu pouZzivanému
najvyznamnejS$imi svetovymi
karentovanymi Casopismi a popri zmene
pisma prechadzame na zatvorkova
citatni metodu meno-rok. V porovnani s
citovanim v poznamkach pod ¢iarou je
tato metoda jednoduchSia pre autora aj
prehl’adnejsia pre Citatel’a.

Zmeny sa dotknl aj obsahového
hladiska. Uz od aktudlneho cisla
znizujeme pocet publikovanych ¢lankov
na maximalne 5 — 6 v Cisle. To povedie k
prisnejsej
podielu

selekcii a k zvySenému
zamietnutych ¢lankov, aby
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gives our Journal a truly global reach.

In 2013, the Journal of
International Relations published 35
scientific papers — 11 original scientific
articles, 11 discussion papers and 13
surveys. Six of these papers were
published in English language. Along
with the scientific papers, four other
works were published — two book
reviews, an editorial and an information.
The papers were written by 40 authors
from 11 instutions from 6 countries of
the world. In 2013, the editorial board
received 52 submissions. 21 of them
were accepted and published, further 7
papers were accepted to be published in
2014, 23 papers were rejected and
decision on one paper is still pending.
The rejection rate reached 44 %.

In 2014 we will do our best to
ensure we only publish high-quality
research papers with a potential to be
widely cited. To reach our goal of
including the Journal of International
Relations in the most important scientific
databases, we have made several
additional changes to the Journal.
Perhaps the most visible one of them is
the change in formatting. Adopting the
practice used by leading journals, we
have switched to the author-date citation
system as opposed to the previously used
footnote citation system. The new
system is author- as well as reader-
friendly.

Another important change is
reduction in the number of published
articles. From this issue onwards we will
limit the number of papers published to
5-6 per issue. This will lead to higher
