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TEACHING PROCESS IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS AT HOSPITALS IN THE CZECH
REPUBLIC AND ITS IMPACT ON QUALITY OF LIFE OF SICK CHILDREN

Abstract

The paper deals about an educational process in hospital schools because the education and
teaching in hospital schools is not an independent process, but it is of a medical treatment.
The paper deals about an establishment of personal contacts with sick children as en essential
solution of educational work in children departments, followed by a necessity of teachers
cooperation in a hospital school with a home school of the pupil and with organization
shielding educational process of hospitalized children. The main part is devoted to didactics of
hospitalized children — an educational theory, i.e. a necessary modification of a grammar
content and range based on a pupil health state and based on a fact for how long is the pupil
allowed to study from medical point of view. It is pointed out that a possibility — based on
newly accepted SVP — of integration of children diseases principles and treatments
presentation by which a child is exposed during staying in a hospital. In the hospitalized
children education theory the authors deal about what educational methods, forms, and
instruments are the most acceptable for the education needs of pupils from hospital school:
specialties of hospitalized children’s educational methods — motivational, exposal with a focus
on didactic tools, fixative, and a roll of an independent work and classification of sick children,
including self-classification of pupils.

Abstrakt

Cldnek se zabyvd vyucovacim procesem ve $kole pfi nemocnici, nebot vychova a vyucovdni ve
Skole pfi nemocnici neni samostatnym a neodvislym procesem, nybrz je soucdsti procesu
lécebného. Resi se zde navdzdni osobniho kontaktu s nemocnym ditétem jako nutné
vychodisko kaZdé ucebné vychovné prdce na détském lizkovém oddéleni, ddle potfebnost
spoluprdce ucitele ve skole pri nemocnici s kmenovou Skolou Zdka a organizace vyucovdni
hospitalizovanych Zakd. StéZejni pozornost je vénovdna didaktice hospitalizovanych déti —

vhodné zaclenit i vysvétlovdni podstaty onemocnéni déti, IéCebnych zdkroki a procedur,
kterym se dité béhem jeho pobytu v nemocnici podrobuje. V teorii vyucovdni hospitalizovanych

Introduction

For sick or healthy weakened children and pupils in hospitals there are nurseries and primary
schools at hospitals established (school law 561/04 Coll., Not. 62/07 Coll.). In these schools
there can be health weakened or longitude sick pupils educated if it is enabled based on their
health condition. Primary schools might provide consultation in common educational subjects
even to pupils of high schools located in such institutions. An enlistment in hospital schools is
based on an attending physician and an agreement of a pupil’s legal representative. A range
and organization of pupils education assigns a headmaster of school based on an agreement
with attending physician (Coll. 73/05 Not., §4).

The educational process in hospital schools is based on a pupil’s health condition that is
affected by a state of disease in which a patient is in. Michalickova (1961) mentions three
stages of a disease:

» Acute stage —beginning of disease, time during a surgery and immediately after it, etc.
A child needs an absolute quiet in this stage. The more is disease difficult, the more
significant is this requirement. A child is generally lying or sleeping, a child is not caring
about people or things. So that any pedagogical intervention steps back.

» After an acute stage comes a stage when a child is not fully recovered, but a first
stadium of disease is successfully overcome. Improvement of a health condition is
basically shows in fall of temperature, increase in appetite, and interest in
environment. At this time it is already possible to begin with the educational process,
e.g. helping with tiding up a bad table, borrowing a book or a toy. It is still necessary
to keep in view a fact that a child can be still quickly tired and needs a rest.
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» With a withdrawal of a disease comes the third stage, the last stage, in which a child
is again involved in the educational process, whereas a time and a range are based on
a doctor’s decision. A cooperation of a doctor and a pedagogue in hospital is more
than desirable. A pedagogue’s observation of a pupil behavior and his or her remarks
might help to an appropriate diagnosis of a pupil.

1. Establishment of a contact with a sick child

An establishment of a personal contact with a sick child is a solution of every single
pedagogical work in hospital children departments. By hospitalized children it is basically
difficult to establish such connections because patients are situated in a new unknown
environment. Here can appear the abnormal psychical reactions in a form of hospitalism that
is slowing down a treatment process, even despite of all effort of hospital staff and other
specialist pedagogues, game specialists, etc. There can be two outer variants of behaviorin a
child society and in an approach to work in school established: stay in an opposition — a child
is not involving in work and express him or herself as a disturbing element or as an opposite
extreme — ingrown state when a child is suffering alone. A fact when a pedagogue is able to
gain a child interests or not is significantly affecting a child further stay in department.

Some children are surprised by a pedagogue presence in a hospital. From the beginning even
disappointed (“l am ill so that | do not need to study”). Others are, on the other hand, kindly
surprised when a suspected doctor turns into a pedagogue from whom there is no threat of
any painful treatments. The pedagogue is for a child a person that is much more familiar than
others and he or she can become a mediator between a child and hospital staff. If a
pedagogue manage to established a close personal relation to a sick child, it is expressed not
only in a pupil’s approach to the work, but it is also a child relation to the treatment
significantly affected — a child is more patient, brave, better cooperating (Sasin, 1965).

2. Education and teaching as a part of a medical treatment

Education and teaching in hospital schools is not an independent and freelance process. It
specifications lies in a fact, that it is a part of a medical treatment. The education has to be
under any circumstances realized in a way that it is appropriately affecting a child state,
thereby contributing to a positive development of a health process. Several ground conditions
is affected by a doctor (child enrolment in the education, canceling the education, a stress
rate, creating groups possibilities, submission of the education in a day program, etc.).

The main meaning of hospitalization is a treatment. The main influence in a workplace has
medical staff. Every single step of a school, no matter how it is affecting an established way
of work, children’s regime or a workplace modification, has to be discussed with a hospital
management in advance. That is way the school innervations can not be independent and

direct, but they have to be subordinated to the treatment itself. An air in the children
departments is full of negative emotions: homesickness (if there are no parents with a child),
a desire of returning into a former environment, an anxiety from medical treatments, and a
fear of hospital. An intensive balancing of these emotions by diversity and optimism is a
specialty of pedagogue’s work in a hospital. There are significant requirements posed on a
pedagogue’s personality — his or her balance, relation to children of every age level — from
children of pre school age to teenagers (Hiblbauer, 1963).

A pedagogue in a hospital school is, from a very first meeting with a pupil, facing a problem
how to currently observe and educate, diagnose and measure. Therefore a good special
pedagogue has to have not only a solid experience and knowledge, bud even a fantasy and a
pedagogical intuition. He or she has to be able not only a solid observation, but also a
pedagogic improvisation, have an ability to feel what is desirable at a certain moment (Sasin,
1970).

Educational and didactic work is effective only then if a pedagogue is able to understand to
personal problems of a child, if he or she can promptly adopt age differences, and if he or she
is successful in an establishing of relations process. This presumesa good knowledge of sick
children psychology (Hiblbauer, 1963).

Important roles play sensitive individual approach with a solid amount of tolerance and
understanding of every single issue of a sick child. To teach children not only a new knowledge
and stabilize gained knowledge, but to teach them a mutual tolerance, help to each other.
This leads to good relations between the younger and the older, between the boys and the
girls, etc. Relaxation and pleasant atmosphere of relationships is the best that can be added
to pills and injections (Cizkova, 1978).

The education is, without any doubt, one of the best forms of activity for a sick child. It helps
to return to a common way of living, it brings a feel of joy, self-confidence, and will to pull
oneself together. The education divers, in a good way, a child thinking about a disease,
focuses a child thoughts to working tasks, keep a child fresh and in a working activity. It also
benefits to a fact that a child, in a hospital environment, meets a similar regime like a former
one (learning in the morning, homework and entertainment in the afternoon — reading,
games, TV, visits, etc. (Kalendova, 1985).

Hospitalized pupils are educated only in the mornings, but often hospital schools are not
limited to only the morning education. It is connected with afternoon activities in a public
nursery that is a part of the whole day educational-medical system. An effort of
schoolmistresses working in a public nursery is establishing such an environment that is the
most similar to a family environment. Children can do, to a certain extant, activities according
to their hobbies and ways of interest. They have theirs favorite toys from home, on several
departments some instruments — if they do not want to miss music lessons. In the most
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children departments there are libraries available with a child literature, lots of social games,
TVs, and DVD players in a common room or directly in the rooms of small patients, and various
materials for working and art education (DLOUHA, DLOUHY, KASPAR, In. NEUBAUER, KALIBA
(ed.), 2012 a).

3. Cooperation of a hospital school pedagogue with a home school of a
pupil

A pedagogue in a hospital school might be significantly supported by a pedagogue from a
child home school. If a pupil is hospitalized for a several days, it is sufficient to get information
about studying matter form the pupil or from parents. If the pupil is hospitalized for a longer
period, a hospital school pedagogue contacts a home institution and asks for sending of the
studying matter (e.g. by fax or by email). If a class master or mistress is familiarized in advance
with a fact that his or her pupil is ahead of hospitalization (no matter if for several days or
weeks), it is good to provide a pupil with all needed materials. Also a good contribution is
seen in sending in a studying matter roster that would be suitable to cover during a
hospitalization. A hospital school pedagogue is then speared an investigation what a pupil
knows and what not, and what is expecting form him or her after returning into a school.
Some hospital schools (Pardubice, Usti nad Orlici, Hradec Kralové) arrange for children from
public nurseries and from lower levels of primary schools projects focusing on prevention of
fear from a hospital environment, i.e. from a hospitalization - ,Come and have a look how
nicely might ailment be at our place”. Pedagogues with children may visit a hospital where
are the environment and conditions presented. Children have a chance to peep into hospital
rooms, to have a chat with sick friends, to find out a little bit about their experiences from a
hospital environment, and on revenge, they can draw nice pictures with a kind greeting to
their friends back in the hospital (DLOUHA, DLOUHY, KASPAR, In. NEUBAUER, KALIBA (ed.),
2012 b)

4. Organization of hospital school education

Teaching of school aged children takes place in a study room or directly in a hospital room of
a concrete pupil. The advantages of teaching in class rooms are among others that school
aged children are presented. If there are in a same department pupils of the same year
hospitalized, a group teaching is suitable and a closed class room is at least partly clear of a
hospital rush (Plevova, 1997).

Not an every department can provide a separate room for teaching of hospitalized pupils
using for only this purpose in the morning. If there is such a room available, generally
pedagogues with pupils are sharing such a place with secondary doctors that are using these
rooms for meetings. A more frequent variant is either teaching in a game room or directly in
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hospital rooms. Pupils are generally working by a table; they can help each other, which is
usually a positive motivation (DLOUHA, DLOUHY, 2012).

Teaching in hospital rooms is taking place by a dinning table or by a hospitalized pupil’s bed.
Expect for unique cases, it is an individual teaching in a time range of 20 minutes. For
administrative needs of the hospital school, only pupils with longer period of hospitalization
than 3 weeks are registered, nevertheless pedagogues’ interest is focusing even on children
that are staying in a hospital for a shorter period (DLOUHA, DLOUHY, 2015).

Often, especially by older school aged pupils, when a pedagogue is working with a one pupil,
the others are unobtrusively watching from their beds and they often join the solution
process of an educational issue. Even if it is, for example, a studying matter from lower
classes, such a form is a benefit for a pupil, but even for a roommate that is watching the
teaching. This leads a pupil to an activation that serves not only for a repetition of former
studying matter, but within focusing on a task or help to a friend with a studying difficulties,
it serves to free oneself from thoughts on a diseases and on a time of a possible ending of
hospitalization. A cooperation of older pupils with the younger or with pupils thought
according to General educational program (RVP) for a basic teaching, modified for a pupils
with a light mental disability, has a priceless pedagogic effect and it is a concrete realization
of the education in praxes. By a high school aged pupils a request for a consultation is
generally initiate by a pupil him or herself. His or her questions are addressing to studying
matters that are not fully clear and that are related to profile or graduation’s subjects.

5. Didactics aspects of sick children education

In the nineties, a survey shielded by Amsterdam hospital school was realized in European
hospital schools. In the survey, through a questionary, 19 European countries were addressed
including the Czech Republic. The survey oriented on pedagogical and didactical aspects in
the sick children education issue, i.a. questions and answers in which ways is the education
different in hospital schools from a regular teaching in common schools. A continuity of
educational process was observed; prevention and elmination of learning issues, prevention
of isolation feelings from the hospitalization, perspective in the future, and an assistant to
children with their returning in home institutions.

The survey results pointed out that a minimalization of isolation feelings and returning of a
child into a home school are among priorities (see figure 1). Other objectives are seen by
respondents nearly with the same priority; the lowest priorities get the offer of future
perspective and the elimination of learning issues (these are evidently seen by respondents
among other articles).

In the Czech Republic, according to Plevova (1997), there is implicitly seen the educational
objectives, i.e. objectives mentioned in the table in the first four rows (Learning issues
prevention, assisting in returning process into home institutions, educational process
continuity, learning issues elimination). No less important objectives are seen in a so called
psychotherapeutics category, i.e. sustenance of a good psychical condition, overcoming of a
critical period during a hospitalization, sustenance of a psychic development level, and
returning back home and back into a home institution.

The principle of the education of hospitalized child theory is consisted of a selection and a
modification of the educational content with regard to educational objectives. By hospitalized
pupils, modification of studying matter content is necessary with regard to a pupil health
condition and with regard to an allowed time for learning by an attending doctor. The front
place in an educational plan takes a Czech language education, including language and
literature parts, mathematics, and foreigner languages.

A ground education is seen as an assisting subject in the first level, later on a homeland study
and general science; in the second level there are social subjects seen in the same way such
as civics, history, and general science’s subjects — chemistry, physics, natural science, and
geography. Working, graphic education, and partly musical education take place in the
afternoon activities (in a conformity with the school reform and with the school law 561/2004
Coll). From a school year 2007/2008 all the hospital schools educate their pupils according to
their own educational programs (SVP) that had been created a year before.

In SVP schools generally do not fulfill a time dotation, not even a minimal time dotation for
single educational sections in RVP. The length of a teaching hour and number of teaching
hours in a day and in week are determinate after a discussion with an attending doctor in a
relationship with a day regime actual for single children departments.

In interaction with educational plans that were created based on Educational programs of
primary schools schema, in educational programs of hospital schools according to an actual
RVP for a basic education and SVP of single schools, there are not all educational sections
submitted, but an education of other sections is intensified. The main stress is upon an
education in a language section, mathematics and its application, whereas there are not some
of their parts included based on an environment, materiadl equipment, and above all on a
health condition of a pupil. There is alse no second foreigner language included in the
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educational program. A choice of sectional themes into hospital schools schemas is based on
concrete conditions and time possibilities of a particular school. In a case of a hospitalization
of pupils with disabilities, specific learning alienations, behavioral alienations, and with an
autism diagnosis, a pedagogue is closely cooperating with the hospital staff, with parents that
are, in many cases, hospitalized with their children, and with a home school. A health and a
mental condition of a child are carefully observed. An educational program of such a pupil is
strictly individual based on an agreement with a home school and with parents. Based on this
cooperation it is possible to educate pupil in subjects from a different year or help a pupil to
confirm gained knowledge, or eventually to catch up on missed studying matter. A specific
pedagogical care is targeting even genius pupils. Even here it is necessary to ensure a close
cooperation with parents and with a home school pedagogue. A pedagogue can proceed
faster in teaching, set more complicated homework, puzzles, quizzes, etc. A pupil’s work
might be sending into various regional or whole republic competitions. Even theses pupils are
lead towards an adequate approach to less talented friends, to tolerance, and to a willingness
to help younger, eventually disabled friends.

With regard to a fact that it is all about the education of hospitalized pupils, it is adequate to
dedicate more interest to an educational section — Human and Health, and to its section —
Health education. The education deals about prevention, protection and responsibility for
own health, fixation of hygienic, catering, and working habits, injuries prevention, and
foreseen of risk situations. Into the educational section — Human and health — it is adequate
to integrate an explanation of children disease fundamentals, medical treatments and
procedures that a child is meeting during the hospitalization. This explanation generally goes
trough parents - hospital staff explains to the parents, whose know the child the best, what is
ahead of their child and it is upon them how they explain it to the child. Some of hospital
departments employ game specialists. Their job description is to fulfill a leisure time of sick
children, but first of all preparation of a child on procedures, explanation what is ahead of a
child in a hospital, and an attendance at treatments. If a department has a game specialist
and a pedagogue, a school is fully focusing on primary objectives, i.e. ensuring a continuity of
the education and teaching of children and enable smooth return to a home institution.
Pedagogues are still one of a solid support and confidents of small patients and parents. The
explanation of medical treatments is then upon game specialist. If a departure has no game
specialists, an integral parts of a pedagogue’s job description are even activities including a
psychotherapeutic child preparation for medical treatments. The aim of these activities is to
free a child from a fear of medical treatments. Older children may use “working pages” —
cards, where are detail descriptions of medical treatments. Pedagogues and game specialist,
after a discussion with the hospital staff, are taking a part in cards production process.

The main methods using for the explanation of diseases to a small patients are game activities
and demonstrations — a child is explained a procedure on a doll of a boy or a girl (adequate to
a child age, mental level, and psychic state), which parts of the body are involved in the injury
or in the disease and what methods will be used for a full recovery. By means of manipulation
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a child can all alone try what is going to happen with a child’s body and the fear from an
unknown procedure might be “lived” in advance. Except the dolls, there are even puppets
used for the demonstrations. Mistress teacher can borrow real instruments from doctors, e.g.
phonendoscope, ORL mirror, injections etc. By older children there can be educational
method used — a discussion by an opened anatomy book, photo documentation, video
projection of a treatment etc.

A pedagogue hast to act carefully and sensitively. Every single child is the individuality. Not
every child is able to absorb some information about treatments form psychical point of view.
There should be even a shame taken in an account, especially by older children. Therefore,
the one (a pedagogue or a game specialist) that is discussing a medical treatment with a child
has to choose a strictly individual approach with a preservation of privacy and discreteness.
There are some parents that from a religious or others reasons do not want to a child to be
informed (by whom a presentation of a treatment might have a contra productive effect). All
the factors have to be considered carefully in advance.

An evaluation of an issue understanding and a managing of a treatment has to be form a
psychology point of view only positive - a compliment for a child effort and bravery (even in
the cases when a child did not cope with the situation). The positive reaction of a pedagogue
brings an assurance that even a child gave in the pain and the fear, a pedagogue do not damn
a child; a pedagogue keeps a trust in him or her and that there is still hope and will to cope
with the situation. Training of such an approach that teach a child to not give up, even despite
of a self failure to be able to set the teeth, and believe that a child relatives do not damn him
or her, is for a child a priceless device in to the future; not only for a school work, but above
all for a live itself - for future relationships, professional realizations and for a role of parents.
The theory of hospitalized pupils education deals about what methods, forms, and tools
seem to be the most adequate for the education of hospitalized pupils; in a period when a
child becomes a pupil in a hospital school, or from a moment, when an attending doctor
allows a child to participate in the education until the time, when a patient is returning back
home.

A pedagogue makes sure him or herself about a state of pupil’s knowledge trough a repetition
of studying matter and based on a health condition he or she can moves on. During the
teaching a pedagogue explains a new matter and enters homework. The homework is solved
out independently. During the teaching a pedagogue is checking the work; if some troubles
appear a teacher will recheck the work and practice it again (Vitkova, 2006).

An every day question, that pedagogues of sick pupils ask him or herself, is what should be
chosen as the most effective approach in the educational process to meet the educational
and teaching objectives; i.e. balance in an adequate way a choice of the most effective
methods in a relation to the objectives and to a content, with regard to the pupil’s abilities
and skills (Janis, 2006). For needs of educational process in hospital schools it is necessary to
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take in account an actual health condition of pupils, their psychic conditions, actual
knowledge, hobbies etc. We result from a procedural aspect or from a summary of
educational methods from Mojzisek (1988):

5.1 Motivational methods

An education in hospital schools is specific in fact that a vision of teaching is motivation on its
own. The school education is a variegation of a monotones hospital regime; an opportunity
to focus on other thoughts than on diseases and homesickness; a touch of a “normal” reality
in an adverse environment that a pupil is in during a hospitalization. The pupils, especially
from afirst level of primary school, are keen to show off their knowledge to a pedagogue and
they make an effort to continue in teaching. Pupils from higher years are often afraid of a
possibility of missing the studying matter and they welcome a school work with a hope that
“it will not be so bad after returning back to a home institution.” The pedagogues are of
course taking in account changes in a health condition, based on which they put adequate
requirements on theirs pupils.

Thanks to an individual approach the pupils are often achieving better results than in their
home institutions. It is managed to hold a pupil interest with a little footsteps, free her or his
thoughts from the pain and fear, and return a hunger for learning and gathering new
information. Pupils of an older age are often choosing a studying matter on their own, which
they missed or did not understood properly in their home institutions. A self confidence of a
child is often returning back even after a longitude missing cooperation between a home
institution’s pedagogue and parents; the motivation and a positive approach to the education
is again developed. If the reactions of the children on a school work are positive and
integration into educational activities is spontaneous - it reflects that the methods are
effective and adequate.

An individual work with an every pupil is subsequently enchanted and extended by work in a
group; where is a varied age-class distribution, pupils from different schools and different
domiciles are meeting whit each other. Thanks to the cooperation, support and motivation
there are more easily accepting new knowledge; they are behaving in more open way and
they are more tolerant, they learning how to respect others and how to be respected
(http://skola-uohospital.hostuju.cz/o_nas.html).

From other motivation methods seems as a suitable the “protracted” motivation — in the
ending of a lesson of an exposure type, a pedagogue is using some attractive items to evoke
an interest about next studying matter in a next lesson. A pupil is looking forward to a next
lesson and in a free time he or she can find some information about the subject thanks the
internet in advance. Information of a didactic aim as a motivation is generally advised in the
education of older pupils, but here it has its foundation by all age-classes, of course
information adequate to a mental and age level of a pupil. Pedagogues are often listening
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from their pupils if it is necessary to study in a hospital, for how long, what subjects, and why.
An explanation what studying matter will be discussed and presentation of an approximate
pupil’s schedule bring a light into these questions and might be motivating into a school work.
In the motivation methods there can be even examples from praxes included. In the hospital
environment these examples might be implicated to a day regime and to situations that a
child is usually found in and that a child is usually solving.

For example — during a mathematic lesson, during teaching percentage and fractions, a
discussion might be touching a snack; how to split an apple, a cake or icecream cake for two,
three or more friends in a room, in the way that all of them will have the same piece. What
piece will eat a child in a room where are four children? And what if some impolite child will
eat a piece belonging to his friend? Etc.

A thankful motivation factor, especially by young children, is a ritual. It brings a certain feeling
of security in an unknown environment that is connected with a lot of pain, stress, and
anxiety. The ritual might be a concreted signal whit that a pedagogue is knocking on the room
doors of their pupils and he or she is in such a way announcing an arrival. It might be a greeting
that is used between a pedagogue and pupils as a mutual welcome in the beginning. Next
ritual might be a song or a poem that is entering or ending a lesson.

Not only by preschool aged children, but even by first school level pupils, it seems very
effective a usage of thematic “leitmotivs”; topics, that are fading into all subjects in certain
time intervals, most common in a week or in a fortnight. These topics are generally planed in
the beginning of the year in a skeleton plan. It deals about the year seasons usage and related
changes in the nature, traditions, public holidays, anniversaries, etc. The education in such a
section is then fulfill with e.g. the fore spring theme, spring flowers, etc.; the sections might
be also vitalized with nontraditional activities — mask production, balls organization, etc.
These activities have to be consulted with an attending doctor, in some departures, e.g.
immovable patients; these activities are not suitable at all.

A motivation for participation in the education and for a smooth communication with a
pedagogue is an emotional support of children —expression of a frank interest of a pedagogue
about a child’s problems and his or her school results, smiles, caresses, cheers, a promise of
a small material prize. This might a candy — of course based on a child’s health condition,
furthermore a picture, stickers, puzzles, sudoku; it is based on a child age, gender, and
hobbies.

