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The international scientific
conference of the Faculty of International
Relations at the University of Economics
in Bratislava, which takes place every
first Thursday and Friday of December
on the Smolenice castle, traditionally
belongs to the most expected academic
events of the year.

name “International Relations 2013:
Current lIssues of World Economy and
Politics”, was no exception. On

December 5™ and 6™ 2013, Smolenice

Ugastnici sa
jednomyselne zhodli, Ze tohtorocné
plenarne zasadnutie bolo najkvalitnejSie
Vv historii podujatia a je pre organizatorov
vel'kym z&vizkom do budticnosti.

Stovka tc¢astnikov konferencie pocas
dvoch rokovacich dni prezentovala svoje
prispevky a diskutovala na paralelnych
zasadnutiach celkovo Siestich sekcii. Tie
zahrnali aktualne otdzky Eurdpskej unie,
svetovej ekonomiky, prava
vV medzindrodnych vzt'ahoch, sucasnej
medzinarodnej politiky, interkultirnych
vztahov  aaktudlne otazky vyvoja
juhovychodnej Azie.

The first keynote speaker was
Lubomir Rehak, general director of the
Political Directorate General of the
Ministry of Foreign and European
Affairs of the Slovak Republic. In his
speech, he focused on current priorities
of Slovakia’s foreign policy. Much
attention was paid to ministry’s
cooperation with the United Nations and
to pillars of Slovak foreign aid. These are
not only some of the crucial activities of
the ministry, but also an important part of
research at the Faculty of International
Relations.

The main keynote speaker of the
conference was Professor Alan Deardorff
from the University of Michigan-Ann
Arbor, USA, who is one of the most
renowned experts on international trade
and has published in nearly all the top
economic journals. His speech focused
on opportunities and  perils  of
globalization for small countries and
their comparison with opportunities and
perils of globalization for large countries.
The differences between the countries
were vividly illustrated using graphical
models.

The final speech of the plenary
session was delivered by Grigorij
Meseznikov. He briefly talked about
history and current political situation in
Taiwan. The participants agreed that this
year’s plenary session was certainly the
best one in the history of the conference
and they hope that this will become a
new standard for future editions.

The conference was attended by just
over one hundred participants. Both days
of the event saw numerous presentations
of research papers and some heated
discussions in the fields of actual issues
of the European Union, world economy,
world  politics, international  law,
intercultural relations and actual issues of
the development of South-East Asia.