5.2 Exposure methods

The most frequent exposure methods used in hospital schools are verbal methods, whether
monological or dialogical.
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Especially by younger school aged children a method of narration it is suitable. Besides a fact
that the method is effecting as a motivator, it strikes children with its emotional elements and
it has ability to establish a close social interaction a pedagogue — a pupil. This method might
be suitable supported by pictures demonstration, by photos or didactics tools.

Demonstrative methods are especially pleasant, because they clearly show a principle of an
issue or a studying matter. A good assistant during the explanation of studying matter and
during a further practicing is adequately chosen teaching tools. However they have to be
suitable for specific conditions of work in hospital schools. It is advisable to have same or
similar teaching tools, which are the pupils using in home institutions.

The tools variegating the education have to meet following criteria. Above all the have to be
suitable form a hygienic point of view — the most suitable are some tools in transparent
washable covers made of plastics, pictures, graphs, tables, surveys etc. If a pedagogue is
preparing some tools, the most common are some papers or cards from paper; it is suitable
to laminate them, namely not only because of hygiene, but even because of durability. A next
criterion during a preparation of the tools is their size. In contrast to a teaching in a common
class it is necessary to use tools of smaller size, especially by lying pupils. The tools should be
also light, easily portable; it is also necessary to take a notice of a child safeness, so that a
child will not be harmed by a manipulation with them (Kalendova, 1985).

During the teaching in hospital rooms there is no possibility to use blackboards. It is advisable
to use, for a better clearness of a teaching subject, mentioned graphs, tables, etc. (especially
by older pupils) — for a longer durability again laminated in a transparent cover. A good tool
for a work with a bedridden pupil is a washable writing table with markers.

The most suitable tools are generally those, which based on manipulation lead to thinking,
decision making process, acting, and to support an activity of a child. By younger pupils it is
necessary to keep in view game and entertainment factors than information; that is why there
should be more frequent those tools that are enabling “game occupation”. Among these tools
might be various social games that a pedagogue is preparing on him or her own. Their usage
is very broad; they will serve for an exposure of a new studying matter as well as during
repetition and practicing of an older studying matter. A game might be played with a one
pupil during an individual teaching as well as with more pupils by a table in a room or in a
playroom or in a classroom. It might be made as a play ground where the players are moving
their figures in certain boxes and they fulfill tasks prepared on cards. A topic and a way of
elaboration is based on a pedagogue fantasy and on a didactic objective, i.e. what is a game
meant for (exposure, fixation, concrete subject or concrete studying matter). Elaborating of
such a tool takes a solid amount of a pedagogue time; if it is already elaborated it might be
use for a long time period. After a certain time spends in a hospital school a creative
pedagogue has several pieces of these nontraditional teaching tools — so that he or she
creates a special-interest portfolio. Expect of the games that are function on playing boxes,
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figures, playing dices bases; there are also often used games on pexeso, domino, and puzzle
bases.

Elaboration of nontraditional activities and connected elaboration of tools and preparation
for teaching put great demands not only on a pedagogue fantasy and creativity. A pedagogue
do not need to be alone in these activities; ideas on elaboration of adequate tools and their
realization might be entrusted to students (especial in faculties hospitals in cities) that are on
pedagogical praxes or other specialist that are participation on leisure activities scheme of
sick children (e.g. high schools students specialized in social work etc.). Pupils might also assist
at elaboration of such a game during a leisure time or during a time spent in a pubic nursery.
They might be drawing according to a model, cutting out cards, painting pictures, etc. Pupils
of the older school age and high school students may come with valuable ideas how to
improve and complete the pedagogue’s own didactic games and tools.

Asignificant toll in education of hospitalized patients is a computer. Today, nearly every single
children departure has some — in a playroom, or in a classroom, in a hall, or directly in a
patient’s room. Some hospital schools use notebooks in the work with bedridden patients.
The work with a computer brings a broad spectrum of possibilities for educational work of a
pedagogue. If a computer is connected to the internet, there might be some information
found relevant to a studying matter (e.g. for homework). A role of computers and the internet
can not be overestimated, at time pupils are spending more time than is desirable using the
internet — as a tool for a longitude fulfillment of a leisure time, this tool can not be
recommended. In a hospital environment a computer has lot of positives. Thanks this tool
children can find not only some information relevant to the educational process, but they
might be in a contact with the outside world. They can email to friends from home and from
a school, receive emails form parents, and chat with close persons.

Expect a classical demonstration, there can be also a comparative demonstration used. This
method might be predominantly used with pupils that are educated in groups within various
competitions. For example in art education — pupils are drawing pictures on a concrete
motive, final works are collected, and they alone choose the bests that will be used for a
decoration of halls or directly of patient’s rooms.

A longitude observation method might be used occasionally in a hospital school environment,
with regard to a fact that a time of pupils’ hospitalization is shortened as much as possible.
Its place is so that in children sanatoriums and in medical institutions, or in classes of day
stationeries at faculty hospitals.

5.3 Fixation methods

An initiative to fill in gaps of pupils in a studying matter, catch up missing matter, and keep
up with a home institution might take nriority over an interpretation than over a
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recapitulation. A significant amount of time is anyway dedicated to fixation methods that are
focusing on the repetition and the training, especially knowledge repetition methods. The
most frequent are questions and answers methods — the form of question during studying
matter exposition and after it — in the end of a pedagogue interpretation and in the end of a
class.

For the repetition serves also homework — in this case not “home”, but work set by a
pedagogue to a pupil in the end of classes that should be prepared to a the next lesson. In a
home environment supervision upon this process is in parent’s hands; a pupil is elaborating
them under parent’s supervision, or parents just only confirm them with their signature that
the pupil elaborated homework. In a hospital school this is not possible; children older than
6 years are not usually hospitalized with their parents, pupils are so that lead to an
independent work.

There broad possibilities for an independent work of pupils in this type of schools. This fact
comes from the educational conditions, especially from a chronicle absence of time for a
direct pedagogic work. It takes only a fragment of time; it is followed with an individual work
of children that is significant thanks highly productive peaces of the educational process.

A pedagogue hast to very carefully think about the individual work of their pupils and there
have to be a very good organization. A variance in a longitudinal lack of the direct educational
time and in a potential excess of a pupil’s study time can not be solve out with extensive
homework after an opening instruction. Children have no possibility to check the homework
if they are right or not; a feedback is missing. The experience shows that pupils are losing their
motivation and confidence during a continual work and a level of results has a decreasing
tendency (Sasin, 1970).

The individual work has nothing in common with such a work when pupils are only occupied
thanks activities, or remaining silence, or order in a departure is not
disturbed. Individually pupils may work:

— during educational process itself,

—during elaboration of homework into next classes,

— during other activities that are under a supervision of a pedagogue, mistresses in a public
nursery, but even of the hospital staff (Ochrymcuk, 1962).

Thanks to the individual work a pupil is stabilizing and deepening a new studying matter. A
pupil is also trained in an individual thinking and he or she is learning how to use gained
knowledge.

This work has also a significant educational and educationaltechnique meaning — a pupil is
learning how to study. It is really hard for 2 pedagogue to prepare for the pupils’ individual

work such tasks that would bring not only the new knowledge, but also that would entertain
them and occupied them, and that would help them to overcome a boredom, homesickness,
and unpleasant medical treatments and diseases. That is why is so necessary to choose
different entertaining and various forms of the occupation for the pupils’ individual work. By
older pupils a basement of the individual work is remaining in studying books, textbooks, or
other text. A pupil must be well oriented in a textbook and a pupil must know how to use it.
The direct teaching is connected to the previous individual work of a child and it is again
setting new tasks for the next individual work. Form the beginning a pedagogue is submitting
easier tasks and subsequently the tasks are getting harder. But the individual tasks have to be
chosen carefully (ask form pupils only the knowledge that they know and that they can
manage elaborate).

During the direct teaching a pedagogue has to think of an adequate procedure for the
individual work; lead a pupil towards an adequate work organization. These abilities and
habits are valuable for the individual and active work and a pupil has to consequently master
them. Abilities and habits of the individual work are conditional on volitional qualities of a
pupil. The quality of the individual work affects predominantly: self-discipline, endurance,
determination, discipline, as well as concentration of an attention (Kalendova, 1985).

6. Special pedagogical diagnostics in hospital schools

During pupil’s knowledge verification process unsubstantial place occupies the criteria
pedagogical diagnostics — a pedagogue is verifying what level of knowledge a pupil can
manage (i.e. studying matter that had been though in a home institution before
hospitalization). During educational process in a hospital school the criteria diagnostics is
supplemented by an individual diagnostics. During this diagnostics a pedagogue is observing
progresses of a pupil from the very first meeting. Results form the individual diagnostics serve
for speed and quality diagnoses of knowledge adoption process during the pedagogical
intervention (Zelinkova, 2001).

For pedagogues in hospital schools the individual diagnostics and the individual approach are
significant. In the very first place stands a success of an individual and self confidence support
of young patients. Children are able to risk more during the individual teaching even for a high
price —a failure. They are often surprise thanks to theirs achievements and therefore they are
becoming more self confident and independent (http://www.sweb.cz/szs/).

The individual diagnostics is also a good tool for an auto evaluation of a pedagogue — revision
of an approach to a pupil, usage of a pedagogical and special-pedagogical methods, forms,
and instruments. The individual diagnostics may serve for a support of a pupil’s positive
approach to the school — e.g. highlighting results that a pupil achieved during the stay in a
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hospital school. There might be found a collision between the criteria diagnostics and the
individual diagnostics systems during a classification process.

Educational plans represent criteria that a child should be meeting and according to a level of
fulfillment a child is classified. If a pedagogue for classification of a pupil (weakened by a
longitudinal diseases and with a restricted time that can be devote to the school by
treatments and examinations) is using only the criteria approach without an emphasis of the
individual achievements, there might be expected a motivation lost, lack of interest, even
some disciplinary issues might occurred or ingrown of a pupil in his or herself, and an
invariability or a degradation of a child’s health condition.

A pedagogue in a hospital school sees his or her pupil from a wider perspective. A child is not
subjecting to the family and home institution influence; a pedagogue often sees a child in
intimate situations, sees a child’s relation and behavior to other patients, hospital staff, and
to the school work. These observations enable a complex view on a pupil and the pupil is
unwittingly unfolding his or her cause of failure and causes of conflicts in behavior (Dvorakova
et al., 1975).

7. Asick pupil classification

A classification of a sick pupil is a responsible and difficult task. A pupil can not be classified
insensitively without taking in account a health condition. On the other hand a pupil has to
be classified objectively, so that a pupil will not abuse his or her health condition in
classification process. Usually is classified mastered studying matters and as a bets form of
classification is seen an oral formulation (Vitkova., 2006).

After ending of a hospitalization, a hospital school is sending to a home institution a personal
file of a pupil with an evaluation of behavior and relation to the education, the last studying
matter, and a classification proposal (only if a health condition was at least for a month or
longer on an adequate level). The record is elaborated by a responsible pedagogue and it is
signed by a head of a school. In the case of a shorter hospitalization, a pupil is informed about
the classification continuously, as same as in a case of a pupil hospitalized for a longer period;
the meaning of classification is arranged with a pedagogue individually. The personal file of a
pupil is established even in this case, but it does not contain the classification.

Legitimate representatives of pupils, if they are hospitalized with their children, are
continuously informed about educational outcomes after an agreement with a pedagogue; in
other cases information handover is made during visits in a hospital, by a phone, or by emails.
A part of a complex classification in hospital school is a pupils’ self classification. It develops
self-respect and self-confidence of pupils, if it is observed and revised by a pedagogue it helps
to develop a pupil’s personality; it brings to a pupil an overview on her or his achievements
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and usage of educational styles. It teaches a pupil how to cope with failures and mistakes that
are occurring during a school work — to accept them as a natural part of the process.
Pedagogues are discussing the mistakes with theirs pupils and the pupils might also correct
same of their work. A pupil is led onwards to the state when he or she is able to discuss his or
her performance and results, try to describe what is on sufficient level and what is not, and
how to continue in the work. It is desirable to establish so called teaching diary — written
remarks are not as passing as oral comments, they might be recalled. There might be some
experience from a hospital mentioned in such a dictionary — experiences from a day to day
routine in a department, from extraordinary activities — hospital jesters’ visits, trips outside a
hospital — zoo, etc.

The dictionary might be filed in with some pictures or photos from these actions. After
returning back home, this might serve as a memory; If a pupil is asked to present the stay in
a hospital to classmates — experience and experiences, or classmates and friends are curious
about the stay in hospital, the dictionary enables a better recollection and photos can
underline the experiences.

For a class teacher of home institution the evaluation of pupil’s work is the most valuable
output (exercise books and work sheets) that enables a complex point of view on a state of
studied matters in a hospital school.

Hospital schools pedagogues count with a variant that a pupil after hospitalization may
remain home for a longer time period. Already during a pupil’s stay in a hospital they are
trying to prepare the pupil on this fact and explain subject matter in advance. Some hospitals
schools are also offering a possibility of consultations, when a child during a check up is
coming to consult the subjects (http://www.skolaftn.cz/zakladni_skola.html).

Others are offering a professional assistance to home institutions pedagogues during teaching
provision or during returning of a pupil in a home institution in the way that obligations from
the school law about an attendance and about a teaching of a longitudinal sick child would
be fulfill. For example — The special primary school at the Child hospital on Cernopolni 9 in
Brno, elaborated a project “Home teacher” focusing on longitudinal sick children that are not
able to attend classes during a whole year in a home institution and they have to usually
interrupt studying because of a health condition; or after the returning they have to pass an
exam from a half-year or wholeyear’s subject matter. A home institution pedagogue is usually
starting to attend a pupil after a half of the year absence. To ensure the same conditions for
these children as their contemporaries have, there is preparing a project called “Integrational
home education”. A home pedagogue is used the most by children with oncology diseases,
cardiac, children with immunity disorders, and chronically sick children
(http://www.ahojskola.cz/docs/domaciucitel.pdf.).
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A care about bedridden pupils is usually shielded by a home institution. It would be definitely
desirable if a home institution, after a concrete time period from returning of a pupil from a
hospital or from a home therapy, would send a report about a pupil’s re-integration in to an
educational process; this is however happing very rarely. Children after moving off a hospital,
with an exception in children that are hospitalized regularly, are literally “disappearing” and
feedbacks that would certainly bring significant outcomes about pedagogical fruitfulness of
pedagogues in hospital schools are lost.

Conclusion

The school education is without any doubt belonging between one of the best occupation of
a sick child. It helps a child to return to a common life, it brings joy, selfconfidence, and a will
to recover. It indisposes a child attention from a disease, focuses child thoughts on
homework, and keeps a child fresh and in a stable working activity. It also contributes to a
fact that a child in a hospital environment, usually unknown environment, meets a regime
similar to a former one (education in the morning, after the rest homework and
entertainment in the afternoon — reading, games, TV, pleasant visits, etc.).

A pedagogue in a hospital school is facing an issue form a fist meeting with a pupil — how to
simultaneously observe and educate, do diagnostic and compare. A good special pedagogue
has to have not only solid experience and knowledge, but he or she should be characterized
by fantasy and pedagogical institution. In present days it is necessary to be not only a
pedagogue but also a manager; with the regard to distribution of a financial support from
grants on nontraditional activities, play rooms and class rooms’ equipments, purchase of
didactical tools, etc., coordination of voluntary’s activities, cooperating with a game
specialists (if a specialist works in a department).

A hospital school pedagogue occupation is specific thanks to a need of a careful consideration
what didactics methods, forms, and tools should be used for a concrete department, a group
of pupils, or for an individual work with a concrete pupil. During a pedagogical work with
hospitalized pupils knowledge of special pedagogy didactics and its application during a
teaching of sick children in a hospital environment is necessary; but also a solid sense for a
pedagogical improvisation — an ability to react flexible on hectic changes consequent from a
hospital environment — new patients incoming, unexpected leaving of pupils in the middle of
teaching because of medical examinations and treatments — returning of a friend back home
or transfer to an another department, spoiled visits, disappointments from not receiving a
post, etc.

The presented text tried to discuss some spheres from the educational process in hospital
schools’ area and from hospitalized children didactics; that is only a small part from
problematic spheres in somatopedy; or its part that is dealing with the educational and
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teaching issue of hospitalized children. This problem is closely connected to a sick children
quality of life and its correct solution enables a faster process of recovery. There are lots of
other tasks ahead of it, demanding further elaboration. Spheres dealing not only about the
educational issue and teaching in a hospital school, but spheres discussing a fact, what part
plays hospital teaching in a complex health care about children with regard to a today’s
technological advance in medicine, trend in shortening of hospitalization, and a newly
occurring phenomenon focusing on a psychical support of children and on quality leisure time
— voluntary activities, application of expressive forms of psychotherapy, hospital jesters,
games specialist, etc.
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ANALYSIS OF COMPETITIVENESS OF THE SLOVAK AUTOMOTIVE INDUSTRY

The aim of this paper is to analyse the trade competitiveness of the automotive industry in the
Slovak Republic over a period 2010-2015. In order to achieve the objective were used indices:
RCA, RCA1, RCA2, Michaely index, Grubel-Lloyd index. Import and export data (in USD) on
automotive industry by HS code for Slovak Republic and world are available in UN Comtrade
Internationl Trade Statistics Database. Results showed that Slovakia has a comparative
advantage in commodity motor vehicles. In addition, RCA1 reached positive value greater than
1, what is index competitiveness growth. RCA; is positive, this means that export of vehicles is
higher than import in this period. Michaely index are comparable with the results of the
evaluation based on indicators RCA and it confirms competitiveness of Slovak Republic.
Grubel-Lloyd index values showed a high degree of representation of the commodities of inter-
sectoral character in foreign trade. Export of motor vehicles has share of total export of Slovak
Republic 18.68 %.

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l. Introduction

In the past several decades, the Slovak economy moved from isolation and centrally
commanded international trade to openness and integration into the European Union and
global markets. Now, the Slovak economy is highly open. The Slovak economy is a small
domestic market what does not allow producers to take advantage of economies of scale. In
my view, economic reforms in Slovakia created an investment friendly environment that
helped to attract foreign direct investment.

Slovakia has become one of the leading car manufacturers in Central Europe, mainly due to
the presence of three world-class automotive companies: Volkswagen Slovakia, Bratislava;
PSA Peugeot Citroen Slovakia, Trnava and Kia Motors Slovakia, Zilina. Currently it comes to
Slovakia fourth car producer Jaguar Land Rover. It is expected that the first cars will be made
in 2018 and in the first phase is expected production of 150 thousand vehicles (Speth, 2015).
Slovakia is the first in the production of cars per capita. In 2014, it produces 183 cars per 1,000
inhabitants (Sario, 2015). Slovak development into one of the world's most important
automotive hubs began in the early 90 years, when the German Volkswagen decided to build
the factory for car production. Further impetus for growth and development of the
automotive industry and supply sector in Slovakia was the arrival of powerful automakers PSA
Peugeot Citroen of France and Kia Motors from South Korea both of which started production
in 2006.

Il. Research methodology

The theory of comparative advantage (Ricardo, 1821) is perhaps the most important concept
in international trade theory. The sources of the misunderstandings are easy to identify. First,
the principle of comparative advantage is clearly counter-intuitive. Many results from the
formal model are contrary to simple logic. Secondly, the theory is easy to confuse with
another notion about advantageous trade, known in trade theory as the theory of absolute
advantage. The logic behind absolute advantage is quite intuitive. This confusion between
these two concepts leads many people to think that they understand comparative advantage
when in fact, what they understand is absolute advantage. Finally, the theory of comparative
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advantage is all too often presented only in its mathematical form. Using numerical examples
or diagrammatic representations are extremely useful in demonstrating the basic results and
the deeper implications of the theory. However, it is also easy to see the results
mathematically, without ever understanding the basic intuition of the theory. Theoretical
foundation and empirical measures of comparative advantage have long been analysed by
trade economists. Especially, Ricardian comparative advantage has long been perceived as a
useful pedagogical tool: The modern version of the Ricardian Model assumes that there are
two countries, producing two goods, using one factor of production, usually labour. The
model is a general equilibrium model in which all markets (i.e., goods and factors) are
perfectly competitive. The goods produced are assumed to be homogeneous across countries
and firms within an industry. Goods can be costlessly shipped between countries (i.e., there
are no transportation costs). Labour is homogeneous within a country but may have different
productivities across countries. This implies that the production technology is assumed to
differ across countries. Labour is costlessly mobile across industries within a country but is
immobile across countries. Full employment of labour is also assumed. Consumers (the
labourers) are assumed to maximize utility subject to an income constraint. However,
Ricardian comparative advantage received little attention in empirical studies. The main
reason behind this lack in empirical tests of Ricardian model is the absence of a clear
theoretical micro-foundation and theoretically consistent measure of comparative
advantage.

The Balassa Index of Revealed Comparative Advantage (Balassa, 1965) has been widely used
to approximate countries’ sectorial specialization (Amighini et al., 2011) but suffers both
theoretical foundation and empirical distribution weaknesses. Theoretical foundation of the
Balassa Index has long been debated in the literature since it does not really match the
original Ricardian idea of comparative advantage (Vollrath, 1991). Ricardian comparative
advantage, indeed, is based on the intrinsic (ex-ante) nature of the country in being relatively
more efficient in the production of a certain good. Unfortunately, Balassa index fails in fitting
this idea since it is based on the actual (ex-post) realization of bilateral sector’s trade flows,
mixing up exporter with importer and sector specific factors affecting trade. Balassa Index has
also been criticised for its poor empirical distribution characteristics (Hinloopen and Van
Marewijk, 2001).

The Revealed Comparative Advantage (RCA) index has been used as an indicator of trade
competitiveness, which reveals the export efficiency. The advantage of the RCA index is
simplicity and quite good interpretation. Various modifications of RCA index are applied.
There are following formulas in the paper:

If RCA > 0, the country has a comparative advantage in commaodity, if RCA < 0, then it reaches

If RCA1 > 1, the country specialises in export fo the commodity and has a comparative
advantage in the analysed commodity. If RCA; < 1 it is not and has not any comparative
advantage.

RCA; reaches values between -1 (when export does not exist) and +1 (when import does not
exist). In case the results are negative, up to -1, the country has a comparative disadvante. On
the other hand, if the results are positive, the country has a revealed comparative advntage.
Another index of competitiveness evaluation, we chose the Michaely index to examine
whether both the indices demonstrates the same trend or not. The indicator was developed,
by Michael Michaely (1962/67), as an ‘index of dissimilarity’ for a country (Laursen, 1998).

As Laursen (1998) interprets, the measure ranges between -1 and +1, with a neutral value of
0. A positive index value denotes a country’s specialization in a commodity and a country’s
under-specialization in a commodity while given a negative value.

The Original Grubel-Lloyd index measures export potential at the macroeconomic level. It was
modified for the evaluation at industry level and its calculation indicates the level of
commodity representation in the intrasectoral foreign trade of the country. The formula to
calculate it is:

The values of GLI are in intervals from O to 1.

Import and export data (in USD) on automotive industry by HS code for Slovak Republic and
world are available in UN Comtrade Internationl Trade Statistics Database. UN Comtrade is a
repository of official trade statistics and relevant analytical tables. It contains annual trade
statistics starting from 1962 and monthly trade statistics since 2010.

I1l. Results and discussion

Graph no. 1 shows that the automotive industry produced a trade surplus. The values of net
export had a slight decreasing trend in last two years, but over six years net exports increased
to 61.3% of the initial amount. The automotive industry represented an average share of
16.45% of the national export in Slovak republic. The highest share was in 2015 of 18.68% of
the national export. This percentage will rise after starting production in the producer Jaguar
Land Rover in 2018.

This share was increasing every year. In 2010, it achieves value 14.23% of total export, in 2015
share was 18.65%. There is probability increasing this share continue because another car
producer is coming to Slovak Republic.
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Selected indicators of trade competitiveness at the sectoral level were inspired by the effort
to determine whether the automotive industry succeeded on foreign markets. The
information was gained using the coefficient of RCA and its various modifications, RCA1,
RCA2, Michaely index. The achieved results of individual parameter are given in table 1.

We calculated the positive value for RCA. Slovak Republic has been competitive throughout
the whole analysed period. RCA indicator had fluctuating development. The country has
comparative advantage in commodity if the RCA is greater than zero. The lowest value of RCA
was in 2010 of 1.15. The highest value of RCA was in 2012 of 1.5813. According to the research
Bobakova (2007) this indicator was in 1997-2003 between 0.061 and 0.638. In this period,
Slovakia had competitive disadvantage.

RCA; reached positive value greater the 1, therefore based on this index, Slovakia has been
competitive during the whole period. The country specialises in export for the commodity. If
the results of RCA; are positive, the country has a revealed comparative advantage. We can
see, in the table 1, all data are positive and it reached value from 0.6887 to 0.8009. In the
research by Sird (2011) are indicators RCA; and RCA; in period 2004-2008. RCA; had value
from 0,387 to 0,472. The indicator RCA; had value from 0,156 to 0,210. Value of indicators in
the period of our research was improved and the competitiveness was increased.

The results of evaluation of the competitiveness of the automotive industry by Michaely index
are comparable with the results of the evaluation based on indicators RCA. Michaely index
confirms competitiveness of Slovak Republic. Its value is between 0.1162 and 0.1584.
Kostalova in her research for year 2013 indicated that most of the benefits of Slovakia were
concentrated mainly in the export of vehicles. She also proved comparative advantage for
automotive industry for RCA; - 3,21.

The values of Michaely index are quite low level, what showed low specialization of the
country but specialization of the country is growing during the selected period. According
Bobakova this indicator was in 1997-2003 between 0.006 and 0.115 in 2003 and also
according Sird was this indicator lower than our one. In period 2004-2008, Michaely index was
between 0,067 and 0,096. Michaely index was also improved in period 2010-2015.

If GLI=1 there is only intra-industry trade, no inter-industry trade. This means for example the
country in consideration exports the same quantity of goods as much at it imports (xj=m;).
Controversely if GLI=0, there is no intra-industry trade, only inter-industry trade. This would
mean that the country in consideration only either exports or only imports good. In table 2
the Grubel-Lloyd index values showed a high degree of representation of the commodities of
inter-sectoral character in foreign trade. It means that the export of motor vehicles is much
higher than import of them to Slovak republic.

If we compared vehicle produced per capita by country in 2013 and 2014, Slovakia was on the
first post of top ten producers. The average for European Union was 35 cars per 1000

inhabitants.

IV. Conclusion

Slovak economy is highly open. Slovakia has become one of the leading car manufacturers in
Central Europe. The aim of this paper is to analyse the trade competitiveness of the
automotive industry in the Slovak Republic over a period 2010-2015. In order to achieve the
objective were used indices: RCA, RCA1, RCA;, Michaely index, Grubel-Lloyd index. Import and
export data (in USD) on automotive industry by HS code for Slovak Republic and world are
available in UN Comtrade Internationl| Trade Statistics Database. Based on results we can
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conclude that Slovak Republic has a comparative advantage in production of motor vehicles.
All used indicators point to competitiveness of Slovakia. In addition, RCA1 reached positive
value greater than 1, what is index competitiveness growth. RCA2 is positive, this means that
export of vehicles is higher than import in this period. Michaely index are comparable with
the results of the evaluation based on indicators RCA and it confirms competitiveness of
Slovak Republic. Grubel-Lloyd index values showed a high degree of representation of the
commodities of inter-sectoral character in foreign trade. We expected improving of these
indicators when Jaguar Land Rover starts its production in 2018.

1.1. Inscenacno-sémanticka podoba zakladnej otazky

NajcastejSou podobou interpretacie zakladnej pribehovej struktury Shakespearovho Hamleta
je vytvorenie inscenacného deja, ktorého zakladny konflikt spociva v tragickom
protipostaveni moci, politiky a Cestnosti a tuzbe po spravodlivosti. Takmer v kazdej zmienenej
inscenacii bola postava Hamleta vytvarovand ako mlady muz, ktory je vahavy, osamely
a precitliveny a nevie sa zmierit s negativnou pravdou. Dévodom vsak nie je kralovsky strach
o buducnosti krajiny, ale skuto¢nost, Ze si Hamletova matka zobrala za manzela jeho brata,
ktory ho zavrazdil. Aj kvéli Hamletovej povahe i tomu, Ze Hamlet Zije v rodine a v spolocnosti
plnej intrig a podvodov nie je schopny milovat, a jeho tuzba po pomste dokonca privedie
k samovrazde milovanu Oféliu. V takmer vSetkych inscenaciach zostdva silny aj motiv ducha
Hamletovho otca, vdaka ktorému sa Hamlet dozvedd pravdu o pri¢ine jeho smrti. Divadelni
tvorcovia si v analyzovanych inscendciach prostrednictvom uvedenych semiotickych odkazov
na pévodny Shakespearov text poloZili i jednu zo zakladnych otazok hry platnych v su¢asnosti,
a to: Ako sa da zit v dobe, ktord nuti iba k neslobodnym rozhodnutiam? Uvedena otazka sa
preto stala zakladom predloZenej sémanticko-dobovej analyzy inscenacii, ktoré vznikli po roku

1.2. Premeny odpovedi

Hlavnym znakom inscenacie Hamlet v nastudovani rakdskym rezisérom Antonom Nekovarom
v Statnom divadle Kosiciach v roku 1993 v zmysle zakladnej otazky - slovami kritikov - bola ,,...
dékladnd aZ neuprosnd analyza vztahov...“ (JANIK, 1993, s. 6), ktord nasmerovala vypoved ku
tragickému optimizmu. Jej podstata spocivala vtom, Ze: ,Nesmrtelnost [udskej
pominutelnosti (...) tkvie v ndstupe stdle dalsich generdcii, ktoré ustavicne odznova riesia tie
isté hlavolamy, bez prestania hraju staroddvny, vecny pribeh o ldske a nendvisti, odpustani
a pomste, pomoci a zrade...“ (JANIK, 1993, s. 6). Podla samotného reZiséra A. Nekovara
mozno Hamleta ,,... vnimat z niekolkych strdn. (...) Najhlavnejsim faktom vsak je, Ze Hamlet —
teda my — bol proti svojej véli zatiahnuty do politiky. Pozrime sa napriklad, ¢o sa dnes deje na
Balkdne, kde politika vedie ludi k bélu, Zialu, na smrt.“ (NEKOVAR, 1993, s. 7). A. Nekovar
vyjadruje tiez presvedcenie, Ze sa ,,... mozno uZ zajtra alebo o niekolko sto rokov sa narodia
Hamleti, ktori moZno Fortinbrasa a Claudia prekonaju bez toho, aby sami zahynuli.”
(NEKOVAR, 1993, s. 7). Aj napriek tomu, Ze inscendcia nebola vacésinou kritikou prijata
pozitivne, zhodla sa s jej rezisérom na jej zakladnom vyzneni v zmysle nasej otazky.

Inscendciu Hamlet, alebo ndlez lebky reZisér Jakub Nvota pripravil v roku 2001 so svojim
trnavskym Tulavym divadlom® na principe improvizécie a doteraz patri k najuspesnejsim
poulicnym divadelnym produkciam tohto divadla. Zadkladom tvarovania vypovede je sice
forma Studentskej recesie a mystifikicie’/, aviak inscendcia neobisla ani zdkladnd otdzku.
Odpoved vsak J. Nvota nasiel vzotreti akychkolvek prekazok, ktoré by mohli viest
k slobodnému konaniu Hamleta a moZnosti rozhodnut sa tak. Zije v dekadentnej rodine,
v ktorej nie su zZiadne podmienky pre vytvorenie vlastného nazoru. Tato skutocnost je
dokonca podporena aj tym, Ze nema vlastnu identitu (ten isty herec hrd Hamlet i jeho otca),
matku - osemdesiatsedemro¢nu Gertrddu nezaujima nic¢ iné, ako vek jej nového milenca.

yvirtualnych” skafandrov, do ktorych boli obaja obleceni a zaveseni vo vzduchu. Hamlet vSak
Laerta zabil skuto¢nou dykou. (Podla INSTITORISOVA, 2001, s. 16). Hamletov svet bol svetom
Sialenej virtudlnej reality, ktord pohltila aj jeho. (Podla INSTITORISOVA, 2001, s. 16). Odpoved
na nasu hlavnu otazku teda nasiel rezZisér v principe pasce a mystifikacie. Hamleta nedonutil
k pomste skutoény Duch zavrazdeného otca, ale Fortinbras, ktory sa za neho vydaval.
Inscendciu vsak jej reZisér vidi predovsetkym ako ,,... akysi rodinny pribeh.” (Drzost..., 2001)
Délezitou pre jej vznik bola skutoénost, Ze ,,... dnes je velké mnoZstvo mladych ludi, ktori zrazu
zostali bez otca. (...) Dnes existuje generdcia tridsiatnikov, ktori vyrastali pri velmi silnom
otcovi. Alebo skér pod jeho silnou rukou a dohladom. Tohto otca méZeme vnimat ako
socializmus, stranu, alebo aj vlastného konkrétneho otca. Zrazu otec zomrel. (...) A my
(rovnako v Madarsku, ako aj na Slovensku) hladdme spésoby, ako sa postavit na nohy.”
(Drzost..., 2001). Velka cast divadelnej kritiky vSak reZisérovu viziu Hamleta ako znaku straty
otca/socializmu nereflektovala a inscenaciu povazovala pre prekombinovanu a preplnend
zbytoénymi efektami. Vynimku predstavuje obsiahla recenzia Zory Jaurovej, ktora vsak
o socializme piSe iba v suvislosti s rezignaciou divadelnych tvorcov na pohodIné nardbanie
s hotovymi dramatickymi matricami, ktoré su naplnitelné ¢imkolvek. Tento jav povazuje za
doteraz neprekonané dedi¢stvo ,,... dlhej socialistickej éry, ked'sa z pochopitelnych pricin stali
inscendcie klasickych hier takmer jedinym tvorivym utociskom {(...) a vygenerovali tak silnu
generdciu reZisérov...” (JAUROVA, 2001, s. 19).

V roku 2003 bol Hamlet inscenovany hned dva razy. Prvou bola z hfadiska kvality a etiky
divadla velmi kontroverzna inscendacia s ndzvom Hamlet, pribeh vraha v rézii Antona Sulika,
ktoru nastudoval v bratislavskom Divadle Aréna a druhou inscendcia v Divadle Jozefa Gregora
Tajovského Zvolen v rézii polského rezZiséra Andrzeja Rozhina.

Inscenacia Hamlet, pribeh vraha sa od svojho zaciatku az do konca niesla vo velmi
expresivnom ruchu a v atmosfére neovladatelnych vasni. Postavy si od zaciatku az do konca
az teatrdlnym sposobom uvedomovali tragickost svojho konania aosudu a svojou
excitovanostou pripravovali podu pre Hamleta — vraha. V podobnej nalade neustéle konal aj
samotny Hamlet. Zil hlboko ponoreny do akéhosi pochmurneho a temného sna. Plne v stlade
so slovami, ktoré inscenatori napisali o postave Hamleta do bulletinu k inscendcii: ,,Je pre nds
¢lovekom, ktory sa snaZi pomenovat veci, ktoré ho trdpia, a aspofi sa pokusa prist na to, co je
spravne a ¢o nie. A v neposlednom rade je to ¢lovek, ktory je schopny zabit.” (Kto je Hamlet?,
2003). Hamletova agresivita vocCi svetu bola najdrastickejsSie zobrazena cez vztah k Ofélii, a to
prostrednictvom jej znaku — malej oranZovej rybicky v akvariu. Hamlet, ale aj ostatné postavy
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s lou nardbali pomerne brutalne®. Odpoved na zakladnu otazku reZisér A. Sulik obisiel tym,
Ze sa zameral hlavne na analyzu stavu buduceho vraha. Zdsadna zmena optiky na inscenaciu
vyvolala velmi odmietavl a poburenu recenziu Marie Jencikovej, ktorda v nej dokonca
neuviedla ani mena tvorcov. (JENCIKOVA, 2003, s. 25).°

Odpoved na zdkladnu otazku polsky reZisér Andrzej Rozhin — v druhej — vo zvolenskej
inscendcii vyriesil ako problém osudovej neodvratnosti — starogréckej ananké. V bulletine
k inscendcii A. Rozhin piSe: ,Tragédia Hamlet ma Strukturu gréckej tragédie: niekolko ludi
spojenych silnymi rodinnymi putami, zvysok —svet, spolocnost — je odsunuty do uzadia. Hamlet
je tragédiou jednotlivca konfrontovaného s nezmenitelnym preduréenim, ktoré sa stane
udelom jeho Zivota. (...) Véla otca — Ducha — vyZadujuca pomstu spésobuje, Ze mlady ¢lovek
sa chyti do tragickej pasce.” (ROZHIN, 2003, s. 3). Blizko k takémuto kauzalnemu uchopeniu
hamletovskych tém ma iba divadelna kritika z pera Ladislava Cavojského, ktory v suvislosti
s vykonom Dusana Cinkotu v Ulohe Hamleta pisSe: ,,Nepomsti sa bezhlavo a chladnokrvne.
Chce konat aZ po zisteni dbékazov o vine krdlovraha. Je ludsky v hladani pravdy aj
v pochybnostiach.” (CAVOJSKY, 2003, s. 15). Inscenacia véak nebola vyrazne reflektovana
recenziami.

Inscendcia Hamlet'° v ré%ii Rastislava Balleka z 2004 v Divadle Alexandra Duchnoviéa PreSov
sa niesla v duchu konfrontacie starého, zatuchnutého sveta a sveta, v ktorom dochadza iba
k neustalej reprezentacii a sebareprezentacii. Stary svet bol spodobeny formou inscenacného
jazyka, ktory pripominal patdesiate roky a svet sucasny bol stvarneny ako snaha vsetkych
postav iba o majestatne prezentovanie seba samych. Samozrejme, s vynimkou Hamleta.
Permanentna tuzba po zd6razriovani vlastnej osoby a majestatu bola u vSetkych postav okolo
Hamleta podporovana stylizovanymi postojmi a pézami, ktoré vidy zdorazriovali ich majestat.
Tuzba bola vyjadrena aj materidlovo, prostrednictvom scénického prvku. Bol nim prazdny
ram, do ktorého postavy priebezne ako do obrazu zardmovavali Rosencrantz a Guildernstern.
Ramovali vsak aj realitu, ktora ich obklopovala. Na rozdiel o tychto postav bolo zobrazenie
Hamleta vsulade skonventnymi predstavami o nom. Bol vahavy, priliS premyslavy
a odpovede na vsetky otazky sa snazil najst v knihach. R. Ballek touto koncepciou nedospel ku
kompromisu v rieSeni odpovede na zakladnu otazku, a ani sa nepostavil na Ziadnu stranu.
,Iba“ zvyraznil podobu problémov, ktoré viedli ku fatalnemu konfliktu, ato wvysostne
divadelnymi prostriedkami. Vzhladom na to, Ze Shakespearov text neupravoval, je jeho
pristup k danej otazke najoptimalnejsi. (Podla INSTITORISOVA, In. INSTITORISOVA, ORAVEC,
BALLAY, 2007, s. 178 - 179).

& Nechali ju napriklad dlh3i &as na suchu.
° Uvedend recenzia patri medzi ojedinelé divadelno-kritické reflexie inscendcie.
10K inscendcii nie 51 I dispozicii fiadne divadelné racenzia,
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Vroku 2004 premiérovalo Hamleta aj Divadlo Thalia KoSice vréZii Sandora Bekeho.
K inscendcii vSak nie su dostupné Ziadne materialy vinom ako madarskom jazyku, preto sa jej
nebudeme venovat.

Dal3ia inscenacia Hamleta v Cinohre Slovenského narodného divadla Bratislava v roku 2007 v
rézii Petra Mikulika mala vynimocné — symbolické - postavenie. Slavnostne otvorila Novu
budovu Slovenského narodného divadla a hlavnhym dévodom vyberu premiérovaného titulu
bola skutoc¢nost, Ze SND zacalo svoju Cinnost taktiez premiérou Shakespearovho Hamleta, a to
4. 2.1925. Zakladna pribehova struktura bola v inscendcii dodrzana, z vyznamového hladiska
koncepcia nepriniesla nic interpretacne zaujimavého. Na konvencnost celkového rdmcovania
inscendcie nemal vplyv ani preorganizovanie niektorych casti textu ako napr. prichod hereckej
skupiny v civilnom odeve v Gvode inscenacie'! a pod. ReZisér objasnil svoju koncepciu pred
verejnostou iba pocas tlacovej konferencie pred premiérou. V elektronickych ¢i printovych
médiach je najéastejsSie citované jedno jeho vyjadrenie, ktoré na nej odznelo: , Netreba
definovat miesto a cas, kedy sa to odohrdva, lebo sa to odohrava v dusi ¢loveka. Vsetky
Shakespearove problémy su problémami dnesnych ludi.” (SITA. 2007). K odpovedi na nasu
zakladnu otazku sa — oproti inym inscenaciam — snaZili dospiet ¢i odhadnut ju viac kritici, ako
samotni inscenatori ¢i uz koncepciou inscendacie alebo zverejnenymi vyjadreniami k nej.
Napriklad novinar a kritik Juraj Kusnierik v recenzii vtomto zmysle pise: ,0 ¢om je vlastne
Hamlet? Napriklad o tom, akad délezitd je pamdt a o tom, Ze pravda sa nakoniec ukdZe. Alebo
ajo tom, Ze vo svete je vZdy viac bezcharakternych krdlov a tupych fizlov, nez tazkymi otdzkami
zoZieranych Hamletov...” (KUSNIERIK, 2007). Rad divadelnych kritik viak najcastejsie
zdOraznuje postavu Hamleta v interpretdcii Roba Rotha pri hladani odpovede na zakladnu
otazku ako uréujlcu. Je pre nich v inscendcii rebelom (napriklad ULICIANSKA, 2007, s. 12),
pripadne ... Studentsky rebel, sympaticky chuligdn.“ (CAVOJSKY, L. 2007, s. 9) alebo iba ,,...
klaunom, ktory sa zabdva na vlastnej intelektudlnej a mravnej prevahe nad svojim okolim.”
(STEFKO, 2007). Je teda zosobnenim mladého muZa, ktory jasne vidi vietky prekazky
a rebelskym postojom dava najavo svoju bezmocnost pred mocou a rezignaciu na akékolvek
pozitivne rieSenie svojej situacie.

V roku 2011 inscenovalo Hamleta'? Divadlo Kontra zo Spi$skej Novej Vsy, a to v réZii polskej
rezisérky a dramaticky Klaudyny Rozhin Zijucej vo Velkej Britanii, ktord ho tym nastudovala po
treti raz. Inscendtori sice textovu predlohu zjednodusili, pretoze pribeh odohrdvaju iba dvaja
herci, avSak ponechali velky rad ¢i uz hlavnych alebo vedlajSich postav. Zakladom poetiky
inscendcie je spodobovanie vsetkych postdv obomi hercami, vratane Hamleta a schopnost
rychleho vcitenia sa do kazdej tak, aby vynikol pocit osamelosti a zufalstva Hamleta. ReZisérka
K. Rozhin sa v suvislosti s naSou otdzkou sa v jednom rozhovore vyjadrila nasledovne: , Nds

sklamany, pochybovacny a rozorvany konfliktnymi emdciami. ZosmiesSriuje nadriadenych, je
vystavovany IZi, neveriv dobrotu a krdsu, je posadnuty smrtou. Sice sa snazi, ale nemézZe ndjst
miesto vo svete a zmysel Zivota vo svete, v ktorom uZ neexistuju Ziadne hodnoty - zostal len
zdrvujuci smutok. Je pomsta pre neho dostatocny dévod k Zivotu?“ (Grodzka Gate - NN
divadlo, 2012). V bulletine tiez pise: ,,Hra kladie vsetky velké otdzky, aké je len moZno poloZit,
ale neddva Ziadne odpovede. Musite hladat sam. Je to tieZ hlbokd a pokoru uciaca skusenost.”
(SHAKESPEARE, 2011, s. 3). ReZisérkina odpoved na nasu otdzku je jednoznacna — strata
dovery v svet a zmysel Zivota. Divadelnych kritik na inscenaciu nevyslo vela, autorka jednej
znich - Hana Rodova - vsak reZisérkin koncept plne podporila iv suvislosti s hfadanim
odpovede na nasu otazku. Mimoriadne ocenila skuto¢nost, Ze ,,... najmd velmi sugestivna
priama hra na divéka a s divdkom...“ (RODOVA, 2011) zasiahla naplno divakov.

V roku 2012 sa k inscenatorom hry Hamlet pridalo aj Mestské divadlo - Divadlo z Pasaze
Banska Bystrica, ktoré ju nastudovalo pod ndzvom Hamlet a syn (Hereckd spolocnost princa
Hamleta) v rézii Jan H. Miku$a s prihliadnutim na viacero slovenskych i ¢eskych prekladov.
Inscenatori vytvorili pribeh o stredovekej hereckej spoloénosti, ktory sa zaoberal otazkou
hrdinstva ako takého a jeho chapanim v sucasnosti. Vystavali ho ako modelové situacie,
v ktorych pomocou zakladnych tém z Hamleta (ale aj gréckej mytoldgie, vlastného Zivota atd'.)
snazili odpovedat na zvolenu otazku. Najdené hrdinstvo ¢i hrdinov opisovali, ¢i uz slovne alebo
konanim vo vybratych situdcidch. (INSTITORISOVA, 2012). Odpoved na nasu otadzku nasli
,nestandardnu”, slovami dramaturgicky inscenacie Jany Mikus Hanzelovej: ,Prelinanim
navonok absurdnych cCasov a stretov (stretnutie stredovekej spolocnosti s Hamletom,
stredoveky kritik citujuci komentdre sucasnych shakespearolégov...) sme sa snaZili
podciarknut najpodstatnejsiu tému: znovuobjavenie divadla, ktoré nezatvdra oci pred
okolitym svetom, pred spolocnostou, v akej Zijeme. Snazili sme sa, aby aj herci mali pocit, Ze
divadlom sa daju zmenit veci okolo nds, alebo sa o tom méZeme minimdlne aspon neustdle
pokusat.“ (JAREMKOVA, 2012).

Slovenské komorné divadlo Martin uviedlo nastudovanie Hamleta v rézii Doda Gombara pod
nazvom Hamlet (pribeh rodiny) v roku 2013. Inscenatori sice zakladnu pribehovu sStrukturu
zachovali, celu ju vSak aktualizovali. Vytvorili si¢asny pribeh o sidliskovej rodine, v ktorej je
Hamlet hudobnikom faj¢iacim marihuanu a holdujuci alkoholu, vdaka ¢omu trpi preludmi
o svojom mitvom otcovi. Nevedia si s nim dat rady nielen rodicia, ale ani susedia ¢i placha
Ofélia. Neustala depresivnost ho netprosne vedie k tragickému koncu. ReZisér sa o koncepcii
Hamleta vyjadril nasledovne: ,,... V uprave sme odbremenili text od politickych, spolocenskych
a historizujucich udalosti a upriamili pozornost na pribeh rozpadajicej sa, rozvrdtenej rodiny.
Rodina, ktord mad v svojom vnutri zakliatu chorobu - to je v mojich oCiach leitmotiv. KaZdy, kto
je sucastou rodiny, by tam zrkadlenie nachddzat mal. (...) je to sidliskovy pribeh, ktory by sa
pokojne mohol odohrdvat napriklad tu v Kosutoch. (...) Je to pribeh silného naviazania syna na
otca a po strate prdve tohto piliera v rodine sa v Hamletovi zacnu odohrdvat rézne
protichodné, tazko definovatelné pochody a poryvy, ktorym on podlieha.” (KOVACIKOVA,
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2013). Vzhladom na skutocnost, Ze do centra koncepcie postavil Hamleta, neprekvapi ani
Gombadrovo vyjadrenie sa k tvarovaniu jeho postavy: ,Hamlet je pre mria v prvom rade
rozporuplny mlady muz, ktory aZ romanticky podlieha boju v sebe - boju idedlov, idedIineho
videnia sveta a reality. Je to clovek plny pochybnosti, divného strachu z ocakdvania
buducnosti, z oCakdvania toho, akym smerom a spésobom sa rozvinie jeho vlastny pribeh. V
paralele s dneskom, s nasim kaZdodennym Zivotom je v tom silne zastupeny zmdtok, chaos.
Generdcia ludi do veku 30 rokov v sebe nesie akusi neschopnost prijat zodpovednost za vlastny
Zivot a neustdle sa vracia k casu, kedy bolo vsetko postavené na nezodpovednosti.”
(KOVACIKOVA, 2013). O zlyhani rodiny ako o hlavnej pri¢ine ,,vychovy“ generacie, ktoré nie je
schopna riesit problém rozporu medzi slobodou a mocou v zmysle nasej zakladnej otazky pise
svoj svojej kritike aj Martina Maslarova: , Namiesto hniloby v Stdte ddnskom tu ide o
zahnivanie vnutri zdkladnej bunky spolocnosti. Z krdalovskej rodiny sa stdva akdkolvek beznad
rodina z vedlajsieho paneldku. Sucasnd rodina, v ktorej napdté vztahy vedu k tragédii.”
(MASLAROVA, 2013). K podobnej optike dospela aj Zuzana Andrejcovd Ferusova: ,,... viziu
rozpadu rodiny akcentuje Gombadr tak, Ze tragicky pribeh z prostredia paldca posuva do nasej
vsednej kazdodennosti. Gertruda teda vdacsinu ¢asu trdvi Zehlenim, pranim, chystanim vecere,
Polénius sa tmoli po byte v nevkusnych tepldkoch a pletenej veste...“ (FERUSOVA
ANDREJCOVA, 2013, s. 11).

Poslednou inscendaciou, ktord vznikla v sledovanom obdobi je Hamlet z roku 2014 v Teatro
Wiistenrot Bratislava.'® Vzhladom na to, Ze k inscendcii nie je zachovany videozdznam a je
k dispozicii iba jedna kritika, ktora sa nevyjadruje k nasej otazke, nebudeme sa jej venovat.

Zaver

Hamletovska tematika aj v inscendciach po roku 1989 osciluje okolo zakladnej pribehovej
Struktury Shakespearovho textu. Odvaha hladat nové inscenacné prostriedky ¢i snaha
preorganizovat textovu predlohu do novych foriem nechyba takmer v Ziadnej inscendcii.
Casto vznikli tvary, ktoré vyvolali zasliZeny obdiv, ale aj polemiku a su cenné prave pre
diskusiu, ktoru vyvolali. Osobitne hodnotné su vsak tym, akym spdésobom reagovali na rok
1989 a novu spolocensko-politicku situaciu. Predstavuju velmi dosledné hladanie odpovedi
na zhubny vplyv totalitného systému a nasli ho nielen v spolo¢ensko-politickych suvislostiach,
ale aj v rodinnych dovodoch ¢i osobnostnych charakteristikdch a vlastnostiach predovsetkym
hlavnych postav.

K naplfianiu ciela v tejto $pecifickej oblasti prispieva vzajomné a cielené prepojenie a
nadvaznost v ramci ponukanych povinnych, povinne volitelnych a vyberovych
predmetov, v tomto pripade najma talianskej historie, dejiny literatury, geografie, realii
a kinematografie. Absolventi bakalarskeho studia programu Taliansky jazyk a kultura
ovladaju taliansky jazyk na udrovni B2 podla Spolo¢ného eurdpskeho referenéného
ramca pre jazyky. Jednou z moZnosti ich uplatnenia uz po absolvovani tohto prvého
stupna Studia je prave cestovny ruch. V prispevku predstavime mozné prepojenia medzi
vyucbou dejin literatiry a cestovnym ruchom vo vzdeldvacom procese buducich
timoénikov a prekladatelov. Poukdazeme na prelinanie kompetencii tlmocnika -
sprievodcu v oblasti cestovného ruchu a literarnovedne fundovaného Specialistu, ktoré
je mozné rozsirit a prehibit v nadvazujucich formach $tudia. Uvedené zameranie je teda
mozné vnimat ako pripravu pre dalSie rozvijanie takto orientovanych kompetencii
s viziou neskorsieho SirSieho uplatnenia aj v pribuznych odboroch (kulturna geografia,
kultdrna diplomacia). Napriek tomu, Ze akademické prostredie na Slovensku nevenuje
literarnemu turizmu, ktory je sucastou novych foriem kultirneho cestovného ruchu,
dostatoénl pozornost, rozhodli sme sa postupne implementovat tzv. literarnu
inovovanych Studijnych planov v ramci prekladatelsko-tImocnickeho odboru v
Studijnom programe Taliansky jazyk a kultura. Takato forma vyucby by mala podobu
interdisciplindarne zameranych seminarov, ktorych obsah by mohol byt umocneny
literarnymi exkurziami.

Literarnemu turizmu venuju v sucasnosti pozornost viaceri zahrani¢ni autori, napr.
Agorniova (2012), Filippiova (2012), Gibellini (2012), Curuz (2012), ¢i Barilarova (2004).
Téma nas zaujala najma v suvislosti s literarnymi parkami, ktorych je v Taliansku
aktualne osemnast. Uvadzame ich podla jednotlivych regiénov: ABRUZZO: Gabriele
d'Annunzio, Anversa degli Abruzzi (L'Aquila); BASILICATA: Albino Pierro, Tursi (Mt),
Carlo Levi Aliano, (Matera); CALABRIA: Pitagora e Marchesato di Crotone, Crotone;
CAMPANIA: Francesco De Sanctis, (Avellino), Zenone e la Scuola Eleatica: la comunita di
Parmenide, Ascea e Terre Veline (Sa); EMILIA-ROMAGNA: Le Terre di Dante, Ravenna-
Firenze; LAZIO: Pier Paolo Pasolini, Ostia (Roma), Tommaso Landolfi, Pico (Fr), Un Parco
di Libri (lo Leggo Reg.

znamych talianskych literarnych dielach, pripadne i na miesta narodenia, pobytu, Ci
posledného odpocinku vyznamnych talianskych spisovatelov. Mnohi z nich su autormi
najvyznamnejsich diel talianskej literattry a preto neodmyslitelnou sucastou osnovy
jednotlivych povinnych, povinne volitelnych a vyberovych predmetov, tykajucich sa
dejin talianskej literatury. Z tohto dévodu sme sa rozhodli zaradit do spominanych
inovovanych Studijnych planov i vybrané aspekty literdrneho turizmu — artefakt
literarnych parkov, vytvor prirody i fludského umu.

Tu si treba polozZit otazku. MéZzeme pristupovat k bohatému literarnemu dediéstvu
prostrednictvom emocionalneho pristupu a vyuZivat moznosti miest, ktoré nepatria
medzi tradi¢né destindcie cestovného ruchu, no insSpirovali literarne diela? Podobnymi
otazkami sa v roku 1992 zacina zaoberat ambicidzny projekt, ktorého autorom bol
Stanislao Nievo, pravnuk vyznamného talianskeho spisovatela, no predovSetkym
vlastenca, menom Ippolito Nievo. Tento projekt sa postupne, v priebehu niekolkych
rokov, transformoval na nadaciu s nazvom Fondazione “Ippolito Nievo”, podporujicu
aktivity a projekty v oblasti literdarneho turizmu v Taliansku. Nasledne, od roku 2009, sa
zriadovanim a koordinaciou literarnych parkov v Taliansku zaoberd spolo¢nost
Paesaggio Culturale Italiano. Hlavnym cielom spolocnosti je podporovat literarne parky
v snahe o trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj kultirneho cestovného ruchu, a to v suvislosti s
kulturologickym kontextom cielov cestovného ruchu (porovnaj Lenovsky, 2008, s. 17).
Literdrny park predstavuje historicki, geograficki, ¢i spolocenskd realitu
prostrednictvom literdrneho svedectva, ¢o turistovi umozfiuje ziskat jedineénu
skusenost a vnimanie samotného spisovatela. Citanie, ako uvadza Filippiova (2012, s.
102) ,,je individudlny pocin a jedine¢né slovd umelca, niekoho kto videl dané miesto,
krajinu, mesto, ¢i prirodnd scenériu pred nami, ,tam a vtedy”, umoziuji vnimat
napisanu realitu ,tu a teraz” inak a jedinecne, pretoze kazdy vnima text po svojom.”
Na ilustraciu prepojenia autora s konkrétnym Uzemim vyuzijeme jeden z existujucich
literarnych parkov v Taliansku. Je venovany Tommasovi Landolfimu (1908-1979),
jednému z najvyznamne;jsich spisovatelov dvadsiateho storocia, hoci ,izolovanému voci
hlavnhym prddom predvojnovej i povojnovej talianskej literatury” (Mesarova, 2014, s.
195) a vznikol ako prvy literarny park oblasti zndmej pod ndazvom Ciociaria. Tento nazov
pomenuva niektoré oblasti kraja Lazio, juhovychodne od Rima, no bez presne
definovanych hranic . Roberto Almagia definuje oblast Ciociaria nielen ako ,neurceny,
¢i nedefinovany kraj“, ale aj ako kraj ,,nemajuci vlastnu individualitu” (Almagia, 1931, s.
384). Po¢nuc obdobim ndastupu fasistického rezimu v Taliansku (od roku 1925) sa nazov
nespravne pouziva miestnou tlacou a réznymi zdruzeniami, vratane Agentury pre rozvoj
cestovného ruchu v regione Frosinone (Azienda di Promozione Turistica della provincia
di Frosinone), ako synonymum pre okres Frosinone (Lorenzo, 2005, s. 33-36).

Literdrny park Tommasa Landolfiho je zaroven venovany spominanému rodnému
mestecku spisovatela, malému stredovekému klenotu s nazvom Pico, medzi krajmi
Lazio a Campania. Mestecko zdroven zndme ako vstupnd brana do Ndrodného parku
pohoria Aurunci. Od mora Pico oddeluje iba ohrada hér v blizkosti miest Sperlonga,
Terracina a Gaeta. Opatstva Montecassino, Trisulti, Casamari, Fossanova tvoria idedlny
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ramec pre sériu turistickych tras nielen pre milovnikov prirodnych kras, ale i literatury.
Trasy nadvazuju na staré tradicie zabudnutych remesiel a tradi¢nu kuchynu regiénu
Ciociara.

V Picu preZil Landolfi nielen svoje detstvo, ale i najkreativnejsie okamihy Zivota. Casto
sa sem vracal na dlhé obdobia, do rodného domu zdedeného po predkoch zo
sedemnasteho storocia, ktory je suc¢asne hrdinom mnohych pribehov a predovsetkym
miestom literarnej tvorby:

»[...]Jpero, ktoré tam dole (v Picu) uhana, tu (v San Reme, kde byval) sa vzpiera a pohne
sa len zasahom BoZim“ (Rien va, 1963) .

Trojtisicové talianske mestec¢ko Pico je posadené na pahorku v blizkosti hory Pota,
malebnom kute oblasti Frosinone v kraji Lazio. Podrobny opis mesta poskytuje jeden zo
zakladnych textov o jeho historii z roku 1929, ktorého autorom je Don Antonio Grossi
Bianchini. Pbévod ndzvu Pico je predmetom kontroverznych  diskusii.
Najpravdepodobnejsim vysvetlenim je nazov odvodeny od keltského korena ,pic“, ¢o
znamena ostry, Spicaty vrchol, snad kvéli tomu, Ze hrad stal na ostrej, skalnatej ostrohe.
Prvé svedectva o existencii mestecka pochdadzaju z roku 589 n.l., kedy doslo k invazii
Longobardov pod vedenim Zotona, vojvodu z Beneventa, ktory znicil Montecassino,
Pico, a Pastenu. Oficialne sved¢i o existencii Pica a hradu, ktory vybudoval Giovanni
Scinto, signore di Aquino, formulacia Castrum qui nominatur Pika z roku 1049. Odvtedy
sa histdria mestecka Uzko prelina s histériou jeho hradu, okolo ktorého vznikla prva
osada.

Na portdli opatstva Montecassino je medzi benediktinskymi majetkami spomenuty
kostol Santa Marina Pico, ktory daroval opatovi G. Scinto a jeho manzelka Alfarana v
roku 1049 . Hrad bol nielen hranicnym bodom medzi Rimskym a Longobardskym
vojvodstvom, spadajucim do oblasti Cassina, ale slUzil i ako prepojenie Uzemia Flumetica
s morom. Nepriame pretrvanie longobardskych prvkov zdoéraziuje hodnotu Uzemia
okolo Pica i samotnej opevnenej osady, kde ludska spolo¢nost vytvarala v priebehu
dejin vlastny pocit spolupatri¢nosti. V si¢asnosti staré mesto pripomina skor stredovek.
Uzke, pravidelné uli¢ky, prepojené schodiskom a vinuce sa okolo hradu, st bezpochyby
jeho typickymi ¢rtami. Sucastou mestskych hradieb su tri brany umozniujice pristup do
mesta. Od roku 1542 do roku 1547 bol hrad Iénom Ottavia Farnese a Pico sa stalo pod
vladdou Carla Il sicastou Neapolského kralovstva. V roku 1742 bol odkipeny miestnymi
rodinami Contiovcov a Landolfiovcov s naslednym predajom feuddlnych pozemkov
sukromnym osobdm. Po zjednoteni Talianska v roku 1861 sa obec stala sucastou
provincie Caserta a az v roku 1927 presSla pod spravu novovytvorenej provincie
Frosinone. Pocas druhej svetovej vojny obec zazivala dlhé mesiace nemeckej okupacie
a kvoli opakovanému bombardovaniu boli obyvatelia nuteni utiect do hér. Nasledne,
vdaka nemalému Usiliu, boli domy v mestecku zrekonstruované.
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Landolfi si na toto obdobie spomina v prispevku s ndzvom Quattro casce zo zbierky
Ombre (1954):

,Divali sme sa na tu Ubohost a ruiny, ale to najhorsie, ako som uzZ povedal, bolo to, Ze
sme nespoznavali atmosféru naSho domova. Napriek tomu, dokonca aj vtedy, mi pohlad
okamzite prebehol na moje tri stromy.”

Literarnemu turistovi sa pri ndvsteve Pica vyndraju intenzivne suvislosti s jeho dielom,
presytenym unikdtnymi naladami, obrazmi a fantaziami, tykajucimi sa prirodného
prostredia a Zivota, i charakteru obyvatelov obce. Pripomenme si autorove slova z
poviedky Predhorie Frosinona (I contrafforti di Frosinone) z roku 1960, ktoru Calvino vo
svojich Najkrajsich strankach zaradil do kapitoly s ndazvom Medzi autobiografiou a
vymyslom (Tra autobiografia e invenzione) vyvolavajuce jasnu a silne emotivnu
predstavu:

»(...) Sme teda doma. Na obzore sa uz ¢rtaju bizarné a hrubé obrysy pohoria Aurunci (za
nimi je more pri mesteckdch Formia a Gaeta, severné casti mesta Neapol), zranené
tokom prekliateho akvaduktu , uz mozno zazriet tu mald horu Pote , ktora vrha napriek
tomu obrovsky tien na méj dom. (...)“.

UZ vroku 1935 bolo v oblasti Cassinate (okres Frosinone) zriadené ZdruZenie Acquedotto
“degli Aurunci”, zahffajuce devatnast obci, so sidlom v meste Cassino. 1Slo o jeden z
najvyznamnejsich pocinov povojnového Talianska. Vrch Pota dosahuje nadmorsku
vySku 640 m n. m.

Narodny park pohoria Aurunci zaloZeny v roku 1997 je chranenou prirodnou oblastou
kraja Lazio a nachadza sa na hranici medzi okresmi Frosinone a Latina. Pohorie Aurunci,
z velkej casti sucast rovnhomenného Regiondlneho prirodného parku, je horskym
pasmom Strednych a Juznych Apenin. Vac¢Sinu Uzemia tvori svetly vépenec, Siroké
kamenisté svahy a suché, holé ubocia, ojedinele pokryté krikmi a trdvou. Hoci su v
sucCasnosti mesteckd Formia a Gaeta sucastou okresu Latina v kraji Lazio, v minulosti
patrili zhruba tisic rokov pod Neapolské kralovstvo. Pri Landolfiho opise nam v zapati
zide na um, Ze sa narodil do jednej z najstarSich a najvazenejsich rodin v kraji. Pribuzni
z otcovej strany mali oddavna velmi blizky vztah k vladdrom na neapolskom tréne.
Akvadukt Aurunci je po technickej stranke povazovany za jeden z najvyznamnejsich
vodarenskych komplexov postavenych v danom obdobi v Eurdpe a vznikol pod zastitou
Organizacie pre rekonstrukciu Cassinata (E.RI.CAS.), ako sa uvddza v programe
niekdajSieho Ministerstva verejnych prac. Zasobovanie juznych oblasti vodou sa stalo,
za zamerom spolocenského a ekonomického vyuZivania a rozvoja juhu Talianska,
jednym z hlavnych cielov vladnych investicii. Prace zacali v septembri v roku 1951 a
stavba bola dokoncena v priebehu troch rokov vdaka podpore statu a Fondu pre juzné
Taliansko. Celkové naklady predstavovali 6 miliard lir.
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Nevsednym momentom pre turistov je zaiste i literarna skisenost z poviedky Noc na
vidieku (La notte provinciale) zo zbierky Mec¢ (La spada, 1942) :

.. ,Mali by ste prist pookriat” zacal vtedy priatel ,,do lona nasho vidieka“. No nemyslite
na nejaké malé melancholické mestecko (...) predstavte si skor malu dedinku, osadu
stratenu v horach. V dobach, kedy sa odohral pribeh, ktory vdam budem rozpréavat, som
tam Zil a navySe (dodal s tsmevom) som sa tam narodil. (...)

»Zbierka La spada bola najprv publikovana v jednom zvazku s Landolfiho zbierkou I/ Mar
delle Blatte e altre storie, Firenze: Vallecchi, 1942, 1944, potom v Racconti, Firenze:
Vallecchi, 1961, a napokon v Opere I., Milano: Rizzoli, 1976, s. 279-356. Obsahuje
poviedky: La tenia mistica, La spada, Il babbo di Kafka, Lettera di un romantico sul gioco,
La notte provinciale, Il ladro, La paura, Il matrimonio segreto, Una cronaca brigantesca,
Da: ,,La melotecnica esposta al popolo”, Nuove rivelazioni della psiche umana. L’'uomo
di Mannheim, Voltaluna, Colpo di sole, Il fuoco, Il racconto della piattola. Tieto poviedky
sa najviac priblizujd Landolfiho tematikdm strachu a stale sa zavrhujliceho
metafyzického okuzlenia, ktoré sa vSak opakovane vynara s obsesnym znepokojenim; a
to pritahuje i odpudzuje svojou krutostou prvého Landolfiho (diela z rokov 1937 — 1947).
Zbierka La spada je teda tematicky velmi zlozitd a heterogénna a v kazdej poviedke
mobzeme najst rezistenciu voci ponizujicej a prehnanej banalite Zivota” (Mesarova,
2011, s. 47).

Poviedka La notte provinciale je dokonalym prikladom zvlastnej fantastiky. Stretdvame
sa v nej s delikatnym obrazom dievciny, zdhadne a nevysvetlitelne zavrazdenej pocas
hry na vraha a policajta, ktorou si skupina mladych ludi krati nudnud zimnu noc prave v
malej osade v hordch. Vrah nie je nikdy odhaleny, zostdva vSak vrazedna zbran, ktoru
rozpravac stale vlastni:

,DIhd a ostrd cCepel je jemne Zihana; rukovat s dost temnym perletovym,
zelenoCervenym odleskom pripomina rohovinu. Pritom vsak... Jednoducho, (priatel sa
hanblivo usmial) akoby ta rukovat bola z nejakého neznameho materiélu. A ¢epel? Iste,
leskne sa ako uslachtild ocel, ale ¢im to je, Ze tie [ahké usadeniny krvi su na nej este stale
jasne Cervené, dnes, po tolkych rokoch?“ (Landolfi, 2001, s. 31)

,Nezndmy materidl” zbrane a fakt, Ze eSte po dlhom ¢ase ma znepokojujici a zahadny
charakter, z nej Cinia akéhosi svedka temnych sil. Opis zbrane vsak robi pribeh
neuveritelne zZivym a aktudlnym v ociach rozpravaca, ktory sa uprostred opisu udalosti
zmienuje: ,Dokonca mi ani nezislo na um ju zabit.” (TamZe, s. 30)

V literdrnom parku nas stranky z Landolfiho knih sprevddzaju redlnou cestou po
najmilSich miestach spisovatela. M6Zeme tak nazriet do domu z rozsiahlej poviedky Le
due zittelle , kde Lilla 3 Nena:
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»(...), Zili na prvom poschodi, v malom byte pozostdvajucom z niekolkych tesnych izieb

()"

Landolfi je ironicky uz v nazve poviedky. Slovo ,zittelle“ mozno preloZit ako nevydaté
Zeny (staré dievky), no zaroven ako milciace, ni¢ nehovoriace, bez slov: ide o ostru, az
sarkasticku kritiku ludskej malichernosti. Poviedku napisal v roku 1943, nasledne
vychadzala na pokracovanie v Siestich cislach ¢asopisu ,,Il Mondo” v roku 1945, no
kniZzne bola vydand aZz vydavatelstvom Bompiani v roku 1946. Samotny autor ju neskor
nazval svojou ,najlepSou poviedkou”. Prvé dve kapitoly pribehu popisuju monoténny
Zivot dvoch sestier Zijucich so svojou starou matkou za murmi pochmuirneho Sedého
bytu, no tento pokojny, kazdodenny Zivot sa zfahka meni na nieco iné. Kvoli svojej opici
menom Tombo sa sestry ocitnu uprostred neprijemnej prihody: zda sa, Ze v noci toto
zviera (po tom ako otvori klietku a zbavi sa retazi) navstevuje blizky klastor a
napodobnujuc liturgicky obrad si pochutndva na posvatnych hostiach a ndpoji, ¢im sa
dopusta svatokradeze. Dilemou zostdva otdzka, ako potrestat opicu a dochadza k stretu
nazorov dvoch cirkevnych hodnostarov liSiacich sa vekom, postavenim i ndzormi:
Monsignora Tostiniho a otca Alessia. Nasleduje ,proces” o vine ¢i nevine zvierata a
rozsudok smrti: sestry zabiju Tomba ihlicou, kli¢ovu postavu poviedky, zdhadné
stvorenie, milované zvieratko (dar od brata), vlozZia telo do , pozinkovanej debnicky,
sliZiacej na umiestnenie telesnych pozostatkov krestanov” a pochovaju ho v roku
zahrady. Poviedku citatel vnima ako teologické a moralne pojedndvanie o hlavnych a
velkych problémoch, objavujucich sa vo svetovej literatiure. Otec Alessio je akymsi
Dostojevského Idiotom, ktory poukazuje na mylné zdanie, odhaluje absolutnu pravdu,
inymi neakceptovatelnd. Tombo doplaca na svoju prirodzenost, na to, Ze nema rovnaké
moralne principy ako sestry a nasledky su extrémne:

,Nakoniec sa Tombo pominul; pominulo sa prudké sklbanie, vyhasli oci, ¢o v poslednej
chvili prezradzalilen zdeseny udiv. Z ran netiekla krv; len jej nepatrny pramienok pomaly
stekal z katika ust”.

Tombo je postavou ,bez slov”, matucou, ¢o autor vyuziva ako ndhradnu taktiku pre
vyjadrenie ticha, ml¢ania a jeho pritomnost si vyzaduje rozlGstenie. V poviedke narastd
obzaloba nedostatku ucty, ¢i reSpektu vodi inakosti, rozdielnosti. Ako uvddza Mesarova
(2013, s. 53), v Landolfiho diele figuruje dvojzmyselnost ako zakladajuca logika
samotného rozpravania, a to sa tak naplno prejavuje ako vahajlice. Autorovo pisanie,
hoci pre dnesného Citatela dnes azda prilis archaické, nemoze nepritahovat.

Literarny turista moze dalej pokracovat na malé namestie Largo San Rocco a Largo
Carbonari po uli¢kadch, ktoré poeticky opisuje Landolfiho sucéasnik, Eugenio Montale
(1896 — 1981), taliansky basnik, novinar a spisovatel, nositel Nobelovej ceny za
literaturu (1975) v basni Elégia na Pico Farnese (Elegia di Pico Farnese, 1939):

,Cesty a schody stiipajd v tvare pyramidy, hlboké zarezy,
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kamenné pavuciny, kde sa otvéra

temnota ozZivena dbévercivymi oCami prasiat,

nazelenasté vrchy oblikov,

ledva prebieha spev borovic,

vyckava zoslabnuty v blankyte, ¢o vystupuje

na puklinach, hranach, tlomkoch murov.” (Montale, s. 181)

Elégia je sucastou zbierky patdesiatich basni, napisanych v rozpati rokov 1928 a7 1939 a
publikovanych pod ndzvom PrileZitosti (Occasioni, 1939). Nazov uvedenej zbierky sa odvoldva
na zazraéné okamihy, akési prilezitosti, momenty chvilkového precitnutia. Tento motiv sa v
Montaleho poézii objavuje opakovane ako vytrhnutie z ,mal di vivere” a nahliadnutie do
transcendentnej sféry: ,PrileZitosti su teda osudové okamihy existencie, ked v jedinom
zablesku je mozZné vytusit ind realitu, alebo jej iné usporiadanie, je mozné pochopit zmysel,
nepredvidany a nepredvidatelny vztah.” (Zampa, 1984, s. XXXVII).

ZAVER

Ako sme sa pokusili znazornit, literarna skisenost sa stava pre ¢loveka zvlastnym, jedine¢nym
momentom, ktory akoby patril iba jemu samotnému, lebo je vysostne osobny v dobe, kedy je
trendom prave zverovat sa so svojimi zazitkami na socialnych sietach a ustrazit si sikromie sa
stava takmer nemoznym. Poetické zobrazenie miest v originalnom jazyku i v prekladoch
poézie Ci prozy, ma podmanivu silu a vyvolava tak pésobivé spomienky a dojmy, ktoré v
kniznom turistickom sprievodcovi, pisanom opisnym a informaénym postupom, rozhodne
nendjdeme. Literarne parky umoznuju blizsie spoznat autorov fudsky rozmer, jeho silné i slabé
stranky, ¢im sa autor k Citatelovi pribliZuje a ten sa stdva jeho partnerom. Literatura sa
zaroven meni na dodatoény prostriedok ochrany krajiny, miesta insSpiracie, kedZe spisovatel
interpretuje Uzemie ako celok, spolu so svojimi prirodnymi, historickymi, umeleckymi ¢i
kultdrnymi zdrojmi z minulosti i zo suéasnosti.

Abstrakt

Emphasis of this article was put on derivation of theoretical equations by M. Wickens using
principle of general dynamic approach in economy and their application when evaluating
sustainability of current account balance of Slovak Republic. Main advantage of dynamic
modelling is that it takes into consideration rate of growth of GDP which is better than
expression in absolute form (nominal monetary surplus or deficit) or relative form (ratio of
current account to product). Needed data for model construction were current account
balance, nominal product, rate of growth of GDP, inflation and net asset holding. In article
was used Monetary Money Fund prediction of macroeconomic data for Slovak Republic in
period 2016 to 2020 needed for formulations of assumptions of sustainability of current
account for given period. For expression of sustainability was established CAS index, which is
quantified measure of sustainability of balance of current account. As a result based on
predicted data of IMF current account balance of Slovak Republic is sustainable for period
2016-2020. It is consequence of relatively high and stable predicted rate of growth of GDP,
predicted surplus of current accoung since 2016, increase of relative ratio of current account
to GDP since 2018 and improvement of net asset position. CAS index was compoared with
other chosen european countries. Slovak Republic CAS index was better than most of studied
countries with the most significant positive trend up to 2020.

uvoD

Bezny ucet platobnej bilancie predstavuje suhrn vsetkych ekonomickych transakcii medzi
rezidentmi a nerezidentmi Slovenskej republiky a teda otvorenost ekonomiky voci zvysku
sveta (Dur$akova, 2003). K jeho zlozkam patri obchod tovarov (obchodnd bilancia vratane
spotrebnych tovarov, tovarov uréenych k spracovaniu aj.), obchod so sluzbami (prepravné
sluzby poskytované rezidentmi Slovenskej republike nerezidentom alebo naopak, pohyb
tovarov aj.), vynosy (odmeny zamestnancov zaplatené nerezidentnym pracovnikom alebo
ziskané od nerezidentnych zamestnavatelov a prijmy z kapitalového majetku plyntce zo
zahrani¢nych finanénych aktiv a pasiv), bezné prevody (zahrriuju bezné viadne prevody, platby
beZnych dani z prijmu a majetku a iné platby). Z hladiska platobnej bilancie je dolezity tiez
financny ucet, ktory objasnuje financovanie beZzného uctu. Platobna bilancia obsahuje dovoz
a vyvoz. Zaporna bilancia (deficit) naznacuje, Ze krajina pri transakcidch s inymi krajinami viac
utraca nez zaraba. Kladnd hodnota bezného uctu (prebytok) sa vo vSeobecnosti povaZuje za
pozitivny jav pre domdcu menu, pretoZe odraza situaciu, kedy kapital priteka do Slovenskej
republiky, o moze byt spdsobené napriklad rasticim obchodnym zdujmom o krajinu zo
strany zahrani¢nych investorov. Na druhej strane zapornd hodnota (deficit) odraza situaciu,
kedy zo Slovenskej republiky odteka viac kapitalu, nez do nej priteka. To sposobuje odliv
zahrani¢ného kapitalu zo Slovenskej republiky.

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CIELE PRACE

Cielom tejto prace je odvodit vhodny postup pre vyhodnotenie udrZatelnosti bilancie
bezného uctu a aplikovat ho na konkrétnom priklade Slovenskej republiky v rokoch 2016-
2020 a dalejporovnat ziskané wvysledky svybranymi krajinami, navrhnat pripadné
odporucania pre zlepsenie.

I. TEORETICKA CAST

1.1 Horizontdlne clenenie platobnej bilancie

Platobnu bilanciu tvori okrem bezného Uctu aj Ucet kapitdlovy a finanény (Pavelka, 2007).

1.2 Vyrovnavacie mechanizmy platobnej bilancie

Deficitné saldo vykonovej bilancie sa mdze vyrovnat, refinancovat alebo potlacit. Zdrojom
refinancovania mézu byt devizové rezervy centralnej banky, vladne Gvery, hospodarska
pomoc alebo priliv sikromného kapitalu. Potladenie moéZe prebehnut prostrednictvom
netarifnych (kvantitativnych) alebo tarifnych (colnych) opatreni. Kone¢nym rieSenim je vsak
vidy aj trzné vyrovnanie, nakolko devizové rezervy centrdlnej banky a hospodarska pomoc su
obmedzené, Uvery sa musia splacat a tarifné aj netarifné nastroje brania prirodzenému
zapojeniu krajiny do medzinarodnej delby prace na principe komparativhych vyhod.

Preto je lepSie relativne vyjadrenie pomerovo napr. k HDP, ktoré
uz lepsie vyjadruje, ¢i je pripadny deficit alebo prebytok bezného ucétu velky alebo maly pre
danu ekonomiku. Viac menej ani toto vyjadrenie nie je idedlne z hladiska dlhodobého
posudenia na udrzatelnost, nakolko je statické (Barro, 2004). Dynamické modely umoznuju
zohladnit tempo rastu HDP, ¢o mo6ze mat nasledovnu interpretaénd hodnotu. Ak je bilancia
bezného uctu deficitna, ale celkovy produkt v ekonomike rastie dostatocne rychlo, je mozné
aby sa celkovy relativny podiel deficitu bezného u¢tu na HDP zniZoval a teda tento stav bol z
dlhodobého hladiska udrzatelny (Apergis, 2010).

Z grafu na obrazku 1 je zrejmy klesajuci trend vyvoja indexu CAS (Current Account
Sustainability) ¢o svedci o pozitivnej perspektive udrzatelnosti bilancie bezného G¢tu v danom
obdobi. Rovnako tak je zrejmé, Ze vSetky hodnoty CAS indexu su mensie ako nula a teda pre
kazdy rok je moZné povazovat bilanciu bezného Uctu za dlhodobo udrzatelnu.

V tabulke 2 je pre porovnanie zobrazeny vyvoj CAS indexu vybranych eurdpskych krajin v
obdobi 2016-2020. Opéat bola pouZitd makroekonomickd predikcia Medzindrodného
menového fondu a pri konstrukcii indexu dynamické modelovanie. Z dat v tabulke je zrejmé,
e s vynimkou Grécka a Ceskej republiky od roku 2020 je predikovand bilancia beinych t¢tov
udrzatelna.

V grafe na obrazku 2 je pre lepSiu vizualizaciu zobrazeny vyvoj CAS indexu vybranych krajin.
Pripomeniem, Ze ¢im je hodnota indexu nizSia, tym lepSie. Je zrejmé, Ze z hladiska
udrzatelnosti je na tom najlepSie Nemecko, nasledované Luxemburskom. Naopak najhorsie
Spanielsko a Ceskd republika. Slovenska republika sa javi ako lepsi priemer s predikovanym
vyraznym zlepsovanim smerom k roku 2020. To indikuje vyraznu stabilitu a naznacuje priliv
dalsich investicii, kde bilancia bezného uctu je kritickym ukazovatefom pri vstupe investorov
na trh danej krajiny.

Perspektiva zahrani¢nych studii na udrZatelnost bilancie beZného uctu
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Boileau a Normandin uvadzaju na zaklade medzinarodnych dat a vSeobecnej dynamickej
rovnovahy, Ze beiny ucet je negativhe korelovany s beznym a budicim udrokovym
diferencidlom, ale pozitivne korelovany s minulym uUrokovym diferencidlom (Boileau,
Normandin 2008). Bezny ucet je teda proticyklicky a urokovy diferencial procyklicky.

Backus a Kehoe vo svojej praci Uvadzaju na zaklade medzindrodnych dat 2 charakteristiky-
proticyklicky charakter Cistych exportov a tendenciu obchodnej bilancie byt negativne
korelovana so sucasnymi a buduicimi pohybmi smennych relacii, ale pozitivhe korelovanych
s minulymi pohybmi (Backus, Kehoe 1994). Dalej autori dosli k zaveru, Ze vztah obchodnej
bilancie a smennych reldcii kriticky zalezi na zdroji fluktuacie.

Baharumshah a Lau uvadzaju vo svojej praci pri analyze udrZatelnosti bezného uctu 4 krajin
ASEANU v rokoch 1961- 1999 a pouZiti medzi¢asovych modelov, Ze deficity beinych Uctov
neboli v dlhom obdobi stale (Baharumshah, Lau 2003). To vedie k zaveru, Ze bezné ucty tychto
krajin boli neudrzatelné a ani sa nepohybovali smerom k externej rovnovahe, ¢o je v rozpore
s Wickensovym modelom. Naviac permanentny deficit bezného Uctu je moZné povazovat ako
indikator finanénej krize. V pripade Malajzie Lau a Baharumshah uvadzaju, Ze toky kapitdlu z a
do tejto krajiny maju spolocny stochasticky trend do roku 1997 (azijskej krize) zatial ¢o
v pokrizovom obdobi su prebytky bezného Uctu na neudrzatelnej urovni (Lau, Baharummshah
2003). Dolezité zistenie je prave vzdorazneni importov (hlavne okamzitych vstupov)
v exportoch. Pre ekonomiku, ktord je z hladiska svojho rastu zavisla na exportoch st importy
dolezité v obnovovani externej rovnovahy veducej k udrzatelnému stabilnému vyvoju. To
bolo zrejmé pri znehodnoteni meny, ktora viedla k poklesu importu, ¢o v pripade ekonomiky,
ktorad je silne zavisld na importovanom kapitale znamend spomalenie ekonomického rastu.

Moore a Holder pri svojej analyze udrzatelhosti deficitu bezného uc¢tu Barbadosu v rokoch
1960 az 2006 uvadzaju, Zze podla medzi¢asovych modelov je bezny Ucet Barbadosu udrzatelny
a deviacie od dlhodobej rovnovahy medzi redlnymi exportami a importami su upravované
v krdtkom obdobi s importami, ktoré sa prisposobuju (Holder, Moore 2011).

Cashin a McDermott uvadzaju, Ze australsky bezny ucet nebol pouzity k vyhladeniu spotreby
v rokoch 1954-1994 optimalne smerom k uvolneniu kapitalovych kontrol v osemdesiatych
rokoch. Vysledky tieZz ukazuju, Ze od osemdesiatych rokov sa deficit bezného uctu Australie

vvvvv

na urovni 2- 4 % HDP (Cashin, McDermott 1998).

Ghosh a Ostry uvadzaju, ze podla tedrie vyrovnavania spotreby, vysoky stupen kapitalovej
mobility implikuje, Ze agenti su plne schopni prispdsobit spotrebu zdsobam (Ghosh, Ostry
1995). Tento ¢lanok testuje, ¢i bezny ucet v rozvinutych krajindch funguje ako buffer pre
vyhladzovanie spotreby v Sokoch narodného cash flow, ktory je definovany ako produkt bez
investicii a vladnych vydajov. Pre vacsSinu z 45 krajin je zrejmé, Ze tedria vyhladzovania
spotreby sa neda vylucit, nakolko kapitalova mobilita mdZe byt v tychto krajinach dost vysoka.
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ZAVER

Pre analyzu boli v prdci pouzité z databdzy Medzinarodného menového fondu predikované
makroekonomické data pre Slovensku republiku pre obdobie 2015 az 2020 nutné pre
konstrukciu modelu. Potrebné data boli bilancia bezného uctu (CA), nominalne HDP (Py), rast
HDP (y), inflacia (i) a Cista pozicia drzania aktiv (f). Z nich boli nasledne dopocitané pomocné
parametre -CA/Py;, -f/y; (r+y))*(-f/y) potrebné pre findlny vypocet indexu CAS (Current
Account Sustainability).

V principe je mozné konstatovat udrzatelnost bilancie bezného Uétu Slovenskej republiky pre
sledované obdobie. Tento zaver pripisujem nasledovnym faktorom:
e relativne vysoké a stabilné predikované tempo rastu HDP
e predikovany prebytok bezného uctu od roku 2016
e od roku 2018 zvysSovanie relativneho podielu prebytku bilancie bezného G¢tu na HDP
e zlepSenie Cistej pozicie drzania aktiv

Klic¢ovym je prave predikovany prebytok bilancie bezného uc¢tu v danom obdobi, ktory sa
stale zvysuje. Je to zrejme dané vyraznym exportom tahanym predovsetkym automobilovym
priemyslom.

Zavedeny index CAS (Current Account Sustainability) je absoldtnym merit kom udrzatelnosti
bilancie bezného Uétu a vo svojej podstate je kvantifikovanym vyjadrenim. UmoZniuje teda
porovnat dlhodobu udrzatelnost bilancie beiného uG¢tu medzi jednotlivymi krajinami,
hospodarskymi cyklami, ¢i volebnymi obdobiami a vypovedat tak o retrospektive alebo
perspektive smerovania ekonomiky. Bol vypocitany ako rozdiel -CA/Py a (rt+y))*(-f/y) pricom
plati, Ze ¢im niZSia je vysledna hodnota tohto rozdielu, tym lepsie. Pri hodnotach nizsich ako
nula je mozné povaZovat bilanciu bezného Uctu za dlhodobo udrZatelnu, pri hodnotéach
vysSich ako nula za dlhodobo neudrzatelnu. Prakticka vyhoda dynamického modelovania je
predovsetkym v zohladneni dynamiky tempa rastu HDP, ktoré je zrejme lepsim spdsobom ako
statické vyjadrenie v absolutnej (vysSka prebytku ¢i deficitu v peniazoch) alebo relativnej forme
(pomerovo k produktu).

Vyvoj CAS indexu Slovenska bol porovnany s vybranymi eurépskymi krajinami. Z vyvoja je
zrejmé, 7e s vynimkou Grécka a Ceskej republiky od roku 2020 je predikovand bilancia beznych
uctov pre vacsinu krajin udrzatelna. Z hladiska udrzatelnosti je na tom najlepSie Nemecko,
nasledované Luxemburskom. Naopak najhorsie Spanielsko, Grécko a Ceskd republika.
Slovenska republika sa javi ako lepsi priemer s predikovanym vyraznym zlepSovanim CAS
indexu smerom k roku 2020, ktoré je najvyraznejSie spomedzi vSetkych pozorovanych krajin.

Je treba podotknut, Ze vztahy aj rovnice odvodené pre posudenie udrZatelnosti bilancie
bezného uctu su velmi podobné vztahom odvodenym M. Wickensom pre udrZatelnost
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fiskalnej politiky. Pricom bezny Gcet by sa dal ako parameter analogicky prirovnat v modeli
k celkovému dlhu a Cisté drzanie aktiv k deficitu. Ostatné premenné ako inflacia, HDP a tempo
rastu produktu sa rovnako tak nachadzaju v obidvoch modeloch. Je teda zaujimavé sledovat
pdsobenie analogickych fenoménov a principov v ekondmii v oblastiach, ktoré so sebou
zdanlivo nesuvisia.

Z hladiska parametrov ovplynujucich vystup dynamického modelu je mozné dosiahnut
pozitivny vysledok udrzatelnosti bezného Uc¢tu znizenim inflacie, zvySenim tempa rastu HDP,
zvySovanim prebytku beiného Uctu, zvySovanim relativneho podielu prebytku bilancie
beZného Uctu na HDP a zlepSovanim Cistej pozicie drzania aktiv. To je mozné dosiahnut
konrétnymi fiskdlnymi opatreniami vlady ale aj spravnou monetarnou politikou ako napr.
stanovenim spravneho inflaéného ciela, urokovej miery podporujlcej rast HDP, podporou
domacich podnikatelskych subjektov, vytvaranim investicnych prilezitosti ¢i pro- exportne
ladenou politikou.

Je nutné vsak dodat, Ze aplikacia Wickensovho modelu a z neho plynuce zavery su aj v tomto
pripade postavené na predikovanych datach Medzinarodného menového fondu. Predikcia
mobZe byt teda zamerne pozitivna, nakolko v ekondémii je znamy princip ocakavania
ekonomickych subjektov o budicom stave sveta a premietnutie reakcie budiceho ocakavania
do sucasného chovania.

KOMPARACIA RODOVYCH ROZDIELOV VO VNIiMANEJ UROVNI KOUCINGU AKO
POUZIVANEJ METODY BUDUCICH MANAZEROV

Abstract

The contribution deals with comparison of gender differences in the level of coaching in every
day practice manager. The study aims to determine the perceived level of coaching among
University students of Management. The research sample consisted of 110 respondents, 55
women and 212 men aged from 19 to 24 years (with an average age of 20.69 and a standard
deviation of 0.921), who are students of Management. The research data were obtained
through a methods, that detects views on coaching and contains 20 items (Birknerovd,
Frankovsky, Zbihlejovd, 2015).

Jednou z najdélezitejSich metdd rozvoja a vzdeldvania manazérov, ako aj samotnych
zamestnancov, je koucovanie. Tejto metdde ucenia je potrebné pozornost venovat uz
v pregradualnej priprave manazérov. Parma (2006) uvadza, Zze koucovanie v manazmente
dosledne pracuje so vsetkymi potrebami a cielmi, ktoré sa na danych pracovnikov vztahuju
avedie ich ktymto cielom vedou alebo profesiondlnym rozvijanim ich pracovnych
kompetencii tak, aby vytvarali sami svoje ciele a nasledne ich dosahovali. Kou¢ pracuje nielen
na beZnych profesionalnych cieloch, ale aj na osobnom rozvoji zamestnancov a vztahov na
pracovisku. Dokaze viest [udi k tomu, aby rozvijali svoj potencial. Dokaze najst pritom riesenia
na vsetky druhy problémov. Koucovanie ako ndstroj rozvoja potencidlu zamestnancov
spociva v niekolkych cieloch. Hlavhym cielom koucovania je prinatit manazérov
k prehodnocovaniu samych seba a svojho sprévania, aby sa ich kazdodennd manazérska prax
rozvijala a mala ucinny dopad (Stacke 2005). Rozvoj manazérskej praxe prostrednictvom
koucingu pbsobi nielen na podriadenych, ale aj na spolupracovnikov a umozriuje vykonavat
profesiu manazéra efektivnejSie a kvalitnejSie. Antalova (2007) poukazuje na to, Ze
koucovanie v manazmente pomaha dosiahnut aktivizaciu zamestnancov, ¢im zlepsuje ich
vykon. Zvysenie samotného vykonu je dosahované dobrovolnou zaangaZovanostou
pracovnika, nie hrozbou alebo trestom. Kollarik a kol. (2011) uvadzaju koucing v pracovhom
prostredi ako nastroj, ktory zlepSuje vykon a motivaciu svojich zamestnancov. Manazéri sa
zameriavaju viac na povzbudzovanie pracovnikov, aby uplatrovali vlastné myslenie namiesto
zadavania presnych inStrukcii. Manazéri, ktori vyuzivaju koucovanie svojich podriadenych
podporuju, vyzyvaju k rieSeniu, poskytuju spatnd vazbu, nie vsak odpovede. Podla Whitmora
(2011) jedinou skutocne efektivnou motivaciou je seba motivovanie. Koucovanie moze seba
motivovanie pozdvihnut na vyssSiu Urover a nasledne ju premenit na efektivnu ¢innost. Vztah
kouca a koucovaného musi byt vztahom dvoch partnerov, ktori sa usiluju o spolo¢nu vec,
vztahom, v ktorom sa nachadza dbvera, bezpecie a minimalny natlak. Suchy a Nahlovsky
(2007) hovoria otom, Ze kou¢ mdze byt aj partner v rozhodovani manazéra, ktory ma
vacésinou pri rozhodovani dva problémy a to malo ¢asu na rozhodnutie a pripravu a pred
rozhodnutim sa nema s kym poradit.

V ramci problematiky rodovych diferencii na manazérskych poziciach sa zacina zdérazrovat
rovnost prileZitosti a preto sa vzhladom na rastlce profesijné aspiracie zvySuje pocet Zien
manazérok (Birknerova, Frankovsky, 2014). Viaceré vyskumy (Rutherford, 2011; Kaufmann,
2008 a WIllson 2001) prezentuju Zeny-manazérky ako dolezZity element, ktory prestava byt
spojeny s vyhranenou predstavou muza- vrcholového manazéra. Vzhladom k aktualnosti
danej témy boli zistované rodové rozdiely budicich manazérov a manazériek na koucing, ako

lll.  Vyskumna vzorka

Vyskumnu vzorku tvorili vysokoskolski Studenti 2. ro¢nika Fakulty manazmentu na Presovske;j
univerzite v PreSove, ktori absolvovali vyucovaci predmet: ,Zaklady koucovania
v manazmente podniku“. Celkovo sa na vyskume zué&astnilo 267 respondentov, z toho 212
Zien a 55 muzov, vo veku od 19 do 24 rokov (priemerny vek 20,69; smerodajnd odchylka
0,921). Vyskumna vzorka bola vyberana kvétnym vyberom.

IV. Pouzita metodika

Vo vyskume sme administrovali dotaznik na hodnotenie koucingu, ako vzdelavacej metddy
(Birknerova, Frankovsky, Zbihlejova, 2015). Tento dotaznik umozZiuje podla autorov
identifikovat tri faktory (graf 1), cez ktoré je tato forma koucingu posudzovana:

= Kognicie — poznatky a vedomosti o koucingu, proces vzdeldvania, informacie o
koucingu. Cronbachova Alpha - 0,822.

= Kompetencie — efektivnost a vykon manazérskej prace, podpora ostatnych
manazérskych kompetencii .CronbachovaAlpha - 0,705.

=  Socidlny kontext — zdsah do sukromia ludi, Specidlna priprava koucov,
motivacia zamestnancov. CronbachovaAlpha — 0,602.

Vnutorna konzistencia jednotlivych faktorov, ako ukazovatel reliability jednotlivych faktorov
metodiky, bola zistovana vypoctom koeficientu CronbachovaAlpha. Zistené hodnoty svedcia
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otom, Ze vnutorna konzistencia poloZiek sytiacich Specifikované faktory je v pasme
akceptovatelnosti.

Extrahované faktory vysvetluju 40,276% variancie. Toto percento vysvetlenej variancie
extrahovanymi  faktormi  je  akceptovatelné, faktory bolo moiné obsahovo

Ako sme uviedli, ciefom vyskumu bolo zistit, ¢i existuju Statisticky vyznamné rodové rozdiely
vo vnimani Urovne koucingu a nazormi Studentov manazmentu na koucing. Prostrednictvom
Mann-Whitneyho U-testu sme zistovali Statisticki vyznamnost rodovych rozdielov medzi
Studentmi a Studentkami Fakulty manaZmentu v posudzovani koucingu (tabulka 1).

Porovnanie odpovedi budtcich manazérok a manazérov nepreukazalo Statisticky vyznamné
rozdiely v posudzovani koucingu ani v jednom faktore. Zeny ako aj muZi vnimaju rovnako
poznatky, vedomosti, informacie o kouéingu, ako podporu manazérskych kompetencii
prostrednictvom koucingu, tiez Specidlnu pripravu koudov a motivaciu zamestnancov
prostrednictvom koucingu. Znamena to, Ze koucing vnimaju Zeny aj muzi rovnako, ako prinos
v osobnostnom rozvoji, ako sposob zvySovania efektivnosti manazérskej prace, ako formu
zvySovania Urovne poznavania achdpania ludi, aj efektivnosti riadenia medziludskych
vztahov.

V. Diskusia

Kouding je mozné vyuzit v rdoznych oblastiach Zivota, naj¢astejSie sa s nim stretdvame
v pracovnom prostredi a v manazérskej praci. Greene, Grant (2003) uvadzaju, Ze manazér,
kou¢ zlepsuje komunikaciu medzi zamestnancami, zvysuje vykonnost a znizuje fluktuaciu.

NasSe zistenia nepreukazali existenciu Statisticky vyznamnych rodovych rozdielov
v posudzovani kognicii, kompetencii a socidlneho kontextu ako integrdlnej sucasti vnimanej
urovne koucingu. Mdzeme konstatovat, Ze stanovené hypotézy sa nepotvrdili.

Faktor koucingu kognicie prezentuje vedomosti, informacie a samotné poznatky o koucingu,
ktoré je mozné realizovat v manazérskej praxi, pricom buduci manazéri a manazérky nazeraju
na faktor kognicie cez rovnaku optiku vnimania koucingu.

Kompetencie su samotné ocakavania a predstavy Studentov a Studentiek manaZmentu
o koucingu, ako metdde efektivneho riadenia interpersondlnych vztahov, ktoré sa vo vnimani
kouCingu rodovo neliSia. Vzhladom kdanym vysledkom je moZné aj na zaklade
predchdzéjuceho vyskumu od Birknerovej a Frankovského (2014) konstatovat, Ze nazory na
koucing ako na metddu vzdeldvania sa neliSia vzhfadom na rodové rozdiely tak manazérov
z praxe, ako aj buducich manazérov.
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Neboli preukazané Statisticky vyznamné rodové rozdiely vo vnimanej urovni koucingu
z pohladu socidlneho kontextu, ktorého sucastou je aj samotnd motivacia koucovania,
presvedcenia Studentov o koucingu a v neposlednom rade tu mézeme zaradit aj zru¢nosti
potrebné na realizaciu koucingu.

Birknerova a Filipovd (2013) vo svojom vyskume prostrednictvom metddy pozorovania
zaznamenali vysoko pozitivny pristup a pohlad na koucing ako zru¢nost manazéra, prijatie
tejto zru€nosti, ako aj konkrétne prinosy, ktoré koucovanie prinieslo. Autorky preukazali ale
aj nespravne pochopeniekoucingu. Dovodom moze byt propagacia Cistého koucingu, kde su
prezentované len prinosy pre kou¢ovaného a kouéovanie je popisované iba ako praca kouca.
Témou vacsiny odbornych ¢lankov su pripadové Studie, pricom len mald cast z nich su
empirické Studie skimajuice dopad koucovacieho pristupu na ludi (Feldman, & Lankau, 2005).
byt ovplyvnené r6znymi sposobmi (Evers et al., 2006; Kombarakaran et al., 2008; Wasylyshyn
et al., 2006).

Zaver

Osvojit si zru¢nosti koudingu je mozné aj v manazérskej praxi. Na zaklade uvedeného sa ale
domnievame, Ze najidealnejsie je ziskat zaklady koucovania uz pocas studia na vysokej skole.
Z tohto dévodu sme sa rozhodli skimat nazory na koucing prave u Studentov Fakulty
manaZzmentu. Prezentované zistenie a diskusia k tymto zisteniam boli uskuto¢nené iba na
zaklade udajov od studentov manaZmentu.

Abstract

in the area of the compulsory school attendance postponement is motivated by the main
research question "What is the reason for the postponement of the compulsory school
attendance in almost a quarter of the children in the Czech Republic?”. This paper presents
answers to the partial research questions, namely: "What are the reasons for the
postponement of the compulsory school attendance on the part of the parents? "and " What
is the relationship between the formal reasons for the postponement of the compulsory school
attendance (i.e. professional expressions) and the reasons on the part of the parents? "

The data for this multiple case study has been obtained via seven in-depth semi-structured
interviews carried out with respondents from different regions of the country and with
different socio-economic status.

The results obtained show that the conditions, which affect the decision-making process of the
postponement of compulsory school attendance, widely exceed the area of school readiness
of the children. In the context of the socioeconomic status of the families, they show a wide
range of aspects and issues taken into account which further lead to the decision of the
postponement or of the beginning of compulsory school attendance.

Struktury jednotlivych rozhovoru byly sice pfedem ramcové
pfipraveny, ale respondenti dostavali maximalni prostor a volnost pro své odpovédi.
Rozhovory byly vedeny nejc¢astéji vdomacnostech, ale i v jiném vhodném prostredi jako je
napr. kavarna Ci zasedaci mistnost.

Abstract

Balancing the claims arising from the competitive roles represented by both work and family
domain assumes the perception of overload and negative feelings, which may have a
significant impact on subjective well-being and satisfaction. The aim of the present article is
to analyse the conflict perceived by employed parents and identify their coping strategies. The
current research included 45 couples, which were married or in a relationship where both, the
male and female are employed and nurturing at least one child in age between three and
twelve years. Through semi-structured interviews, there were examined the intensity of
perceived conflict, its various types and coping strategies, used to effective fulfilment of
demands arising from work and family domains and thus balancing the work/family conflict.
Identifying of coping strategies effectively used to minimize the perception of work/family
conflict is an important predictor of successful participation in both work and family domain.

l. Introduction

Greenhaus and Beutell (1985, p. 77) defined work family conflict as “a form of interrole
conflict in which role pressures from the work and family domains are mutually incompatible
in some respect”. Work/family conflict research identified different types of antecedents;
these are usually classified into three categories (Byron, 2005; Michel et al., 2011): 1. work
factors, 2. non-work factors, 3. demographic and individual factors. The research also focuses
on the consequences of work/family conflict - an example could be psychological distress,
chronic health problems, work performance reduction, job and overall life satisfaction
decrease (Grant-Vallone, Donaldson, 2001; Schieman, Glavin, 2011; Chelariu, Stump, 2011).

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Because of the destructive consequences of being experienced work/family conflict for
various areas of life, we consider it important to focus research attention on the ways that
lead to the perceived conflict decrease - on the coping strategies. Coping is defined as the
constantly changing cognitive and behavioral efforts, used by individuals to handle or reduce
the requirements which exceed their mental resources (Lazarus, Folkman, 1984; Aryee et al.,
1999). There is no coping style universally appropriate; some are more effective to the
particular type of experienced conflict or work better within a specific situation contexts
(Rotondo et al., 2003); in any case, effective coping strategies should presumably be
associated with lower levels of perceived work/family conflict (Baltes, Heydens-Gahir, 2003).
Scientific literature usually states two basic types of coping strategies: problem-focused and
emotion-focused (as define by Lazarus and Folkman, 1984). As another important resource of
coping mechanisms, that can reduce the negative consequences of stressors, a social support
was identified (Carlson, Perrewe, 1999). It can be characterized as the exchange of resources
between individuals in order to facilitate or to help (Van Daalen et al., 2006). For support to
be granted, the existence of a social network is necessary; in such a network social bonds are
formed and supportive interactions may occur (Krpoun, 2012). In the context of the issue of
work/family conflict, it is important to take the existence of specific coping strategies into
account; some authors recommend developing methods used to analyse strategies used to
reduce the work/family conflict in particular (e.g. Somech, Drach-Zahavy, 2007).

Couples in a research file jointly raising the most common one
or two children. The average age for men is 37.7 years (the youngest 23 years old, the oldest
58), women 35.4 years (the youngest 23 years, the oldest 48).

Both parents work full-time, men reported an average of 50 hours and women 41.5 hours per
week spent in paid employment. Professions of participants are different - from low-skilled
positions (manual workers, manufacturing sector), through administrative positions (officers,
administrative staff) to highly skilled professions requiring higher education (economists,
managers, teachers), even the business sector is represented in a sample. Subjective effects
of work and family interface, and subsequently elected coping strategies therefore can
significantly reflect the characteristics of a particular job.
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3.2. Methods

Data have been collected through a semi-structured interview aiming on several spheres of
family-work interface. We have measured the degree of a self-conviction of a successful
balance between work and family demands; ways of coping in relation to the work/family
conflicts chosen by employed parents.

In the interview we have focused on coping with negative consequences of work-family
interface via following questions:

e To what extent are you convinced you can fulfil duties arising from work and family?

e If you could change anything at work or in family, what would it be? What measures
at work would help you to reconcile work and family responsibilities?

e What helps you cope with demands arising from work and family responsibilities?

e Do you have any strategies or procedures which help you deal with a potential
pressure?

e What personal qualities and skills help you reconcile the work demands and family
responsibilities?

e Who in your surrounding is most helpful in reconciling your work and family duties?

ll. Results

Based on a content analysis of data gained from a literal transcript of completed interviews,
we have identified significantly most perceived demands of an active participation in a work
and family roles and coping strategies. Their subjective evaluation is presented in terms of 1.
a subjective success rate, including potential problem areas; 2. preferred strategies, or
sources used to meet requirements arising from a work-family interface.

3.1  Active participation in a work and family area

In the group of fathers, there’s a prevailing belief about their good coping with demand of
work-family interface. 18 fathers think that they do their duties up to 100% and have no
doubts or minimum about their skills in this area — mainly as a result of a more difficult period
or a current stress situation: “I manage everything to 100%, otherwise it would be my failure.”
(Estimating clerk, 33); “100%. | have doubts rarely...when it’s too much pressure at work.”
(Sales manager, 47). Similar ideas are found in 16 women, however, compared to men, their
responses about how well they manage situations say they do not have any other options
because of their status being an employed mother. “Absolutely. What else can we do?”
(Saleswoman, 36); “Yes, definitely. | have to.” (Secretary, 28).
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Slightly more numerous (22 men, 22 women) is a group of parents who admit certain
deficiencies in role play duties and have relevant doubts, however, not as vividly, so it does
not affect their emotions in a negative way: “It is not 100%, but I'm trying.” (Teacher, 36),
“Circa 80%, I’'m not a superwoman, but | usually manage to reconcile all the necessities.”
(Economist, 48). Feelings of insecurity are situational: “...I and my wife have experienced
many situations and | think we manage family and work lives relatively well. Doubts are
present only in stress situations.” (Technician, 39); “It is not a100%, but we are ok. Doubts
come along with our exhaustion.” (Nurse, 38); and are associated mainly with the parental
role: “I have no doubts at work, primarily in my own children’s upbringing, that’s where I'm
not absolutely sure...” (Teacher, 36); “I'm doing fine...but sometimes feel worried if my son is
happy.” (Officer, 30).

Last and at the same time the least numerous group of parents (5 men, 4 women) expresses
a significant pressure due to competitive role requirements; this is mainly caused by lack of
time devoted to the family and is expressed by negative emotional feelings: “No, | fail...| must
be at work all the time, no one cares | have a family.” (Businessman, 43); “Hard to say. Time
is the enemy.” (Businessman, 36); “It’s like a carousel. | do not manage things well, I'm
stressed out...” (Teacher, 33).

3.2 Problem areas

The most significant problem being faced by working parents is the lack of time. Most of the
responses refer to working hours — overtimes, multi-shift plants, night shifts, low flexibility
(22 men, 21 women): “If only | had an eight-hour shift and my work did not exceed to my
family time...” (Development engineer, 39); “The problem in my case is caused by afternoon
shifts.” (Saleswoman, 31). Work management is problematic for most parents, many of them
would appreciate more flexible working hours or the possibility to work from home at least
several times in a month: “Work processes should be rationalized and thus would people
spend less time at work... would be able to work 2-3 days/month from home.” (IT technician,
33). With regard to working hours, wage is often mentioned —11 men and 10 women consider
their earnings low in regard to all the job requirements.

Human relationships seem to be problematic mainly in the working environment. Six men and
five women declare tense relationships at work, specifically employers’ behaviour worries
them most: “I miss a higher sense of responsiveness from the employers.” (Welder, 34),
“Relationships at my workplace are really bad.” (Nurse, 33).

3.3 Coping strategies used to balance work and family requirements
Employed parents participating in our study indicate relatively successful work and family

interface. Incompatibility of the role requirements resulting in more or less intense conflicts
between work and family experience most of them. Ways of dealing with the conflicts differ
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(and of course, participants do not mention only one particular way, but usually more
methods considering the situation). The most common is the ability to relax (23 men, 15
women), thus breaking away from current problems and gain new strength: “It is important
to find and take time to relax. Then I’'m a new person and have a completely different view
on problems.” (Policeman, 38); “Sunday relax.” (Tailor, 33). This includes an active leisure time
— sport, hobbies or passive relaxation. Fifteen men and nine women advise spending time
with a partner and family, or friends: “go out with friends.” (Supervisor, 35); “...evening talks
with my partner.” (Operator, 37); “A cup of coffee with friends.” (Assistant, 48).

Thirteen men and nineteen women identify their strategy as an effort to get a potential
problem under control, eliminate significant affective sensation, gaining an overview and
choose a rational solution: “Quietly think about it.” (Technician, 39); “I usually armour myself,
think realistically and do not solve things affectively.” (Nurse, 33). The emphasis is focused on
a good planning and a good organization: “I analyse the situation and look for solutions.” (IT
technician, 33); “l systematically do what is necessary, from the most urgent ones.”
(Businessman, 36); “In case of several problems, it’s important to find the priority and solve
them step by step.”(Accountant, 36).

Emotional control, an effort to maintain optimistic attitudes despite of potential difficulties
and sense of humour are elements related to the aforementioned statements (12 men, 13
women): “My strategy is not to get under pressure, keep up the good mood.” (Cook, 31); “Not
to take things too seriously. Optimism, good mood.” (Sales manager, 38) This sphere also
includes an effort to positively reinterpret experienced requirements with an emphasis on
the values importance: “I have to...I do it for my family.” (Saleswoman, 31), a sense of
usefulness and chances of achieving own potential: “I know what | do is useful for my family
or my work. I'm going somewhere and I'm fulfilling my potential.” (Accountant, 36), or
awareness there’s a relation to their own choice: “The pressure at work pays off.”
(Development engineer, 39). Rarely, but there is also a tendency to vent stress out in
confrontation with another person: “l know it’s not appropriate, but when | fight with
someone and shout...” (Businessman, 47); “Break free. A good yell.” (Assistant, 39).

Fourteen men and ten women indicate a social support as an important strategy for handling
work and family requirements. It can be an instrumental or emotional support (usually both)
provided mainly by a partner and close family, also friends and colleagues at work: “My
strategy is my wonderful wife, she means everything to me. She supports me.” (Businessman,
36); “I find the support in my husband.” (Teacher, 33) Searching for a social support is a
strategy relating to the abovementioned — participants often relax with their family and
friends: “Turning off the phone, stag party and relax.” (Businessman, 44); “Drinking coffee
with a friend and talking.” (Assistant, 48), relax means time spent together with the family:
“Slowing down, spending more time with the family.” (Kindergarten principal, 37); “Relax,
family time.” (Waiter, 34), problems are usually solved by partners through discussions and
planning: “We try to communicate, solve things together, plan and support each other.”
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(Businessman, 35); “Not keeping problems inside and find a common solution.” (Assistant,
34). When talking about social support, women in comparison to men emphasize the
opportunity to talk associated with an emotional release, sharing feelings: “A nice talk and
everyone feels better.” (Saleswoman, 36).

Among the aforementioned are also other (usually short-lasting) ways of dealing with a
conflict between work and family. One of them is via alcohol and cigarettes (7 men, 5 women):
“I’'m developing a bad habit — smoking.” (Doctor, 58); “Having one shot of vodka.” (Cook, 30).
An important part of coping strategies is the emphasis on individual characteristics that
participants perceive as essential to meet the role demands, thus evenly important are
personal beliefs regarding life values. These are discussed separately in other chapters; as
well as more detailed descriptions of social support systems which are used by employed
parents.

34 Internal Sources

This subchapter focuses on individual characteristics of working parents which seem to be
essential for successful coping with simultaneous work and family requirements. We also
include statements regarding value orientation, personal integrity and setting life priorities.
Self-confidence and self-belief are the two most frequent responses for men (14). They
believe they can succeed in all spheres or activities they choose to engage: “My strength is in
my conviction about myself. | believe in myself and it helps me manage everything well.”
(Cook, 31). Similarly frequent are statements about responsibility towards the family and
work and also reliability (13). Closely related to this finding is an emphasis on hard work, an
effort to do their work best (11) mainly in terms of securing the family: “My strength is in my
zeal and responsibility — to do things because it’s good for my family.” (Bricklayer, 28). A good
care, maybe a form of sacrifice is also mentioned in terms of their importance for the family
(10).

An optimistic approach as well as the ability to deal with stress via humor appears to be very
important (12): “Perseverance and belief that everything will be fine.” (Operator, 38).
“Humor. It’s a necessity.” (Teacher, 36).

Eight men besides the responsible and caring attitude present the importance of real time
management ability: “My strengths? Work organization.” (Physician, 58).

Seven men consider the determination, strong will, ability to gain respect and be the authority
both - at work (especially on the basis of skills and self-confidence in their profession), and in
the family of which they take great care: “I believe in myself - At work because I’'m good at it
and at home because everyone must obey and notice my opinions.” (Engineer, 42).
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In terms of good relationships that are necessary to maintain within family as well as at work,
men appreciate in themselves characteristics such as flexibility and ability to make
compromises (7), steadiness (6) and patience (4): “I’'m tolerant, attentive, calm and serene.”
(Engineer, 42).

Unlike men who present self-confidence as the key characteristic for reconciling work and
family spheres, women’s statements reveal responsibility and reliability as the most
important characteristics (18) — both in terms of responsibilities towards family and also
towards duties arising from work sphere: “Reliability. When | say I'll do something this way,
it holds. And it’s always done on time.” (Assistant, 30).

Almost equally is seen an emphasis on good organizational skills, clear priority setting (17)
which are largely connected to the above mentioned characteristics — to meet the
requirements it is important to manage single activities well or possibly with the help of
others: “I plan, think ahead, organize time ...and involve all members of the household if
necessary.” (Sales manager, 38).

Relatively numerous is also a group of women who consider diligence as an important
characteristic in family-work reconciliation (13): “I’'m hardworking. | have a sense of
responsibility — even at the expense of my own needs.” (Lawyer, 39). Regarding diligence,
participants also list endurance which is fundamental in terms of continual fulfilling of duties
in both spheres.

Caring and sacrificing approach and will to help is very similarly significant both in women and
men (11) and their responses identify direction of provided care — mainly to the family, their
children: “I care about my children so they feel fine...in spite of a great effort.” (Elementary
teacher, 33); “My strength embodies in great care love for children and people in general.”
(Kindergarten principal, 37).

Nine women stated that an optimistic view and humor help: “I believe everything will get
solved.” (Secretary, 28); “I'm well-oriented and have a sense of humor.” (Clerk, 25). The ability
to think positively also in tense situations is related to calm and balanced (8), patient (6) and
sometimes placid attitude: “There’s no need to solve everything. I'm a quiet type, not
everything must be done perfectly.” (Officer, 39).

Same as men, women do not neglect the importance of tolerance and respect (6) in human
relationships both in work and family environments to which is closely related the ability to
adapt, find compromises (4), or (mainly in a work environment) place emphasis on flexibility

2).

Compared to men, women tend to put less emphasis on self-confidence, its importance for
handling work and family roles declare 6 women: “I trust myself.” (Assistant, 34). Trust in
one’s skills is significant not only in the work sphere, where women are convinced about their
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well-done work (5): “I’'m an expert in the area. Responsibility for the carried out work and
consistency are my strengths.” (Economist, 34); but also in family where it’s closely related to
the overall atmosphere and relationships: “I’'m capable of keeping the whole family solid and
functioning.” (Businesswoman, 46).

Specifically only the group of women indicates empathy to be a significant skill for human
relationships, especially those in the family: “In family, empathy is my strength.” (Officer, 48).

3.5 External Souces

There are some external sources found in a social environment which markedly participate in
coping with family and work demands. Generally, we talk about a social support provided in
the family as well as work spheres which (as mentioned in the previous chapter) 14 men and
10 women see as an important strategy for handling demands of linking both these areas.

Its specific model is primarily pictured in the childcare. While parents are at work, usually
participant’s parents or his/her in-laws take care of children. 11 couples said it would be very
difficult to manage childcare if their parents did not help regularly. Partners’ each other
support is also relevant: “It is not difficult if you share the duties. My wife and | manage
everything.” (Firefighter, 37).

19 men put their wives or his partner in first place who helps them most in reconciling work
and family life — particularly by taking care of children: “Childcare is mainly in my partner’s
hands.” (Sales manager, 28), however, emotional support from a partner is also essential
when solving problems: “My wife is the only person | look up to when having problems.”
(Policeman, 38).

Women (unlike men) do not seek first aid in partners; however, we find quite substantial help
from them (14): “The fact that | wanted to pursue more work, become a doctor, | have spent
less time with the family. | fully trust my husband, he spends more time with the children.”
(Teacher, 39)

Not substitutable source of a social support within the family environment are parents (or in-
laws, or both sides) — 22 men state they are greatly helpful especially with younger children
who need to be picked up from kindergarten or school and looked after them until their
parents return from work. This support is even more emphasized by women (29): “I would
not be able to work if | did not have my parents and if | had no one to take care of the
children.” (Operator, 36). In addition to a direct assistance with children from parents,
participants mention some other ways of support — for example material help, common
activities, willingness to help, etc.; these continuously occur in everyday life: “Parents help us
all the time...” (Firefighter, 37). Helpful may also be other members of a close family, such as
siblings (6 men, 8 women), 2 couples get an occasional help from their friends.
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Regarding the working environment, employed parents in our study usually rely on
themselves (11 men, 10 women). They consider themselves sufficiently capable so any help
or advice, according to them, is not necessary. Some of them do not ask for help even it’s
suitable because of bad relationships at work with their colleagues: “I rely on myself only. It’s
not worth trusting others.” (Technician, 39); or sometimes the problem is, there’s no one to
turn to. More often, people tend to find help with a potential problem in colleagues (15 men,
21 women) or supervisors (5 men, 3 women).

V. Discussion

With regard to the consequences for the work domain, work-family conflict can be considered
as predictor of job satisfaction, as well as absenteeism and turnover or leave work intentions
(Chelariu, Stump, 2011), studies have confirmed significant impacts of work/family conflict
for work and life satisfaction (Allen et al., 2000; Boles et al., 2001; Boyar, Mosley, 2007). Based
on the findings arising from the content analysis of the interview can be concluded that the
balancing of work and family demands is considered to be complicated. However, a positive
finding is that most of the participants, despite some difficulties, perceive the overall
importance of the work and (especially) family roles in their lives, and active participation in
both domains mostly do not mean experience of conflict for them. The same results are
shown in the quantitative research (Fedakova et al., 2012), which show that the work/family
conflict is not perceived as conflict by participants.

In the area of working antecedents are mainly working time, social relationships of the
individual in the workplace, organizational culture negatively evaluated; thus, our findings are
consistent with the prior research (e.g. Byron, 2005). Furthermore, with the increasing
amount of time spent performing the work duties increase the likelihood of interference
between work and family activities that usually results in an increase of negative emotional
experience.

Coping research is usually based on two types of coping strategies: problem-focused and
emotion-focused (Lazarus, Folkman, 1984). The former refers to efforts directed at defining
the problem and acting to eliminate or circumvent the source of stress; in the second case we
are talking about trying to reduce emotional distress by managing feelings and emotions via
cognitive manipulations. Presented concept corresponds to categories of responses,
highlighting 1. attempt to get the situation under control, and organization, 2. attempt to
reduce negative affectivity, such as reframing or positive thinking efforts. For the
responsibilities organization (especially in work area) not only objective individual's
capabilities are important, (Somech, Drach-Zahavy, 2007), also a degree of autonomy in the
workplace, work control and job certainty (Parasuraman et al., 1996; Grzywacz, Marks, 2000;
Grzywacz, Butler, 2005). The strategy aims to reduce negative emotions is essential to balance
the demands of work and family roles - individuals with high levels of negative emotionality
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tend to assess the situations in the work and family environment in a negative way, and
therefore the probability that work/family interface will be seen as less rewarding is higher
(Carlson, 1999; Bruck, Allen, 2003). Those complement employed parents statements about
the importance of relax - the ability to organize the time, plan implementation of subjectively
pleasant activities, can be evaluated as a linking of problem-focused and emotion-focused
coping strategies.

As an important coping strategy participants considered social support - its presence in both
domains increases the amount of resources (time and energy) that can be used to cope with
competitive demands of multiple roles (Krpoun, 2012). Social support in the family area is
obtained mainly from a partner and extended family. We have identified similar gender
differences, as Lee and Duxbury (1998), who found preference of support through help with
housework among men, women prioritized emotional support. At work, social support can
be provided by superiors or colleagues. Hladky (2003) presents social support in the
workplace as an important protective factor which can moderate or even eliminate the
negative effects of monotony. Our participants evaluated support provided by their superiors
as insufficient, what may be associated with higher level of negative experience (Lapierre et
al., 2008). According to Kim and Las Heras (2012), the earlier management in the
organizations understand the importance of employees’ family life on their work
performance, the more they can increase work efficiency. Because of this, the importance of
the institutional support in coping with the demands of work and family is emphasized,
especially in terms of childcare.

However, social support appears to be less significant predictor for work/family conflict
compared to some personality traits (Hargis et al., 2011), that corresponds with statements
of participants, emphasizing individual characteristics such as the self-confidence,
responsibility and care, optimism. The importance of some individual characteristics confirm
the findings of quantitative studies. For example, conscientious people are characterized by
lower levels of perceived negative family-to-work interference (Bruck, Allen, 2003; Malekiha
et al., 2012), and also reporting less frequent everyday difficulties (Vollrath, 2000) and lower
levels of perceived role-confusion and interpersonal conflicts (Cheng et al., 2009).

Conscientiousness in terms of careful planning and obligations fulfilment, high organization
and focus on target appears to be an important characteristic for successful work/family roles
management. Belief in the own abilities corresponds to the self-efficacy concept that was
confirmed as a significant predictor of work/family conflict (Hennessy, 2007). Self-efficacy
influences the degree of impact of psychological stress resulting from job requirements
(Panatik, et al., 2011; Chelariu, Stump, 2011) and is negatively related to feelings of emotional
exhaustion (Glaser, Hecht, 2013).
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Conclusions

The most significant limit of research roots in its methodology. The findings of qualitative
approach bring a deeper insight into the research problems, but do not allow to formulate
concrete conclusions in terms of identifying relationships between areas. At the same time,
participants formed a strongly heterogeneous sample, they varied mainly in characteristics of
work (profession, job description and schedule). Therefore, a future research could be
realised in a more precise collected and homogeneous samples.

Considering the findings, it is important to focus research attention on successful coping
strategies, support, or other personal characteristics that may be used in work/family conflict
management. The most effective possibility appears to be accumulation of various internal
and external sources and their use with respect to the situation. In line with the conclusions
of Somech and Drach-Zahavy (2012, p.85): “Hence, an employee who relies on both personal
coping and organizational supports exhibits proactive efforts to take control of his or her life
and therefore might lessen his or her work/family conflict.”

Zivotného prostredia, nesie sukromny sektor. Tieto naklady budd tym vacsie, ¢im bude viac
narastat spotreba energie. (Goulder, 1994) Stejskal zaradil danovu politiku ako sucast
hospodarskej politiky statu, kedy sa realizdciou opatreni v danovej oblasti spolupodiela na
ovplyviiovani mikroekonomickych i makroekonomickych procesov v ekonomike, a tak
prispieva k jej celkovej stabilizacii. (Schultzova a kol., 2008)

Podla Costanza, ekologicka ekondmia predstavuje novy odbor Studia, ktory sa zaobera
vztahmi medzi ekosystémami a ekonomickym systémom v SirSich suvislostiach. Prekraduje
hranice beznych koncepcii vedeckych disciplin a snaZi sa o syntézu a integraciu pristupov
roznych vedeckych odborov. Zahfiia v sebe konvenénu ekondmiu, ekolégiu, environmentalnu
ekonémiu a ekondmiu prirodnych zdrojov. Snahou ekologickej ekondmie je docielit
rovnovahu medzi ekonomikou a prirodou. Ekonémovia Daly a Farley mali novy pohlad
zalozeny na optimélnej alokacii zdrojov z hladiska dosiahnutia maximalneho uzitku
spolocnosti. No optimalna alokacia zdrojov z hladiska funkcie celkového ekonomického uzitku
je nedostato¢na treba sa pytat: Alokacia pre aké ciele? Coho sa vzddme v prospech rastu?
Samuelson tvrdil, Ze tdto veda predstavuje ekonomické jadro trvale udrzatelného rozvoja,
preto je logické, Ze je vedou pozitivnhou a teda popisuje fakty a spravanie v ekonomike, ale aj
vedou normativnou, teda Ze zahrfiia etiku a hodnotové sudy. Dolezity prinos je v tom, Ze
uvazuje o limitoch ekonomického rastu. Pricom koniec rastu neznamena koniec rozvoja, ktory
na rozdiel od rastu je chapany ako zmena kvality, nie kvalitativna zmena. (Cudlinova, 2006)
Goulder priniesol do ekologickej ekondmie vynos ,dvojitej dividendy”, ktory predstavuje
presunutie dariového zataZenia prace na ekologické dane, napriklad na dane z fosilnych paliv,
ktorych pouzitie ma nepriaznivy vplyv na Zivotné prostredie. Ak by teda prijmy z dani pre
zlepsSenie Zivotného prostredia boli pouZité spolo¢ne so znizenim danového zatazenia prace,
dosiahol by sa vynos dvojitej dividendy.

Medzi najvyznamnejsie dokumenty prijaté na medzinarodnej Urovni patri R&mcovy dohovor
Organizacie Spojenych Narodov o zmene klimy prijaty v New Yorku v roku 1992. Tento
dohovor schvdlilo Eurdpske spoloéenstvo rozhodnutim Rady 94/69/ES. Rdmcovy dohovor
vyznamnym spdsobom prispel k stanoveniu kltu¢ovych zasad celosvetového boja proti zmene
klimy. Stanovuje predovsetkym zdsadu spolo¢nej a zaroven diferencovanej zodpovednosti.
Okrem toho tieZ prispieva k zvySovaniu povedomia verejnosti o problémoch suvisiacich so
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zmenou klimy. (United Nations, 2014) No dohoda nekvantifikuje ani nespresiuje zavazky
jednotlivych krajin o znizovani emisii sklenikovych plynov. Preto sa vyspelé staty rozhodli
rokovat o protokole, ktory by obsahoval opatrenia na zniZzovanie emisii. Po dlhotrvajicom Usili
bol v roku 1997 prijaty Kjotsky protokol, Eurépske spolocenstvo ho podpisalo o rok neskor.
Protokol riesi zavazné a kvantifikované ciele v suvislosti s obmedzovanim a znizovanim Siestich
druhov sklenikovych plynov (oxid uhli¢ity, metan, oxid dusny, hydrofluérované uhlovodiky,
perfluérované uhlovodiky, fluorid sirovy). Zmluvné strany sa zavazuju, Ze spolocne zniZia
mnozstvo sklenikovych plynov do roku 2012 v porovnani s Uroviiou z roku 1990 najmenej o
5%, v prilohe B su konkrétne zaviazky $tatov. Krajiny, ktoré boli Elenskymi $tatmi EU uZ pred
rokom 2004, st povinné do roku 2012 znizit mnoZstvo emisii celkovo o 8%. Na dosiahnutie
cielov protokolu bolo navrhnutych viacero prostriedkov. Napriklad prostrednictvom
posiliovania alebo zavadzania politik jednotlivych Statov tykajucich sa zniZzovania emisii cez
zvySovanie energetickej uUc¢innosti, podpory udrzatelnych foriem polnohospodarstva, vyvoj
obnovitelnych zdrojov energie a podobne. Medzi clenskymi Statmi sa mala vytvorit
spolupraca vo vymene skusenosti a informacii, mala nastat koordinacia politik jednotlivych
Statov vzhladom na emisné povolenia, mal sa vytvorit spolo¢ny mechanizmus ¢istého rozvoja.
Cielom celosvetovej konferencie OSN o klime, ktora zacala 2. decembra 2014, bolo dosiahnut
kompromis pri znizovani emisii sklenikovych plynov, ktory by viedol k obmedzeniu narastu
globalnej teploty na najviac 2°C oproti predindustrialnej ére. Miera transparentnosti a
budovanie dévery dosiahli novy vrchol, ked' niektoré industrializované krajiny boli predlozené
k vysluchu o emisnych cieloch v rdmci nového procesu zvanom Mnohostranné hodnotenie.
Ministerska deklaracia Limy na vzdelavanie a zvySovanie povedomia vyzyva vlady, hovorila o
tom, aby sa zaviedla téma zmeny klimy do Skolskych osnov a aby sa zaviedlo povedomie o
klime do ndrodnych rozvojovych planov. (United Nations, 2014) Delegati rokovali o konecnej
podobe globalnej dohody o podnebi, ktora bola podpisand koncom roka 2015 v Parizi, do
platnosti by mala vstupit v roku 2020. Podla agentury Reuters by bolo nesmierne obtiazné
bez tejto komplexnej dohody celit globalnemu oteplovaniu, a preto je hlavnym ciefom
kompromis v oblasti zniZovania emisie sklenikovych plynov, ktory by viedol k obmedzeniu
narastu globalnej teploty. Po zdlhavom a spornom vyjednévani sa zastupci jednotlivych krajin
dohodli iba na zakladnych bodoch pre budicu zmluvu o ochrane ovzdusia.

Financovanie politiky zmeny klimy sa uskuto€iuje prostrednictvom réznych fondov a
zariadeni. Globalne environmentdlne zariadenie (GEF) predstavuje spoloéenstvo krajin,
medzinarodnych institucii, mimovladnych organizacii a privatneho sektora, a je zamerany na
globdlne environmentalne problémy prostrednictvom podpory iniciativ pre narodny
udrzatelny rozvoj. Poskytuje granty pre projekty v oblasti biodiverzity, zmeny klimy,
medzinarodnych vod, degraddcii krajiny, ozonovej vrstvy, perzistentné organické znedistujlice
latky. Predstavuje finanény mechanizmus pre multilateralne dohody a konvencie. Financie sa
mozu ziskavat aj zo Specidlneho fondu pre klimatické zmeny. Financuje aktivity spojenych so
zmenou klimy, ktoré su komplementdrne k zdrojom alokovanych do hlavnych oblasti zmeny
klimy GEF a inymi bilateralnymi zdrojmi v oblastiach adaptdcie, transferu technoldgii, energii,
transportu, priemyslu, polnohospodarstve, lesnictve, odpadovom manazmente a aktivity na
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pomoc rozvojovym krajindm. SlUzi na vyuzitie dodatoénych prostriedkov z bilateralnych a
multilateralnych zdrojov. Fond pre najmenej rozvinuté krajiny je riadeny prostrednictvom GEF
a sluzi na Specidlne potreby 48 najmenej rozvinutych krajin, ktoré su vyrazne ohrozené
negativnym dopadom klimatickych zmien. Trustové fondy predstavuju spolo¢ny zdroj
financovania GEF. Podporuje obnovitelné zdroje energie, energeticki ucinnost, nizko
uhlikové technoldgie v energetike, udrzatelnu dopravu. Prispésobovaci fond bol zaloZzeny na
konkrétnych adaptacnych projektoch v rozvojovych zmluvnych krajindch Kjotskeho
protokolu.

Il. Miesto environmentalnych dani v ramci EU

V Eurdépskej unii prebieha uz od konca 60. rokov 20. storolia postupnd harmonizacia
nepriamych dani, ktorych sucastou su aj environmentalne dane. Medzi ¢lenskymi krajinami
postupne dochddzalo k zjednocovaniu predmetu zdanenia nepriamych dani a neskor bol
prijaty aj spoloény systém zdafiovania (v roku 1993). Tento druh dani je v EU v podstate
harmonizovany, ¢o znamena, Ze sa urcila oblast zdariovania — predmet zdanenia, avsak ¢o sa
tyka danovych sadzieb, tak sa neurcila priamo vyska dafovej sadzby, ale len minimalna vyska,
ktorda musi byt uvalend na konkrétny predmet zdanenia. Vychodiskom tohto procesu bolo
prijatie tzv. systémovej smernice pre spotrebné dane ¢. 92/12/EEC o vseobecnych systémoch
pre vyrobky podliehajlice spotrebnej dani a o vlastnictve, pohybe a monitorovani tychto
vyrobkov, ktora hovori o predmete zdanenia a zakladnych pravidlach spotrebnych dani v EU,
pricom vymedzuje za predmet zdanenia okrem iného aj mineralny olej. Tato smernica vsak
bola nahradena novou smernicou ¢. 2008/118/EC o vSseobecnom systéme spotrebnych dani,
ktorda, okrem iného, rozsiruje oblast zdanenia aj na energetické vyrobky (uhlie a zemny plyn)
a elektrinu. Pre spotrebnu dan z minerdlneho oleja definuje vysSie uvedend smernica
napriklad druhy mineralnych olejov, minimdlne sadzby dane, vynimky zo zdanenia, danové
zvyhodnenia a pod. (European commission, 2015) Smernica ¢. 2004/74/EC, ktora ¢lenskym
$tatom stanovuje urcité povinnosti. Clenské krajiny napriklad musia uréit minimalnu sadzbu
spotrebnej dane na elektrinu a zemny plyn pouzity ako palivo na vykurovanie, ako aj na pevné
paliva (teda uhlie a koks). Je potrebné uviest, Ze uvedené environmentalne dane nezatazuju
priamo domacnosti, ktoré su od tychto platieb oslobodené, avSak nepriamo ich platia v
cendach za uvedené produkty, pretoze dariovnikmi su podnikatelské subjekty, ktoré maju
povinnost tieto dane odviest. (Enviroportal, 2015)

Stav tychto dani v krajindch EU sa oproti minulosti vyrazne zlepsil. Od 80. rokov minulého
storocia sa prijmy zo zelenych dani zvysili takmer az o 300 %. Najvacsimi priekopnikmi v
zavadzani tychto dani su severské staty Eurépy a mézeme povedat, Ze tieto krajiny maju aj
najvyssie vynosy zo zelenych dani. Najvacsi narast vynosov bol v 90. rokoch minulého storocia,
kedy sa zacali uskutoc¢riovat aj mnohé ekologické reformy v eurépskych statoch. (Andersen,
1994) V grafe 1 mdézeme vidiet, ako sa vyvijali vynosy z ekologickych dani pocas jednotlivych
rokov ich zavadzania v krajinach EU 28. Graf znazorfiuje vynosy zo zelenych dani ako percento
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HDP v EU 28. Zaujimavé je, 7e vynosy z tychto dani v roku 2006 dosahuju takmer rovnaku
uroven HDP ako v poslednom porovnavanom roku 2013. Logicky by sa predpokladalo, Ze
tento trend bude silne rastuci, avsak dovodov, preco sa vyvija prave takto moze byt niekolko.
Prikladom moze byt, Ze Sirokda verejnost sa zacala spravat k Zivotnému prostrediu Setrnejsie,
a preto nemusi platit tolko zelenych dani, ¢im logicky ich prijem do Statnych rozpoctov
poklesne. Druhym dévodom mozZe byt, Ze tieto dane pri ochrane Zivotného prostredia
nemusia byt aZ také U&inné, ako vlady krajin EU pdvodne predpokladali. Najniziie percento
HDP bolo v krizovom roku 2008, a to 2,28 %, najvysSie 2,45 % v roku 2013. Od roku 2008
mobZeme pozorovat mierne narastajuci charakter vynosov z ekologickych dani na HDP v

Statoch EU 28.

Za
najvyznamnejSiu vSak mozno povazovat uz spomenutd smernicu Rady 2003/96/ES o
reStrukturalizacii pravneho ramca spolofenstva pre zdanovanie energetickych vyrobkov a
elektriny z 27. oktdbra 2003. Cielom tejto smernice je harmonizovat Urovne spotrebnych dani
z elektriny a energetickych vyrobkov v ramci krajin EU. Skutoénosti, ktoré viedli k prijatiu tejto
smernice sU znazornené v schéme 1. Aj napriek existencii smernic zaoberajlcich sa
harmonizaciou dane z mineralnych olejov sa v tejto smernici upravili minimdlne sadzby tejto
dane, pretoze naposledy boli revidované v roku 1996.

Zelené dane sa najcastejSie na eurdpskej urovni delia na Styri hlavné skupiny, ktoré
rozdelujeme podla ich danovej zakladne. Takto rozdelené dane umoznuju jednoduchsie
rozanalyzovanie individudlnych dani v jednotlivych krajindch, rovnako aj zjednodusuju
medzinarodné porovnavanie v tejto oblasti. Ide o dane z energii, dane z dopravy, dane zo
znecistenia a dane z prirodnych zdrojov, ktoré maju eSte dalSie svoje podskupiny, ako
mozeme vidiet nizdie v schéme 2. V mnohych krajindch EU maju najméa prvé dve kategérie
najvacsi vyznam z hladiska prijmov do verejnych rozpoctov. (ec.europa, 2013)

Dane z energii zahfiaju produkciu energie, ako aj energetické produkty uréené pre dopravu
(najdodlezitejSie su benzin a nafta) a tieZ pre stacionarne ucely (rézne oleje, zemny plyn, uhlie
a elektrina). Do tejto kategdrie zahfriame aj oxid uhlicity (CO2), pricom by sa mohol zaradit aj
do dani zo znecistenia. Podobne je to aj s dariami z SO2 (oxid siricity). Novsou oblastou, ktora
sem spadd, su povolenia na emisie, ktoré udeluje vlada priemyselnym firmam, ktoré ich
vypustaju do ovzdusia, pricom firmy mézu s emisiami sklenikovych plynov obchodovat
(predévat ich a nakupovat), pricom im z tejto ¢innosti vznikaju vynosy, z ktorych by mali
odviest dane §tatu.

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Do kategdrie dani zo znecistenia zahriiujeme dane z nameranych alebo odhadovanych emisii
do ovzdusia alebo vody, nakladanie s pevnymi odpadmi a hluk. Vynimkou zo zdanenia je dan
z CO2, pretoZe ju zahrfiujeme do dani z energii. Niekedy sem mozZeme zaradit aj dane z
mazacich olejov, avsak tento predmet zdanenia sa posudzuje osobitne, najma podla toho, i
maju tieto oleje priamy dosah na Zivotné prostredie, ked' sa napriklad mozu rozliat do vody
alebo p6dy.

Zahfnaju najma dane, ktoré sdvisia s vlastnictvom a
pouzivanim motorovych vozidiel. Casto sa sem zaraduju aj dane na motorové vozidla, ktoré
su rozdelené podla réznych parametrov, ako napr. priemerné emisie CO2 na 100 km,
priemernd spotreba paliva na 100 km. Casto su tieto dane spojené aj s inymi technickymi
parametrami, napr. hmotnostou a vykonom vozidla. Dalej sem zaradujeme rdzne iné
dopravné prostriedky a zariadenia, napr. lietadl3, lode, a r6zne dopravné sluzby, pokial si v
sulade so vseobecnou definiciu ekologickej dane (napr. ndjom, pravidelné lety a pod.). Okrem
tychto predmetov zdanenia sem spadaju aj dane na dopravné prostriedky, ktoré sa povazuju
vo vSeobecnosti za relativne Setrné k Zivotnému prostrediu (napr.

Do dani z prirodnych zdrojov zahffiame najméa dane, ktoré s spojené s tazbou alebo inym
vyuzivanim prirodnych zdrojov, ako je voda, lesy, prirodné fauny a fléry atd. Zdanuju sa teda
aktivity, ktoré vycerpavaju obmedzené prirodné zdroje (napriklad odlesfiovanie). Nepatria
sem dane, ktorych cielom je napriklad prenajom pozemkov a pod. Takéto zdanenie patri
vacSinou medzi dane z nehnutelnosti.

Okrem spominanych klasickych predmetov zdanenia méZeme uviest par Specifickych
prikladov ekologickych dani, aké sa pouZzivaju vo svete. Napriklad v USA je v niektorych Statoch
(New Jersey, Minnesota) zavedena tzv. dan z koZuSinového oblecenia. Predmetom tejto dane
s najma ciapky, kabaty a iné druhy oblecenia, ktoré su vyrobené z kozuSiny zvierat.
Danovnikom je predajca takychto odevov a danova sadzba je stanovena z predajnej ceny
odevu. Cielom zavedenia tejto dane je ochrana zvierat, z ktorych sa takéto oblecenie vyraba.
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Cina napr. v roku 2006 zaviedla ekologickt daf z drevenych jednorazovych pali¢iek. Dévodom
je obrovska spotreba tohto tovaru, kedze v azijskych krajinach je jedenie drevenymi pali¢kami
tradiciou, a Cina pali¢ky dovaza aj do okolitych krajin. Roénd spotreba predstavuje az 2 miliény
m3 dreva (cca 20 miliénov stromov), z ktorych sa vyrobi priblizne 45 mld. pdrov pali¢iek ro¢ne.
Ciefom dane je najma znizZit tazbu dreva a vyrabat z inych materidlov. (Lénartova, 2015)

Pre dnesnu spolocnost je charakteristické, Ze sa zameriava na okamZzity prospech a nemysli
na buducu hrozbu. Postupne vsak zistujeme, Ze toto spravanie nie je velmi raciondlne a
snazime sa aspon CiastoCne zabranovat neefektivnym rozhodnutiam. Aj z tohto dévodu sa v
sucasnosti upriamuje pozornost verejnosti na znecistenie Zivotného prostredia, ktoré sa
krajiny snaZia riesit aj pomocou ekologickych dani. Vyspelé krajiny, ako napriklad Staty
Eurdpskej Unie, sa preto stale viac snaZia zameriavat svoju pozornost do tejto oblasti
hospodarstva. EU v poslednych rokoch stale viac preferuje nepriame dane pred priamymi,
teda aj zelené dane. Zabezpecuje tak vSeobecne preferovany princip znecistovatel plati, ako
aj rast disponibilného prijmu subjektom, ktoré su Setrnejsie k Zivotnému prostrediu. Dosahuje
tym v spoloéenstve va&iu efektivnost, ale aj naplfianie cielov environmentélnej politiky. Aj z
uvedenych dévodov sa stav ekologickych dani v krajinach EU neustale zlepsuje a ¢lenské $taty
tento druh dani Coraz CastejSie a radsej prijimaju do svojich danovych sustav. Mézeme to
vidiet aj z nizsie uvedeného grafu 2, ktory hodnoti roky 2006 aZz 2013.

V roku 2013 boli tieto vynosy takmer o 42
800 milidnov vyssie, celkovo EU 28 dosiahla do svojich verejnych rozpoétov priblizne 331 378
miliénov eur zo zelenych dani. MoZnost sledovat environmentélne dane v ramci vybranych
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$tatov Eurdpy ako percento z HDP je v tabulke 2. Najvacsie zastUpenie z krajin EU md Dansko
a Slovinsko, najmensie Litva a Slovensko

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3.3. Uplatfiovanie environmentalnych dani v Slovenskej republike

Slovenska republika patri v oblasti environmentdlneho zdanovania k statom Eurdpskej unie,
ktoré nemaju tuto oblast velmi rozvinutu. Je mozné, Ze je to sposobené aj charakterom nasej
ekonomiky, kedZe sme krajina zamerana najma na priemysel a p6sobi tu mnoho zahrani¢nych
spolo¢nosti prave kvoli vladou nastavenej legislative. KedZe sme ale ¢lenskym Statom
Eurdpskej Unie, je potrebné sa rozvijat aj v tejto oblasti hospodarstva. Nasvedcuje tomu aj
postupné zavadzanie dani s ekologickym charakterom (postupne od roku 2004). Na Slovensku
este nebola zavedend ekologicka dafiova reforma, aj ked vo vaésine Elenskych krajin EU uz
tato reforma prebehla. (Neupauerovd, 2014.) V slovenskej dafiovej sustave teda nefiguruju
environmentalne dane ako samostatna skupina, su vedené ako spotrebné dane. Do dani s
environmentalnym charakterom vsak méZeme zaradit len dve, a to spotrebnu dan z
mineralneho oleja, ktorl upravuje Zakon ¢. 98/2004 Z. z. o spotrebnej dani z mineralneho
oleja a spotrebnu dan z elektriny, uhlia a zemného plynu, ktoru upravuje Zakon ¢. 609/2007
Z. z. o spotrebnej dani z elektriny, uhlia a zemného plynu. Tieto dane sice neplatia priamo
beiné fyzické alebo pravnické osoby, namiesto nich ich platia predajcovia tychto zdanenych
tovarov, ktori ich vSak presuvaju na spotrebitelov, pretoZe su zapocitavané v predajnych
cenach tovarov. Ich spravcom su colné urady Slovenskej republiky. Do skupiny dani s
environmentalnych charakterom moézeme zaradit aj dan z motorovych vozidiel, ktora je v
danovej sustave od zaciatku jej vzniku, kedy sa vSak nazyvala cestna dan, a ktora v SR od roku
2015 presla vyznamnou Upravou. Od tohto roku ju upravuje samostatny zakon ¢. 361/2014 Z.
z. o dani z motorovych vozidiel v zneni neskorsich predpisov. Vynos z dane z motorovych
vozidiel od roku 2015 plynie do Statneho rozpoctu Slovenskej republiky, pricom dovtedy bol
prijmom vysSich uzemnych celkov. V roku 2010 bola u nas zavedend dalsia dan, ktora mala
silny environmentalny charakter, a to dan z emisnych kvét, ktord bola zaradenad medzi priame
dane, avSak v roku 2012 bola zrusena. V praxi fungovala iba priblizne jeden rok. Predmetom
dane z emisnych kvét boli alokované emisné kvéty z roku 2011 a tuto dan platili len
spolocnosti, ktoré boli zapojené do Eurépskeho systému obchodovania s emisiami. Slovensko
bolo jedinou ¢lenskou krajinou, ktora tuto dan zaviedla, pricom sadzba dane bola velmi vysoka
—az 80 % z vynosov z predaja emisnych povoleniek. (Euractiv, 2010)

To, ze Slovensko este nema vybudovany systém ekologickych dani, mézeme vidiet aj v grafe
3, kde je zobrazeny vyvoj vynosov z tychto dani ako percento hrubého domdceho prijmu v
porovnani s ostatnymi ¢lenskymi krajinami za roky 2008 az 2013, teda od ich zavedenia do
nasho dariového systému. Z grafu je jasne vidiet, Ze Slovensko sa drii vo vybere
environmentalnych dani pod priemerom Eurépskej Unie, ktory predstavoval v roku 2013
okolo 2,45 % HDP, ¢o naznacuje nizky podiel tychto dani na celkovych danovych prijmoch
nasej krajiny. Slovenska republika bola ohodnotena ako tretia najslabsia krajina v tejto oblasti
v roku 2013, pri¢om niz3ie prijmy mali uZ len Spanielsko a Loty3sko.

V nasledujucej tabulke 3 vsak méZzeme vidiet, Ze od ich zavedenia v roku 2008 mal prijem z
tychto dani rastuci charakter, avsak v roku 2014 nastal obrat a v sic¢asnosti su prijmy do
Statneho rozpoctu z tychto dani priblizne na Urovni z roku 2010. Najvyssi vynos bol zatial
dosiahnuty v roku 2013. V roku 2015 klesli prijmy z ekologickych dani o 234 tis. eur oproti
roku 2014, aj ked p6vodne bola progndza dariovych prijmov z tychto dani vo vyske 41 292 tis.
eur. Za pokles moze pravdepodobne zlepsenie povedomia spotrebiteflov o pouZivani tychto
produktov, ale aj zvySovanie cien produktov. Najvacsi prijem do Statneho rozpoctu v

uhlia (najviac v roku 2012).

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Zaver

Délezitou sucastou hospodarskej politiky Statov je environmentalna politika zaoberajlca sa
ochranou Zivotného prostredia v spojeni s podnikatelskym sektorom ale aj spotrebitelmi, na
ktorych spravanie sa snaZi pozitivne vplyvat. Kazdy z nas si musi v prvom rade uvedomit, Ze
environmentalne problémy nie su problémy jednotlivca ale globdlne problémy celého
[udstva. Stav Zivotného prostredia sa kazdym rokom zhorsuje v dosledku zmeny klimy,
rastucich emisii sklenikovych plynov, oslabujlcej sa ozénovej vrstvy, kyslych dazdov ¢i Ubytku
urodnej pédy. Jednym z hlavnych problémov je doprava, kde celkové emisie z cestnej dopravy
v EU predstavovali v roku 2013 priblizne 20 % z celkovych emisii sklenikovych plynov. Okrem
podpory cyklistov su v rieSeni problematiky udrzatelnej dopravy dalSimi alternativami vozidla
na elektricky alebo aspon hybridny pohon, vozidla na dusik, podpora mestskej hromadnej
dopravy ¢i elektrifikovana Zeleznic¢nd preprava Cerpajuca elektrinu najlepsie z obnovitelného
zdroja energie. Mnohé Staty sa snazia rieSit tieto problémy aj cez dariovu politiku
prostrednictvom environmentédlnych dani a réznych Ulav, no vadsina krajin EU zatial
nepresadila tento nepriamy nastroj a vyuziva skor rozne poplatky, pokuty, ulavy ¢i odvody.

Severské krajiny dosahuju najvyssi podiel z environmentalnych dani ako percento z celkovych
dani a ako percento z HDP. Vzhladom na vznik negativnych externalit na Zivotnom prostredi
Slovenska republika nesplfia normy Eurdpskej tnie z pohladu kvality ovzdusia a vypustania
emisii. Od roku 2000 pozorujeme neustaly narast emisii oxidov dusika z cestnej dopravy. Dane
zo znecistovania ovzdusia sU na nasom Uzemi stale pomerne nizke a neriesia efektivnym
spOosobom externé vplyvy, ktoré maju negativny dopad na zdravotny stav obyvatelstva. Preto
by bolo vhodné posilnit zakladriu ekologickych dani uplatriovanych v Slovenskej republike,
napriklad zavedenim dane z vypustania emisii oxidu uhli¢itého. Slovenska republika nema
vybudovany systém environmentalnych dani. Dane tu uplatiiované v danovej sustave nie su
definované ako environmentdlne, ale ako spotrebné a dosahuje sa z nich nezanedbatelny
prijem do Statneho rozpoctu. Netvoria sice nosnu cast Statneho rozpoctu, maju vsak svoje
vyznamné miesto, ktorym sa okrem fiskalneho charakteru, spolupodielaju na zlepSovani stavu
Zivotného prostredia v nasej krajine. Ekonomické subjekty tieto dane vnimaju, a pri svojich
rozhodnutiach zmyslaju racionalnejsie ako v minulosti.

Slovensko vyuZiva aj iné zelené nastroje ako su dane. Ide najma o ekologické poplatky, pricom
rozliSuje platby za znecistovanie Zivotného prostredia, najma za znecistovanie ovzdusia, za
ukladanie odpadov a za vypustanie odpadovych vod do povrchovych vod, a potom platby za
vyuzivanie prirodnych zdrojov, ktorych stcastou st napriklad poplatky za odber podzemnej a
povrchovej vody, vody z verejnych vodovodov, odvody napr. za zaber lesnej a
polnohospodarskej pody a Uhrady napr. za vydobyté nerasty, za vyuZivanie
hydroenergetického potencidlu vodnych tokov a pod. Ekonomickych nastrojov, ktorymi
mozno vplyvat na Zivotné prostredie, je teda niekolko — ako rézne poplatky, environmentélne
poistenia, pokuty ¢i emisné povolenia. Nie vsetky plynd do Statneho rozpoctu.
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(ENVIROPORTAL, 2016) Niektoré z nich plynu aj do Specialnych fondov urcenych cisto na
ochranu ovzdusia, pddy, vody, krajiny. Na druhej strane environmentalne dane plynuce do
Statneho rozpodtu nemusia byt bezprostredne pouZité len na zachovanie Zivotného
prostredia. VIada mozZe tiez prostrednictvom vydavkov z verejnych rozpoctov podporovat
urcité subjekty, a to poskytovanim réznych subvencii, dotécii alebo prispevkov. Takisto sa
zavdadzaju rozne danové uUlavy pre vybrané subjekty, ktoré sa sprdvaju ekologickejSie a pri
svojej produkcii zavadzaju nové technoldgie Setrné k Zivotnému prostrediu.

Pristup k environmentdlne] politike ma potencial generovat dodatoéné vladne prijmy vo
forme danovych prijmov v oblasti Zivotného prostredia alebo vynosov z vydraZzenych kvét z
obchodovania s emisiami. To si vSak vyZzaduje ovela uZsiu interakciu medzi politikou Zivotného
prostredia a danovou politikou ako v minulosti. Devastacia Zivotného prostredia a
vyCerpavanie prirodnych zdrojov sa premieta do hospodarskej agendy a stava sa jednou z
najdiskutovanejSich tém sucasnosti. Ekonomicky rast ohrozuje predovsetkym tie Ccasti
Zivotného prostredia, ktoré su lokdlne nadmieru znecistované. Preto sa environmentalne
dane neustale vyvijaju a viaceré ekonomiky kaidym rokom rozsiruju svoju zdakladriu
environmentalneho zdaiovania ako mozné rieSenie daného problému.

Abstract

Implementation of scientific principles into practice is a proven method of improving the
quality of the health care provided. Specifics barriers and mapping the differences in the
perception of positive and negative factors of the implementation process of evidence based
practice in nursing practice in selected workplaces anesthesiology and intensive medicine. The
research project was carried out in 2015. We addressed 164 nurses from anaesthesiology and
intensive medicine units. The results of the research project show that the incidence of barriers
to the implementation of the process of evidence based practice in nursing practice,
anaesthesiology and intensive medicine in the workplace is a significant net (p = 0,007).
Implementation of the principles of evidence-based practice into nursing care in monitored
anaesthesiology and intensive medicine units assumes an active approach to elimination of
barriers and requires a motivation of multidisciplinary team towards acceptance of changes.

Poskytovanie kvalitnej zdravotnej starostlivosti predpoklada zabezpedit aj poZadovanu
uroven kvality poskytovania oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti, ako jej integrdlnej sucasti.
Implementacia vysledkov vedeckého vyskumu v medicine si vyZaduje, aby oSetrovatelska
starostlivost, ktoru sestry poskytuju, reflektovala na rastice poZiadavky. Sestra musi byt
schopna efektivne reagovat na Specifické situacie v procese uspokojovania potrieb pacienta
vo vztahu k zavaznym a uéinnym vysledkom kvalitativnych vyskumnych stadii (Melnyk,
Fineout-Overholt, 2011).

Do vyskumného projektu bolo zaradenych 164 sestier. Zakladnym kritériom pri generovani
vyberového suboru bolo pracovné zaradenie sestier na pracoviskach v odbore anestéziolégia
a intenzivna starostlivost a ochota participovat na projekte. Vek participujucich sestier sa
pohyboval od min. 23 rokov do max. 56 rokov, priemerny vek respondentov bol 36,4 rokov.

1.2, Vysledky

S integraciou praxe zaloZenej na dokazoch do oSetrovatelskej praxe sa ¢astokrat stretdvame
s mnozstvom vyhod, ktoré proces jej realizacie posiliuju, ale i mnozstvom bariér, ktoré cely
jej proces brzdia. Mapovali sme problém incidencie bariér implementdcie procesu evidence
based practice v oSetrovatel'skej praxi na pracoviskach anestézioldgie a intenzivnej mediciny
dotaznikovou metddou. Vgrafe 1 a 2 prezentujeme pozitivne a negativne faktory
ovplyviiujuce implementaciu evidence based practice v oSetrovatelskej praxi, kde sestry jej
mieru vyjadrovali v dotazniku na Skale od 1 do 4 pri kazdej polozke.
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Graf 1 Vyhody implementdcie procesu EBP v osetrovatelskej praxi na AIM
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Graf 1 vyjadruje postoj oslovenych sestier k vyvhoddam implementacie evidence based practice
do osetrovatelskej praxe prostrednictvom generovanych faktorov.

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Graf 2 zobrazuje pohlad osolenych sestier na bariéry, ktoré suvisia s implementaciou evidence
based practice do klinickej praxe.

Zistenia vyskumného projektu sme upriamili na ukazovatele rozdielov medzi subormi vo
vhimani pozitivnych a negativnych faktorov implementacie procesu evidence based practice
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v oSetrovatelskej praxi na pracoviskdch anestézioldégie aintenzivnej mediciny.
K porovndvaniu vnimania rozdielov sme pouzili parovy t — test, na hladine Statistickej
vyznamnosti 5%.

Parovym t - testom sme zistili rozdiely vo vnimani pozitivnych a negativnych faktorov
implementdacie procesu evidence based practice v oSetrovatelskej praxi. MoZnosti odpovedi
sestier vykazovali vySSiu smerodajnu odchylku v sibore vnimania vyhod ako v subore
vhnimania nevyhod (tabulka 1).

Na zaklade Statistickej analyzy dat sme zistili vyskyt korelacie 0,393 u sestier, ktoré vnimaju
vyrazne pozitiva suc¢asne uvadzaju aj vyrazné negativna implementdcie procesu a principov
evidence based practice a naopak (tabulka 2).

Z vysledkov je vidiet, Ze u oslovenych sestier je signifikantny rozdiel medzi vnimanim vyhod
(M=0,5734) anevyhod (M=0,6184) v procese implementacie evidence based practice
v oSetrovatelskej praxi na pracoviskdch anestézioldgie a intenzivnej mediciny (t (164) -2,752;
p<0,01, r=0,393). Statistickou analyzou sa overovany predpoklad potvrdil, preto
potvrdzujeme jej platnost pre vyskumnu vzorku. Konstatovali sme skutocnosti, z ktorych
vyplyvaju zavery akonkrétne zamery podpory a upeviovania pozitivnych faktorov
a eliminacie negativnych faktorov pre efektivhu implementaciu praxe zaloZzenej na dékazoch
do osetrovatelskej praxe na pracoviskach anestézioldgie a intenzivnej mediciny.

2. Diskusia

Analyza vysledkov vyskumného projektu potvrdzuje vnimanie SirSieho spektra pozitivnych
faktorov uplatiovania EBP zo strany oslovenych sestier. ZvySovanie kvality poskytovanej
osSetrovatelskej starostlivosti prostrednictvom implementovania EBP oznacilo 89 (54,3%)
sestier, podporu samostatného rozhodovania sa sestier oznacilo 51 (31,1%) sestier, rozvoj
kritického myslenia u sestier v oSetrovatelskej praxi oznacilo 47 (28,7%) sestier. V komparacii
s vysledkami vyskumov (JaroSova, Zelenikova, 2014) je rebri¢ek vnimania pozitivnych faktorov
implementacie praxe zaloZzenej na dokazoch sestrami podstatne rovnaky.

Vnimanie bariér EBP na zdklade analyzy vysledkov vyskumu sestry dominantne vnimaju
v oblasti nedostato¢ného persondineho normativu 85 (51,8%), neochote manaZmentu
podporovat zmeny 80 (48,8%), nedostatocnej informovanosti sestier o vyzname EBP 71
(43,3%). Autorka vyskumu (JaroSova, Zelenikova, 2014) uvadza ako najpodstatnejsi negativny
determinant implementdcie EBP do oSetrovatelskej praxi nedostatok vedomosti
o problematike (56,6%). Nedostatok vedomosti, akym spésobom aplikovat vysledky vyskumu
do osetrovatelskej praxe potvrdzuju aj vyskumy (Sidani et al., 2016; Cherry, Jacob, 2014;
Grove et al., 2013; Burns, Grove, 2005). Hannes (2007) upozorniuje na vonkajsie bariéry
implementacie praxe zaloZenej na dékazoch, ako su deficit dostupnych zdrojov, neefektivnu
podporu kompetentnych os6b. Na druhej strane k vnutornym prekazkam zaradil neochotu
menit sicasné podmienky pri poskytovani oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti. Weng et al. (2013)
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poukazuju na najcastejsSie aspekty vnimania bariér implementdcie EBP do klinickej praxe, ako
su nedostatok schopnosti pracovat s pocitatom anedostatoéné jazykové schopnosti.
Predchadzajuce Studie potvrdzuju, Ze najdélezitejSim determinantom pri vyhladavani
najlepSieho vedeckého dokazu je schopnost prace s pocitatom (Hajerbrahimi et al., 2014;
Clarke et al., 2005). Ako uvadzaju autori vyskumov (Malcolm, 2016; Varaei, 2013)
najvyznamnejSou prekazkou implementdcie EBP je nedostatok casu zdravotnickeho
personalu. Tuto skutoc¢nost potvrdzuje aj vyskum v medicine (Hajerbrahimi et al., 2014).

Mapovali sme rozdiely v deklarovani pozitivnych a negativnych faktorov implementacie
procesu EBP do oSetrovatel'skej praxe. Pri komparacii sledovanych determinantov parovym t-
testom sme zistili vyznamnu korelaciu (= 0,393), ktora poukazuje na skutocnost, Ze sestry,
ktoré vnimaju vyrazne pozitiva suéasne uvadzaju aj vyrazné negativa a naopak. Rozdiel vo
vnhimani pozitivnych a negativnych determinantov sestrami je Statisticky vyznamne zaporny
(-2,752), teda pravdou je, Ze sestry vnimaju vyraznejSie negativne faktory (p=0,007).
Konstatujeme, Ze incidencia bariér pri implementacii procesu EBP v oSetrovatelskej praxi, na
projektom oslovenych pracoviskdch anestéziolégie aintenzivnej mediciny je signifikantna,
pretoZe jej Statistickd hladina nebola prekroend nad definovanu Statistickd hladinu
vyznamnosti 5%. K UspesSnej implementacii procesu EBP do klinickej praxi, na sledovanych
pracoviskach prispejeme elimindciou uvedenych bariér a motivovanim sestier. Proces EBP
aplikovany v oSetrovatelskej praxi zvySuje kvalitu poskytovanej oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti
a vyznamnym sposobom pozitivne prispieva k zlepSeniu zdravotného stavu pacienta.

Na zaklade analyzy vysledkov vyskumného projektu sme identifikovali organizacné
a individudlne determinanty vnimané sestrami ako klucové bariéry implementacie procesu
EBP do oSetrovatelskej praxe.

Zaver

Zmapovali sme silné a slabé stranky procesu implementdcie principov EBP do oSetrovatelskej
praxe na vybranych pracoviskach anestézioldgie a intenzivnej mediciny, ¢o mozno povazovat
za novatorské. Zistili sme, Ze najvyznamnejSou bariérou implementacie EBP do
oSetrovatelskej praxe je oblast nedostatoéného zabezpecenia persondlneho normativu
v klinickej praxi. Pozitivnym zistenim je, Ze sestry vnimaju vyrazné pozitivum implementacie
procesu EBP do oSetrovatelskej praxe v oblasti zvySovania kvality poskytovanej
oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti.

Za prinos prace pre rozvoj osSetrovatelstva povaZzujeme skutocnost, Ze identifikovanie
determinujucich faktorov implementécie EBP umozni efektivnejsie manazovat oSetrovatelsku
starostlivost na sledovanych pracoviskach. Konstatujeme, Ze limitujucou skuto¢nostou pre
nas projekt bola ochota sestier odpovedat na vsetky polozky dotaznika, ¢o nds nasledne
obmedzuje v interpretacii zistenych vysledkov s platnostou len na oslovené pracoviska.
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Navrhujeme, pre zvySenie kvality poskytovanej oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti podporovat
proces implementacie zmien a principov EBP elimindciou identifikovanych bariér
a uplatiovanim auditov kvality oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti, ako sucasti zabezpecenia
kontinuity kvality zdravotnej starostlivosti. Nevyhnutnost implementécie principov EBP do
poskytovania oSetrovatelskej starostlivosti o pacientov na pracoviskdch anestézioldgie
a intenzivnej mediciny vychadza z prikladu mediciny, je nevyhnutnou poZiadavkou udrzania
odbornej urovne poskytovanej starostlivosti a cestou zvySovania efektivnosti oSetrovatelskej
starostlivosti. Evidence based practice povaZujeme za proces kontinudlneho rozvoja
manazmentu osetrovatelskej starostlivosti. Dovolime si vyslovit podakovanie participujicim
sestram za ich cenné informacie, nazory a postrehy na zvySenie kvality oSetrovatelskej
starostlivosti.
