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Abstract

The role of women among German Salafists is changing. Although the position
of women is perceived as corresponding to traditional Muslim values, where it is as-
sumed that a woman is primarily responsible for taking care of the household and
raising children, this is changing over time. Although for many women, the image of a
traditional Muslim family and the traditional idea of a woman in Muslim culture is
attractive and is one of the motivating factors responsible for the fact that even
women from non-Muslim backgrounds convert to Islam, we can currently see im-
provements in this area as well. Women are starting to be more active in the field of
propaganda. They are engaged in the spread of Salafist ideology through the internet,
focusing mainly on women. Their influence is noticeable significantly when raising
children indoctrinated with Salafist ideology. From this point of view, the return of
women from the territory of the Islamic State represents a great danger.

Keywords: jihadism, Salafism, radicalisation, propaganda, network, caliphate.

Introduction

Women gravitate towards Salafism for various reasons. They often come from
Muslim families, and the emphasis on traditional values leads them to believe that
Islam, as it is practiced in an environment that is intimately familiar to them, is not the
real true Islam, and they find the realisation of the Muslim ideal in a Salafist environ-
ment. Traditional values are also attractive to many female converts. In the new envi-
ronment, these women find a warm welcome and are assured of the correctness of
their decision. The role of women was perceived in a very traditional way. The woman
is supposed to be the one who takes care of the household while the man works. Her
task is to give birth to children and raise her sons to be future fighters for the cause of
Islam, especially in the territory of the Islamic State. This is changing. Women of
Salafism are more involved in the field of propaganda. They reach out to young
women through various channels, for example, in the Telegram service or on Face-
book. Their role is not negligible, especially in the indoctrination of young children,
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and their willingness to commit a terrorist act on the territory of Germany cannot be
ruled out either. That is why female returnees from the Islamic State come to the at-
tention of the German security authorities.

The position of women among Salafists in Germany

The motivations of women to become Salafi are different. And this is why we
cannot define one key factor responsible for women to become Salafi. The basis of
the Salafists' idea of the position of men and women in society is that God created
men and women different. The basis of this difference is the contradiction between
the intellectual and emotional components. This difference predestined men for work
and women for bearing children. Men are obliged to protect the honesty of women,
which leads to the fact that women have to fulfil, above all, tasks related to taking care
of the family. Salafists offer clear role assignments and know how to exaggerate the
female role. In doing so, they deprive the woman of being reduced to a sexual object.
On the contrary, they emphasise their character and religiosity.

In contrast, most of society understands women's position in Islam. Salafis un-
derstand their choice as an escape from the misunderstood role of women, which, on
the other hand, gives them the right to treat other women from a position of superi-
ority, and they understand any limitation of personal freedoms as following God's will.

«Anyone who feels socially discriminated against may perceive such a con-
spired community as a contrasting program that offers support in contrast to the so-
ciety «out there». Those who have little success at school and work may understand
the portrayal of Islam as the religion superior to all others and a devaluation of «West-
ern society» as godless and corrupt. If a Salafist preacher in such a group portrays
«Western society» as racist, Islamophobic and hypocritical, the society can be collec-
tively blamed for one's lack of success without looking at one's deficits. «*

Salafism thus provides answers to solve the problems these women were ex-
posed to. The concept of alwalae wa-I-barae (loyalty and devotion) helps fulfil the
need to be part of a community. Ideas like tauba (repentance) and taqwa (fear of God)
are meant to help eliminate a previous sinful life. The desire for a complete family and
a regulated partnership is in accordance with the Salafist doctrine. It is determined in
detail who, when and with whom to enter into a partnership relationship. There is a
clear division of roles for men and women.

According to Nina Kasehage, young women and girls who lean towards
Salafism find that Islam has not been presented correctly. Salafist ideology is supposed
to give them more freedom. An important factor is a relationship with a Muslim. Incli-
nation towards Salafism often corresponds with a positive perception of violence.

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Concerning men, however, she points out that Salafist men demand a very traditional
model of behaviour from women, which subsequently leads to their deepening social
isolation. Many Salafist women are satisfied with the role of supporters of their hus-
bands and are happy with their share in Salafist propaganda. According to classical
Salafist texts, the essential function of Salafist women is to give birth to sons. Mother-
hood is understood as a natural part of religious duties, and mothers are accorded a
highly respected status. This is evidenced by, for example, photos with weapons in
areas controlled by jihadists. At the same time, they are convinced of the correctness
of their actions. «In recent years, the large number of women has been particularly
noticeable in connection with trips to jihadist combat zones. The Federal Criminal Po-
lice Office and the security authorities of the federal states showed in a study on the
course of radicalisation in connection with departures to Irag and Syria that the pro-
portion of women among those who left Germany was around 25 percent. Due to the
military suppression of the so-called «IS», it is to be expected that the number of
women in particular who will return or be transferred from the region to Germany by
state authorities will increase, with the majority of these women representing the ex-
tremist-Salafist or may have internalised jihadist ideology.»'A new member of the
group is met with acceptance and has emotional support from the members. The new
member is made aware that he has an important position within the group. In general,
membership in an extremist group can be a sign of defiance of authority figures such
as school or parents.

The inclination of young women to the Salafist interpretation of Islam in Ger-
many is due to several factors.

Prof. Dr Ahmet Toprak sees the attractiveness of the Salafi creed for young
women in five key factors:

1. «Well-being: Most interviewees state that they feel pure, safe and secure be-
cause of their religious affiliation and the collective within which they locate them-
selves.

2. Recognition by the community: the role of the interviewees in the scene is
perceived as positive. They state that they feel valued and understood. Active com-
munity members have an essential role to play and believe they are recognised as
equals.

3. Self-determination/emancipation: For the majority of the interviewees, the
headscarf or nigab as a symbol means liberation and empowerment. Self-determina-

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tion, because they make their own decisions against any resistance from family,
friends and environment and meet with positive feedback from the (scene) commu-
nity.

4. Cultural-religious determination: Most interviewees opt for a stricter reli-
gious life because they see this as determination and truthfulness. The aspect of up-
bringing and socialisation and the role model function of women in their environment
as a mother, aunt or big sister plays a vital role for them.

5. Values and norms: The interviewees regard living out of the (jointly) con-
veyed values and standards as a worthwhile goal that shapes and structures their eve-
ryday life. «?

Those are not the only factors driving young women from Germany towards
Salafism. There are, of course, other factors:

1. «Many women come to Salafism through a relationship with a man who is
already in or joining the scene. The men usually demand that the woman adapts ac-
cordingly. The woman is then faced with the choice of ending the relationship or going
with them. Especially when the women are already very heavily involved in the scene,
separation can result in high social losses or even include risks. With the emergence
of the so-called Islamic State, women were also taken to the streets with the promise
of marrying a fighter in war zones lured. Many of these women have given birth to
children, and their husbands got lost in war. It can be assumed that being in a war
zone and the experience has left trauma in many women, which will play a central role
in coming to terms with a possible return.

2. Rebellion In some cases, turning to Salafism serves young women in particu-
lar and girls as a means of rebelling against family or society. Full veil, extreme religi-
osity and immersion in a completely new world in the present are probably one of the
most significant conceivable breaks with the norms of society. However, with the es-
tablishment of the so-called Islamic State, young girls and women were encouraged
to travel to Syria or Irag. What the girls who followed such a decision understood as
an adventure had sad consequences for many of them. «?

In modern society, however, the anachronistic model of a woman's position in
society has long been overcome. We can also observe this among progressive Mus-
lims. Despite this, many young women and girls see the model of society in which the
woman is responsible for raising children and the household, and the man is the

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breadwinner as attractive. The attractiveness of this way of life is due to the fact that
it provides an organised and stable lifestyle. Women have essential roles in Salafism.

Nora Fritzsche defines the roles of women in the Salafists community.

1. «Inlow-threshold relationship work: They act, for example, as actors in semi-
public spaces such as schools, daycare centres and mosques. This is based on the fact
that women appear less suspicious and can thus initiate more subtle recruitment and
recruiting processes. This strategy is known for right-wing extremism, where mothers
act in daycare centres to bring about changes in line with their ideology or influence
other parents.

2. Inraising children: In parallel with right-wing extremism, women also have a
tremendous stabilising effect on the scene in Salafism —among other things, because
they educate the following generations ideologically. To resolve the footnote, even in
the purely domestic sphere, women contribute so actively to the persistence of ideol-
ogy; they can be perpetrators in the family context and use violence against their chil-
dren, for example.

3. Inrecruitment and proselytising work, women teach religious teachings and
support Salafist aid organisations in collecting and managing donations.»*

However, the position of women in the Salafist community is changing over
time. We can observe the trend of Salafist women whose role within the community
is changing. It is primarily women from Western countries who are becoming more
and more active. We can see this in missionary activity. But more and more women
are becoming involved in jihadist and political Salafism. Given the emphasis Salafism
places on the position of women and men in society, women focus their missionary
activities primarily on other women. They do so via the Internet.

«The women are now producers of ideology,» said the head of the NRW Office
for the Protection of the Constitution. In addition, women indoctrinate their own chil-
dren from an early age. «This makes Salafism a family affair, and something begins to
emerge that is much more difficult to dissolve, namely Salafist sections of society.»?

Missionary activities are often carried out through religious courses. «In re-
cent years, formats have developed in parallel with Telegram projects that also go by
the term educational guide, but to which access is lower-threshold. For example, one
of these projects is called «Ummah Kids». This channel has around 100 members and
is most likely run by a single woman. The target group is clearly female, as is also
shown by messages such as «A mother is a first and most important school for the

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child». With such statements, the importance of the mother's upbringing and work in
the family is revalued; it is even seen as central to the existence of the Islamic com-
munity.»!

They often interact with other women during various events for women. Such
as babysitting. They usually approach other women at different information stands or
during charity events. Many women often have no idea that the Salafi are behind the
offers of religious education or various family activities. At these meetings, Salafist
women appear very friendly and open. Seasoned Salafists warmly welcome new mem-
bers. They focus their activities primarily on non-Muslim women interested in Islam
or newly converted Muslim women who are more easily accessible to the ideology of
Salafism.

«However, the activities of women in the extremist-Salafist scene can be ob-
served primarily in social networks and messenger services. Here they play a crucial
role in spreading extremist Salafist propaganda, which is why the security authorities
are increasingly targeting them. Online classes for studying the Koran, learning the
Arabic language, and religious training are offered by women for women. In the time-
tables of so-called «online course rooms» — which are mainly designed for a male cli-
entele — there are also courses offered by women for women. In addition, ideological
and religious texts typical of the scene are translated into German and disseminated.
Women from the Salafist scene act as «ideology producers» and, according to their
self-image, make «their contribution» to the Da'wa for the Islamic community. Collec-
tions of donations, the exchange about bringing up children in a way that suits their
own ideology, marketing a «halal»-compliant way of life and the sale of the associated
products, clothing shops, departure groups and groups for marriage initiation (also for
multiple marriages) form the spectrum of women's activities in the extremist-Salafist
scene. «?

Young women and girls are addressed via Facebook, Instagram, or Telegram.
The content offered on these websites does not seem extremist at first glance. But on
these channels, there are links through which it is possible to click on jihadist propa-
ganda. Jihadist internet channels for girls are often decorated with flowers and are
coloured pink or purple. They are often decorated with flowers and hearts. Channels

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for girls deal with relationships, sexuality and body development. They support girls in
their search for identity.

«Jihadist online propaganda aimed at girls portrayed the militant struggle as a
romantic adventure where one can escape from everyday life in Western society and
find love. Girls who leave the country and join al-Qaeda or IS in Syria and Iraqg are
offered the prospect of marrying a «heroic warrior». Men are presented like pop stars
or movie heroes as young, strong and rebellious men fighting for a significant cause;
the image also appeals to girls and young women's hope of finding the man of their
dreams.»! Young women are given the image of mothers taking care of their families
and raising future fighters. «The second female role model is that of the warrior. Ji-
hadists spread it, for example, in the form of images of armed women with nigabs (full
veils) and assault rifles. They are portrayed as defenders of their religion who must
take up arms in order to fight everything «un-Islamic actively». This also includes com-
mitting terrorist attacks. With their contributions, jihadists offer girls and young
women a matrix for legitimising violence and terror as an act of self-determination.»?

Several studies prove that radicalisation does not happen exclusively through
the internet and that the importance of online radicalisation is not as great as initially
assumed. Radicalisation exclusively through the internet is rare, even among young
people. It is necessary to draw attention to the high susceptibility to violence on the
part of women. An example of this is the knife attack of Safie S., who attacked a police
officer in Hanover in 2016 and was a «pupil» of Pierre Vogel and the positive reaction
this attack met with among radical Muslims in Germany. During the wave of emigra-
tion to the Islamic state, women were actively involved in online propaganda on social
networks, where they helped portray an ideal image of life in the caliphate. After leav-
ing the country —a phenomenon now stagnant with the military defeat of the so-called
«IS» —women in jihadist combat zones have been particularly active on social media to
report on their «life in the caliphate». Even if, in this way, they did not present an
accurate picture of life in the Islamic state, they were important in the radicalisation
of other young women and girls. The inclination of girls and women to Salafism must
be seen as a problem-solving strategy.

«NRW Constitutional Protection President Freier says that women are now
«ideology producers». The men accept that because women could bind the scene bet-
ter and keep it alive. Men serve prison sentences more often in Europe, and more
men than women have died in the fighting in IS territory. The German security author-

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ities are also aware that they indoctrinate their children with the Salafist ideology —
often very effectively. t« Because many prominent representatives of the Salafist
scene are in prison. Women are taking on an increasing role in the Salafist scene.
Through radical messenger services, they give advice on raising children or how to
treat non-believers.

Here, the ideology of Salafism is appropriately complemented by the life sto-
ries of individual women and is in line with their needs. The president of the Federal
Office for the Protection of the Constitution, Hans-Georg Maalien, expressed a warn-
ing at the end of 2017 against women and children returning from territories previ-
ously controlled by the Islamic State. His concerns were based on the indoctrination
to which children living in the territory of the Islamic State were exposed. He also saw
the danger in women who return because they have a high degree of radicalisation
and identification with the Islamic State's ideology, resulting in these women becom-
ing a security risk.

An example for such a behaviour are: «Nadine H., the wife of an imprisoned
Islamist agitator, is said to have introduced the backward-looking Salafist ideology to
a group of radical women in a secret Koran school (madrasa) in Dortmund. The State
Criminal Police Office in North Rhine-Westphalia came to this conclusion.

Filiz G., the wife of the former leader of the so-called «Sauerland terror cell»,
which wanted to cause a bloodbath with car bombs in 2007, apparently continues to
agitate for a life according to the Sharia (traditional collection of Islamic laws) and for
a theocracy. The fundamentalist is said to be campaigning for donations to support
Islamist prisoners on a large Facebook group with 3,000 members. «?

Another example of a woman who did not give up her radical beliefs even after
returning from Syria is Leonora M. In July 2022, Leonora M. was convicted of partici-
pation in the foreign terrorist organisation Islamic State (IS), war crimes and crimes
against humanity. The young woman travelled to Syria in March 2015 to join IS. She
supported her husband in the Yazidi slave trade and worked for IS. She helped transfer
two German women and twelve children from IS prison camps in Syria to Germany.
She was found guilty of participating in a terrorist organisation, complicity in genocide,
crimes against humanity, and participating in the slave trade. She was sentenced to
five and a half years for these actions.

Conclusion
The traditional position of women in the Salafist community was understood
strictly within the strictest Muslim traditions, which attributed to women the role of

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mothers and educators of children. Some women spread their ideas about the proper
upbringing of Muslim children through various Telegram channels. The central notion
they convey through these channels is the al-wala wa-I-bara, which talks about main-
taining friendly relations with Muslims and a hostile attitude towards non-Muslims;
they emphasise a dichotomous vision of the world. There are calls for women not to
let the enemies of Islam indoctrinate their children. One such project is the Atfaal al-
Umma Telegram channel, which also has its branch on Facebook. Women play an es-
sential role in the religious education of adults. The group of women, «Noorul Huda
Media» is also involved in this activity, translating Salafist materials into German. Their
Telegram channel has more than 1000 subscribers. Maida HAMZIC also spreads her
views through lectures. Maida HAMZIC studied at Princess Nora bint Abdul Rahman
University in Saudi Arabia. She is very active on social media and is believed to have a
similar religious education to men who graduate from Saudi universities. Salafiya Tau-
hid is a YouTube channel run by a woman with more subscribers and much attention
to raising children. The Forgotten Sisters group, for example, focuses on raising money
to ransom women captured by jihadists in Syria. «Vergessene Schwestern». A similar
activity is developed by the group «Deine Schwester im Camp», which focuses on fe-
male prisoners in Kurdish camps. The given examples thus show that Salafist women
are much more active than it might seem at first glance, and their role is not limited
to housewives. In view of the return of many women from Syria, their risk potential
also increases because it is not excluded that women can also commit a violent ter-
rorist act on the territory of Germany.

Abstract

The article maps the paradiplomacy of the PreSov self-governing region in six
main areas. First, the existing legislative framework for international cooperation created
by the Presov self-governing region on the basis of national legislation. The second part is
focused on planning the international cooperation of the Presov self-governing region
through strategic development documents. The third part discusses the management
of international cooperation at the level of the Presov self-governing region. The fourth
part focuses on the area of international cooperation and international partnerships
of the PreSov self-governing region. The fifth part is devoted to the experiences of the
Presov self-governing region with monitoring and evaluation of international cooperation.
The last, sixth part is devoted to examples of good practice in the field of paradiplomacy
of the PreSov self-governing region, and the conclusion summarizes the most important
points of the article.

PreSovsky samospravny kraj (PSK)?! vznikol v roku 2001, ked bola v Slovenskej
republike konstituovana Uzemna regiondlna samosprava. Statutdrom PSK st obyvatelmi
samospravnych krajov priamo voleni predsedovia samospravneho kraja — predseda

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PSK. Regiondlnymi parlamentmi su obyvatelmi jednotlivych samospravnych krajov priamo
volené zastupitelstva samospravneho kraja — zastupitelstvo PSK. Tieto priamo volené
organy regionalnej samospravy maju moznost ovplyvriovat medzinarodnu spolupracu
ich krajov — prostrednictvom ich iniciativnej, kontrolnej, poradnej a normotvornej
aktivity (napriklad zriaduju komisie) a najvyssi predstavitelia vykonnej moci regionalnych
samosprav ako vykonné organy s organizacno-riadiacimi prdvomocami (napriklad vytvaraju
si poradné organy a navrhuju organiza¢nu Struktlru samospravnych Uradov, ktoru
schvaluje zastupitelstvo kraja).

Svojou rozlohou
8973 km?, zabera 18,3 % rozlohy $tatu, pri¢om rozlohou je druhym najvacsim krajom
na Slovensku. DIhd severna hranica predstavuje statnu hranicu s Polskom. Na vychode
hranici kraj s Ukrajinou, na juhu s Kosickym krajom, na juhozapade, na malom Useku,
je hornatou krajinou s bohatou a $pecifickou kultdrno-historickou tradiciou a rekreacnym
potencidlom. Hornatost kraja je vSak zaroven nevyhodou, a to najma z pohladu
medzindrodnych aj vnitrostatnych dopravno-komunikaénych vazieb. Administrativne
sa PreSovsky kraj deli na 13 okresov.!

Regionalne parlamenty kreuju komisie, ktoré sa zaoberaju aj medzinarodnymi
vztahmi. V PSK je to Komisia regionalneho rozvoja a cestovného ruchu. V samospravnych
krajoch existuju v rdmci regionalnych samospravnych tradov (Urad PSK) organizacné
jednotky a ich hlavnou alebo vedlajSou naplfiou je medzinarodna spolupraca. V PSK su
to Oddelenie zahrani¢nych vztahov a protokolu, ktorému prislicha agenda medzinarodnych
a vonkajsich vztahov a Odbor strategického rozvoja, a Odbor projektového riadenia,
ktoré maju okrem iného kompetencie v oblasti cezhrani¢nej spoluprace.

Z hladiska intenzity spoluprace meranej poctom realizovanych projektov aj
finanénym prinosom v PSK dominuju polské regiony (66 % financného prinosu a takmer
78 % z poctu realizovanych projektov). V tejto suvislosti je potrebné upriamit pozornost
na spolupracu PSK a Podkarpatského vojvodstva (Polsko). PSK realizovalo s Podkarpatskym
vojvodstvom (Polsko) doposial 25 projektov (vyse 46 % zo vsetkych realizovanych
projektov) a percentudlny podiel zo vzajomnej spoluprace s Podkarpatskym vojvodstvom
(Polsko) na finanénom prinose pre PSK je takmer 38 % zo vsetkych realizovanych projektov,
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¢o predstavuje viac ako 23 milionov eur pre PSK zo vzdjomnej spoluprace s Podkarpatskym
vojvodstvom (Polsko).?

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Finding the first democratic elections in Lithuania

Introduction

Nobody reported or analysed the municipal elections in 1990. Official infor-
mation about the results of the 1990 municipal elections in the national media was
very fragmentary. The reconstruction of the results of the 1990 municipal elections fill
in this gap. Very few scholars barely mentioned these elections. Algis Krupavicius and
Robertas Pogorélis (2004, 269) referred to overall results and Richard Krickus (1997,
307) wrote of the 20 per cent fall of the electoral turnout in the 1995 local elections
compared with the 1990 municipal elections. It still remains a known unknown about
the winners of the municipal elections in early 1990. The aim of the article is to estab-
lish the results of the 1990 local elections. The data came the national and especially
local media. This analysis attempts to ascertain the electoral results in the “upper
level” of the elections, that it, in the cities and districts of the “national” level.

Turnout in 1990 Elections

After the re-establishment of independence on 11 March 1990, the first dem-
ocratic elections in Lithuania were local elections. The first round took place on 24
March 1990 and the second round —on 7 April 1990. The return local elections for the
remaining unallocated seats were organised on 19 May and 24 November 1990. The
turnout in the first round was 64.83%. Among 2,574,151 registered voters, 1,668,858
came to the polls. In comparison, the turnout in the first round of the elections to the
Supreme Council-Constitutive Assembly reached 71,72% (1,851,343 votes out of
2,581,359 registered voters). Turnout in the district municipalities was 68.63% and in
the city municipalities — 60.09%. The run-offs for the metropolitan councils were or-
ganised in 17 (in the district councils in 411) and return elections in 102 constituencies
(in the district councils in 296). Out of 9331 deputies, 76.02% (7093) were elected in
the first round, 8.76% (817) went to the second round and 15.22% (1421) in the return
elections. 73.42% (5208) of elected officials in the first round were the first-time
elected officials, comprising 55.85% of all registered candidates. 24.55% (1741)
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among the elected candidates were women, 85.08% (6035) were Lithuanians, 11.56%
(820) — Poles, 1,99% — Russians and 1.37% (97) belonged to other nationalities.

The total turnout in the second round was around 65% and in the return elec-
tions about 55%. Average activity in the city municipalities was over 60% (in district
councils — 68%) in both rounds. However, the turnout in the return elections in the
cities, fell to over 43% (in district councils — 56.9%).

The opinion polls about the turnout in the municipal elections were organised
on 14-20 December 1990. The main reasons were disillusionment in formerly elected
deputies, political games, worsening life and disillusionment with the Supreme Coun-
cil. Asked if respondents would participate in return local elections, 42 per cent were
positive and 33 per cent negative (Gaidys and Tureikyté 2015, 42).

The Results of the Local Elections 1990

The national media reported the hard-line Communists suffered a defeat by
gaining just 6% of votes. 34% went for the independent Communists and 58% were
taken by various candidates. All city and district councils elected chairs and mayors (in
city municipalities) and district governors (in district municipalities) with the necessary
75% quorum of councillors. The majority of local councils elected chairs and adminis-
trative heads after the run-offs. According to the local media reports, the independent
Lithuanian Communist Party won the municipal elections obtaining 57% of all the po-
litical offices (council chairs, mayors/district governors). The candidates supported by
Sgjadis were successful in 11 metropolitan councils controlling over 70% of chairs and
mayors among 665 council deputies. In the city municipalities, the Popular Movement
won 91% of council chairs and 55% of mayors. The LKP, in turn, prevailed in 44 district
councils with 68% of major offices among 2247 councillors. The independent Com-
munists controlled 59% of chairs and 77% of governors. The Sgjidis gained 391 out of
1340 (30.2%) district municipal seats in 31 districts during the elections of chairs and
governors. The independents received 10% and the hard-line Communists (TSKP) —
2.7% of chairs and governors. Only one woman was elected as district governor among
110 political positions.

The comparison of the national and municipal elections with a break of several
weeks between them revealed a striking difference. The Sgjidis overwhelmingly won
general elections with 76.7% of seats belonging to the candidates supported by the
Popular Movement, yet lost the municipal elections obtaining just 30% of chairs and
mayors/governors. Only the metropolitan areas in 11 largest cities supported the Pop-
ular Movement.

83.7% of all deputies (7811) were elected in the “upper” and “lower” municipal
levels. LKP received 39.1% (3054) of seats after the run-offs and return elections. In
city councils, the independent Communists won 17% and in district councils — 35%
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seats. After this election, LKP also controlled 72.2% (288) of 399 lower administrative
level local governors (Masilionis 2011, 35).1 Moreover, according to Algis Krupavi¢ius
and Robertas Pogorélis (2004, 269), 2444 councillors (38.4%) were from the inde-
pendent Lithuanian Communist Party, 30% were supported by the Sgjddis and 461
(5.87%) came from the hard-line Communists. Elected deputies of the Sgjadis com-
prised a majority only in 5 district councils. The official report in the largest Communist
daily “Tiesa” informed that the independent Lithuanian Communist Party got 34.29%
of municipal seats. This article discovered a different picture in the “upper” level of
the local elections.

In 6 (out of 11) largest city municipalities, the Sgjddis won 65.3% (301 out of
461) councils’ seats? (100% (6) chairs and 66.7% (4) mayoral positions). In 25 district
municipalities (out of 44), LKP obtained 44.6% (576 out of 1293) municipal seats. The
data in the remaining district municipalities (14) with no information on the independ-
ent LKP results revealed that Popular Movement gained 35.1% (200 out of 587 seats).
It means than in 38 (out of 44) district municipalities with the results on either the
independent LKP or the Sgjidis, the reformist Communists had the support of the ab-
solute majority of all mandates with 60.5% (23) chairs and 76.3% (29) governors. The
independent LKP attracted more votes of non-affiliated and sometimes Sgjidis’ dep-
uties in electing councils’ chairs and governors especially in the district councils.

Conclusions

The study reconstructed the results of the unreported local elections in 1990.
These findings correct and complement the previous official electoral information and
fragmented scholarly insights. The main conclusion is about the overall victory of the
independent Lithuanian Communist Party among 2912 deputies in 55 city and district
municipalities and the defeat of the Popular Movement who had conveniently won
76.7% of seats in the national elections several weeks prior to the municipal elections.

The independent LKP obtained 57% of all political offices (council chairs, city
mayors/district governors) and the Popular Movement — 30%. The independents had
10% and the hard-line Communists as part of the Communist Party of the USSR got
2.7% of chairs and governors. Only one woman was elected as governor among all 110
political positions. The LKP was popular in the countryside, and the Sgjddis in the cities.
In 44 district councils, the independent Communists took 68% of all political offices

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among 2247 council deputies. In 11 city councils, the Popular Movement controlled
over 70% of all political offices among 665 council deputies.

When it comes to the number of deputies won, in the six largest city munici-
palities, the Sgjadis controlled 65.3% (301 out of 461) council seats. In district munic-
ipalities, the independent LKP obtained 44.6% (576 out of 1293) council seats in 25
district municipalities (out of 44). The data in the remaining 14 district municipalities
with no information available on the LKP results showed that 35.1% (200 out of 587)
seats went to the Sgjidis, meaning that the rest must have been the councillors from
the reformist LKP and the independents. In sum, the data available for 38 out of 44
district municipalities revealed the LKP held the majority of the councils’ mandates. In
the district councils, the elections of independent Communist chairs and district gov-
ernors may have attracted the votes of the independents and the Sgjadis’ deputies,
since the independent LKP candidates used to receive more votes than it had in the
councils. The reformed Communists survived the sea-change of political transfor-
mation, as they prepared for it and actively supported Lithuania’s drive towards inde-
pendence and democracy. They won the local elections in 1990 and the early parlia-
mentary elections in 1992. The party chair, Algirdas Brazauskas, had success in the
presidential elections in 1993: the political demise of the former Communists (Taa-
gepera 1990, 310) was greatly exaggerated.

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Summary

Over the past decade, Hungary and Poland have become the Member States
most often associated with the crisis of breaches of the values on which the European
Union is built. It is precisely the two countries that are the only ones in the history of
the European Union to face the procedure under Article 7 of the Treaty on European
Union. The present conference paper aims to summarize the most significant cases of
violations of EU law with a direct impact on the fundamental values of the EU, which
shape the current aspects of membership of Hungary and Poland in the European Un-
ion. The paper also presents a comparison of selected rating indicators assessing the
state of democracy in two Central European countries over the past decade. On the
example of the decline of democracy in Hungary and Poland, it is possible to observe
several parallels and differences at the same time. The paper contains two tables.

Keywords: Hungary, Poland, democracy, rule of law, EU fundamental values.

Introduction

Over the past decade, cases of violation of the EU's fundamental values en-
shrined in Article 2 of the Treaty on European Union have become an integral part of
the political discourse on the EU level, apart from the effects of the global financial
crisis or the outbreak and management of the migration crisis and COVID-19 crisis in
Europe. The issue of violations of these values has become closely linked to selected
EU Member States — notably Hungary and Poland — following several national reformes,
laws passed, court decisions of national courts, national policy agendas and other ad
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hoc events that have led to several infringement proceedings against individual coun-
tries. The issues of democratic decline, breaches of the rule of law or respect for hu-
man rights, including the rights of minorities as fundamental values on which the EU
is built in the founding treaties or other sources of EU law (eg the EU Charter of Fun-
damental Rights) have made Hungary and Poland over the past decade much more
visible on the political map of Europe than any other Member State acceding to the
EU since 2004.

Applied methodology and brief literature overview

In the conference paper, we present an analysis of the genesis of selected in-
dicators of the state of democracy and the rule of law in Hungary and Poland during
the past decade of the 21st century. Based on the concept of the quality of democracy,
we briefly analyse changes in the assessment of the quality of democracy in Hungary
and Poland through several indices. We mainly use the Freedom House?, Economist
Intelligence Unit? and Varieties of Democracies® — indices that are most frequently
cited in the scientific literature. The selected rating indicators are further confronted

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with the most significant infringements of EU law with a direct overlap to the core
European values set out in Article 2 of the Treaty on European Union, following which
the Commission has initiated infringement procedures against two Central European
countries. Several of these events largely shaped the current position of Hungary and
Poland in the system of European integration, and debates on the future of the Euro-
pean Union respectively. We use the databases of the European Commission and the
Court of Justice of the EU for information and data on infringement procedures and
judgments of the Court of Justice. The issue of weakening democracy in Poland and
Hungary has become the core of research by several authors, especially in the mem-
ber countries of the European Union. Several authors openly refer to Poland and Hun-
gary as so-called illiberal democracies. Piotrowski defines illiberal democracy as a de-
mocracy in which free and democratic elections are organized, but political change
and post-election behaviour cannot be considered democratic [22]. Fareed Zakaria is
considered to be one of the first to use the concept of illiberal democracy [27]. He also
identified countries such as Russia and China as typical examples of countries with
illiberal tendencies. The events of recent years, represented by local governments in
Hungary and Poland, have caused more and more authors to directly label these two
countries as illiberal democracies [2]. Pap considers Hungary to be a form of illiberal
democracy in which democratic elections have taken place, but government power
significantly limits and does not respect the rights of individuals or selected minorities
[21]. Although several similar features can be observed between Poland and Hungary
in terms of the state of democracy and the rule of law, Kelemen argues that the Euro-
pean Union's approach to Poland and Hungary differs [19]. He considers Poland's stra-
tegic role in region of central Europe and its geographical size in the context of the
European Union to be crucial.

The state of democracy and the rule of law in Hungary and Poland

Apart from EU state of democracy and rule of law evaluation reports or the
positions of individual states and leaders of selected Member States criticizing the de-
cline of democracy and violations of the rule of law in EU Member States, we recognize
several other reports or instruments appealing to the state of democracy and the rule
of law (not only) in the Central and Eastern Europe. Based on Freedom House 's eval-
uation reports and democracy indices, Hungary and Poland recorded pre — accession
ratings of the state of democracy comparable to selected Western European Member
States, mainly due to optimistic trends of deepening EU integration leading to full
compatibility of national law with EU law. In addition, following ratings in the first
years of EU membership repeatedly identified Hungary and Poland as pioneers of de-
mocracy in the CEE region pointing to a number of comments criticizing the adoption
of selected laws, national reforms, court rulings in selected cases and other hoc events
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of national politics. At the beginning of the second decade of the 21st century, the
annual evaluation reports continued to give the two countries high ratings, describing
the democracy in each state as institutionally consolidated [15]. Based on the data in
the table below, we can observe the beginning of a continuous decline in rating as-
sessments of the state of democracy in Hungary, which indicates a decline in the dem-
ocratic principles.

As a result of the adoption of a range of controversial legislation and reforms,
the weakening of checks and balances system or the restriction of fundamental rights
and freedoms after the parliamentary elections in 2010, Hungary's rating was down-
graded to so-called semi-consolidated democracy with one of the lowest levels of re-
spect for democratic principles within the region of post-communist EU Member
States [17].1 In the same period, after the formation of the new Polish government
after the parliamentary elections at the end of 2015, we can spot the beginning of a
declining trend in the assessment of the state of democracy in Poland, which has con-
tinued in Freedom House reports to the present day.? We can spot several important
parallels in the justifications for lowering ratings in individual annual reports, but at
the same time there are several specifics in the form of adopted laws, reforms and
government actions in violation of fundamental rights and freedoms or the system of
checks and balances as basic principles of democracy. In response to a series of other
national policy events in the past five years, the general assessment of the state of
democracy in Poland was reduced following Hungary's earlier model of semi-consoli-
dated democracy while Hungary has been definitively reclassified from the list of Eu-
ropean democracies to the so-called transient, resp. hybrid mode countries [17]. The
above-mentioned cases of declining assessments of the state of democracy have thus
become the most significant cases of a general decline in democracy in the EU's east-
ern enlargement countries over the past decade. Based on annual reports, we observe
that in the case of other countries of eastern enlargement, there was no significant
decrease in evaluation indices in the same period under review, which, however, can-
not be confused with the absence of cases of deteriorating democracy in neighbouring
countries.

Based on another assessment tool for the state of democracy in individual
countries of the world economy published by the Economist Intelligence Unit, we can
observe several differences in the aggregate assessment of the state of democracy in

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Hungary and Poland. Contrary to the above-mentioned ratings, the annual reports
have not ranked two states as full democracies since the beginning of the past decade,
which are characterized by only very limited cases of violations of human rights, de-
mocracy and the rule of law. In the period after 2010, in the evaluation reports of the
Economist Intelligence Unit, the status of incomplete democracy, which is generally
characteristic of the entire region of the post-communist EU Member States, has sta-
bilized in both countries [24]. Although the annual reports agree with the reasons for
the downgrading of democracy ratings in the Freedom House annual reports in the
rating justifications, the values in the table below suggest a seemingly more modest
pace of democracy decline in Hungary and Poland [25]. However, the lower decrease
in index values in relative comparison is mainly the reason of the different calculation
methodology and the number of monitored areas within the annual reports.

The Variety of Democracy index has undoubtedly become a similarly important
tool used to conceptualize, measure and compare the state of democracy in individual
countries of the world economy [26]. Out of the three monitored index evaluations,
we can consider the given index on the basis of more than a hundred measured as-
pects of democracy as the most comprehensive indicator of the state of democracy in
individual states. The annual reports generally justify a continuous decline in demo-
cratic ratings in Hungary and Poland by the same major national policy paradigms or
national court decisions with a negative impact on fundamental rights and freedoms,
a functioning system of checks and balances and other pillars of democracy and the
rule of law. However, based on the available data sets and annual reports, we can also
draw comparative conclusions about the state and decline of democracy in individual
countries of the world economy much more precisely. In general, Poland in the annual
reports of the past decade is generally still considered to be the so-called democratic
state, while maintaining minimum acceptable democratic standards. On the contrary,
according to the annual report in 2018, the fall in the state of democracy in Hungary
resulted in a change of rating from a democratic regime to an autocratic one [1]. Based
on a comparison of available data on the state of democracy in the 202 countries
monitored during the second decade of the 21st century, Poland, together with Hun-
gary, experienced the largest decline in democracy in the world economy [1].

A brief overview of the procedures initiated in connection with the violation of
the fundamental values of the European Union in Hungary and Poland

Based on EU membership, all Member States are bound by both primary and
secondary sources of EU law as well as secondary sources of law not mentioned in the
founding treaties. An integral part of the existence of EU law as an integral part of the
legal order of the Member States has become the reference to cases of its violation,
their resolution and the continuous strengthening of prevention institutes. As in other
Member States, infringements of EU law, which in many cases since the beginning of
Hungary and Poland's membership of the EU have resulted in formal procedures
under Article 258 TFEU for breaches of the EU law. Based on data available in the EC
database on infringement decisions and EC annual reports monitoring compliance
with EU law in the Member States, the EC initiated a total of 565 infringement procedures
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against Hungary and Poland between 2012 and 2020, of which 286 were conducted
against Poland. and 279 against Hungary [8].

Taking into account the European comparison within the EU27, resp. EU28, the
number of infringement proceedings initiated against the two named states cannot
be considered significantly high. However, over the past decade, cases of infringement
procedures linked to breaches of the EU's fundamental values set out in Article 2 of
the Treaty on European Union have become characteristic of Hungary and Poland.
Based on the presumptions of the procedure and Article 2 of the EU Treaty itself,
which sets out but does not specify the EU's fundamental values, the EC's procedures
against Hungary and Poland are explicitly based on other specific articles of the Trea-
ties and other sources of EU law. In the following section, we present a brief overview
of selected proceedings against Hungary and Poland, which are characterized by a refer-
ence to the EU's fundamental values.

The result of the Hungarian parliamentary elections in 2010 resulted in a sig-
nificant collapse of the Hungarian left-wing spectrum and the formation of a new gov-
ernment with a constitutional majority composed of Fidesz — the Hungarian Christian
Democratic People's Party led by V. Orban. As a result of the repeated victories in the
2014 and 2018 elections (in both cases by gaining a constitutional majority), the Hun-
garian executive thus fell into the hands of the appointed tandem of right-wing parties
for a period of twelve years. The characteristic features of V. Orbdn's past govern-
ments have been controversial cases of disruption of the checks and balances system,
control and sanctioning of the media and non-governmental organizations in Hungary
and other building units of a democratic society and the rule of law. The first major
media laws of December 2010 regulating the Hungarian media regulatory system and
freedom of the press, together with the basic rules for media content, became the
first major case of new legislation contrary to the EU's core values. Two enacted laws
regulating the election of members of regulatory body, the media sanctioning system,
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the assessment of balanced media coverage and the application of the law against
service providers based abroad under parliamentary election during the Fidesz con-
stitutional majority resulted in growing pressure of the EC in early 2011 accompanied
by the EP, calling for the adoption of legislative changes in the adopted laws. Finally,
in the case of media legislation, the Hungarian government under pressure partially
amended the law, although several criticised points remained unchanged [20].

A year later, in January 2012, the EC initiated 3 further proceedings against
Hungary related to the risk of violating the EU's fundamental values. In the first case,
the EC condemned the adoption of the amended Act on the Hungarian Central Bank
for several points concerning the politicization of the Hungarian Central bank, e.g. by
appointing one of the Vice-Governors directly by the Prime Minister or by the bank's
obligation to inform the government in advance with the agenda of meetings that
members of the government may attend, or by merging the central bank with the
Hungarian Financial Market Supervisory Authority. Following the initiation of proce-
dure under EC pressure, the Hungarian government amended the Hungarian Central
Bank Act and the relevant provisions of the Constitution, as a result of which the pro-
ceedings were ultimately not referred to the Court of Justice of the EU. On the other
hand, in the case of two other infringement procedures, it was the Court of Justice
that ruled on the infringement. In the case of the establishment of a new body in
charge of data protection and freedom of information, chaired by A. Péterfalvi, at the
initiative of Prime Minister Orbdn, the position of data protection ombudsman in Hun-
gary was prematurely terminated in 2012. In the judgment, the Court of Justice of the
EU upheld a breach of its obligations arising from the interference in the independ-
ence of the supervisory authority with political power in Hungary. The reason for the
EC's third action against Hungary in 2012 was the newly adopted Judiciary Act, which
jeopardizes the rule of law in the question of the independence of the Hungarian ju-
diciary as a result of the immediate change in the retirement age of judges from 70 to
62. In its judgment, as in the previous case, the Court of Justice ruled that EU law had
been breached as a result of which the Hungarian government approved the new Ju-
diciary Act on 11 March 2013. The new law amended the retirement ages and the
Hungarian government compensated the dismissed judges [18].

An equally important EC infringement procedure against Hungary, which also
refers to the EU's core values, is the case of the Hungarian Higher Education Act of
April 2017 concerning the presence of foreign higher education institutions, including
universities, setting out several criteria for their presence, and operations in Hungary.
The act was described discriminatory while restricting (not only) academic freedom in
an EU member state and, due to the insufficient response of the Hungarian govern-
ment, referred to the Court of Justice of the EU [11]. The passed law became one of
the most symbolic moments of Orbdn's «anti-Soros» populist agenda in the run-up to
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the 2018 parliamentary elections, in order to protect Hungarian sovereignty and na-
tionality from external influences. As in previous cases, the Court of Justice of the EU
in its October 2020 judgment upheld the EC's opinion and ruled that Hungary had
violated WTO law, EU law and the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights, in particular on
academic freedom [4]. The final departure of the Central European University from
Hungary in 2019 became an important memento of the adoption of the approved leg-
islation and the infringement procedure.

In 2021, the controversial legislation adopted in Hungary was supplemented
by discriminatory elements directed against the LGBTIQ sexual minority of the Hun-
garian population. Prior to its adoption, the bill, originally designed to toughen sexual
crimes, included several provisions banning the spread and depiction of homosexual-
ity and gender reassignment to minors. As a result of concerns about the violation of
the fundamental rights enshrined in the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights and the
fundamental values on which the Union is founded, the EC also initiated procedure
against Hungary in July 2021 [8]. Due to Hungary's inaction, the EC issued a reasoned
opinion in December 2021 and it is still uncertain at this time whether the case will be
forwarded to the Court of Justice of the EU [13].

Several of the above-mentioned adopted laws and measures, together with
many other cases related to violations of the EU's fundamental values set out in Article
2 of the Treaty on European Union in Hungary, led the EP to vote in September 2018
on a critical report on the state of democracy in Hungary. By adopting a report by a
two-thirds majority, the EP formally called on the EU Council to decide, in accordance
with Article 7 of the Treaty on European. Union, that there is a clear risk of a serious
breach of the values on which the Union is founded. In Hungary's subsequent October
2018 action against the EP for the invalidity of the adopted resolution, the EU Court
of Justice ruled in June 2021 that the EP had acted correctly and that the launch of the
Article 7 of the Treaty on European Union is in place for more than three years [5].
However, during this period, there has been no significant shift in Hungary's repeated
hearings in the EU Council, which has not yet voted on the risk of violating the EU's
fundamental values.

Unlike the launch of a mechanism under Article 7 of the Treaty on European
Union in Hungary on the initiative of the EP, procedure against Poland was initiated
by the EC on the basis of persistent concerns about the rule of law in Poland due to
the adoption of several pieces of legislation in relation to the Polish judiciary and its
independence. The beginning of the Polish constitutional crisis generally dates back
to the second half of 2015, when the PiS won the parliamentary elections by winning
a majority in both chambers of parliament. The newly elected government quickly
amended the Constitutional Court Act shortly after its inauguration, followed by a
quick election of five (out of 15) constitutional judges in parliament, four of whom
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were immediately appointed by President A. Duda. Following the abovementioned,
the paralysis of the Polish Constitutional Court and the general concerns of the EC
regarding the independence of the Polish judicial system in January 2016, the EC
promptly used the EU Rule of Law Framework for the first time as a result of a threat
of breach of the core values on which the EU is built. During this period, another 13
laws were passed in Poland affecting the entire structure of the judicial system in Po-
land, including the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court, general courts, the Na-
tional Judicial Council, the Polish Prosecutor's Office and the National School of Justice
[11]. The common denominator of the adopted legislation has become the creation
of opportunities for the intervention of both executive and legislative bodies in the
functioning of the above-mentioned bodies. Following the adopted legislation and the
ineffectiveness of the EC dialogue with Poland within the established EU framework
for strengthening the rule of law after almost two years, the EC proceeded on 20 De-
cember 2017 assessment of the existence of a clear risk of a serious breach of the rule
of law by Poland by the EU Council.

As in the case of Hungary, in the case of Poland we observe a number of initi-
ated EC procedures or judgments of the Court of Justice of the EU referring to the
fundamental values of the EU set out in Article 2 of the Treaty on European Union. In
general, however, it follows from the procedures initiated that the cases of violation
of the basic values of the EU by Poland, which substantiate the initiated procedures
of the EC, are more narrowly profiled mainly on the rule of law resulting from the
independence of the Polish judiciary, resp. Polish judicial system as such, as a result of
more than 30 legislative acts adopted in recent years. Two similar cases initiated
against Poland in July 2017 and July 2018 related to selected laws adopted as part of
the Polish judicial reform launched in 2017. While earlier law approved a reduction in
the retirement age of general court judges in a discriminatory manner from 67 to 65
years for men and 60 years for women, by adopting the second law, the Polish Parlia-
ment, by analogy, lowered the retirement age of judges of the Supreme Court of Po-
land from the original 70 to 65 years for both sexes. On cases of appeal, resp. the
continuation of the affected judges in office according to the adopted legislation is
decided by the Minister of Justice and the President. In both cases and following inac-
tion by Poland, the EC referred the matter to the Court of Justice of the EU. Based on
the judgments of 24 June 2019 [6] and 5 November 2019 [3], the Court of Justice has
in both cases confirmed the breach of EU law including the fundamental values of the
EU.

In April 2019, the EC launched further infringement procedures against Poland
for a new disciplinary regime for both judges of the Supreme Court and the General
Courts. Due to Poland's inaction and the continuing concerns arising from the demon-
strable influence of the Polish legislature and the executive on the establishment of
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the Supreme Court Disciplinary Chamber and the fairness of the new disciplinary re-
gime, the EC referred the matter to the EU Court of Justice in October 2019. The EC
further followed up on these concerns by launching a fourth, rule of law related viola-
tion of Poland in April 2020, following the adoption of a new law on the judiciary in
December 2019, which directly expanded the notion of disciplinary offenses, creating
additional scope for the use of the disciplinary regime as a systematic political control
of the content of judicial decisions and thus an additional threat to the independence
of the Polish judiciary from the legislature and the executive. Following a referral to
the Court of Justice of the EU in March 2021, the Court of Justice of the EU finally ruled
on 14 July on interim measures, including the immediate suspension of the Discipli-
nary Chamber. Another judgment of 15 July 2021 finally confirmed the incompatibility
of the disciplinary regime for Polish judges with EU law, but the Disciplinary Chamber
continued to carry out its activities. Following non-compliance with the judgment, the
Court of Justice of the EU decided on 27 October 2021 to impose a fine of EUR 1 mil-
lion on Poland per day until the obligations arising from the previous judgment were
fulfilled. At the same time, the Court of Justice of the EU ruled in its judgment that it
was necessary to prevent serious and irreparable damage to the EU legal order and to
the values on which the EU is founded, in particular the rule of law [7].

As in the case of discriminatory legislation against sexual minorities in Hungary,
the EC initiated proceedings against Poland in July 2021 in response to the increasing
regional resolutions in selected municipalities and regions in which almost a third of
the population lives, creating the so-called zones without LGBTI ideology [9]. Following
the opening of the procedure and the threat of suspension of the EU budget, four of
the five voivodships concerned finally withdrew their declarations on LGBTI zones in
September 2021, but the EC's procedure continued in early 2022 [23]. The EC's last
action against Poland, in which the EC alleges violations of EU law, including EU fun-
damental values, took place on 22 December 2021 following judgments of the Polish
Constitutional Court of July and October 2021, in which the Constitutional Court ruled
that selected articles of the Treaty on the EU and the Treaties on the Functioning of
the EU are in conflict with the Polish Constitution, as a result of which the Polish court
has de facto questioned the supremacy of EU law [14]. The rulings of the Constitu-
tional Court itself and the launch of the EC's fifth infringement proceedings against
Poland undoubtedly create additional pressure to address the crisis of EU values,
which could, at the instigation of several Member States or the EP, speed up the on-
going procedure under Article 7 of the Treaty on European Union towards Poland.

Conclusions
Hungary and Poland have long pointed to the current limits of European inte-
gration as a result of controversial legislation, adopted reforms or restrictions on the
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system of checks and balances in both countries. Despite several differences, the two
states have also been characterized by several parallel adopted measures undermin-
ing democratic principles and the rule of law. The cumulative cases of breaches of EU
fundamental values underlined by the EC procedures against Hungary and Poland,
judgments of the EU Court of Justice or the actual launch of the mechanism under
Article 7 Treaty on European Union undoubtedly pose significant threats with far-
reaching implications for EU Member States themselves. or the EU as such. Following
the events of the end of 2020, the current governments in Hungary and Poland
pointed to the possibility of blocking consensus decisions (in this case the EU budget
for the coming years) in making selected aspects of membership (drawing funds) con-
ditional on respect for the rule of law. Further non-compliance with the EU's funda-
mental values in individual Member States can undoubtedly result in significant con-
straints on the functioning of the EU Single market or other aspects of current Euro-
pean integration.
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Abstract

The article analyses the narratives of political parties and representatives,
which call for Slovakia to withdraw from NATO and for the neutrality of the Slovak
Republic. Criticism of the foreign policy of the United States, the claim to deepen the
relationship with the Russian Federation and Pan-Slavism ideas are becoming the
sources of legitimacy in defending the military neutrality of the Slovak Republic. The
main objective is to identify the key actors behind these claims and reconstruct one
of the perspectives of the cleavage, which takes place around the foreign and security
policy’s orientation in Slovakia.

Keywords: Slovak Republic, NATO, military neutrality, extremist right-wing
parties, radical left.

Introduction

Criticism of the North Atlantic Alliance has a tradition in Slovakia that dates
back to the 1990s. It is related to the government of former PM and leader of Move-
ment for a Democratic Slovakia (Hnutie za demokratické Slovensko, HZDS) Vladimir
Meciar, his inconsistent foreign policy and a particular political campaign, which ulti-
mately resulted in the exclusion of the Slovak Republic from the first wave of NATO
enlargement.

This happened even though Slovakia initially belonged to the candidate coun-
tries with the other V4 countries. In addition, immediately after its establishment in
1993, the Slovak Republic joined Western structures and, apart from the goal to be-
come an EU Member State, set itself the goal of joining NATO. The Third Meciar Gov-
ernment (1994-1998) defined this goal as a priority of the security and foreign policy
of the Slovak Republic in its programme. However, Meciar’s practical approach dif-
fered from this declared goal. For four years, statements by representatives of the
governing coalition about the possible neutrality of Slovakia appeared, and in this con-
text, they compared Slovakia to Austria or Finland. This culminated in a thwarted ref-
erendum in 1997, in which citizens were asked three questions: “1. Are you in favour
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of Slovakia’s accession to NATO? 2. Are you in favour of the deployment of nuclear
weapons in the territory of the Slovak Republic? 3. Are you in favour of deploying mili-
tary bases on the territory of the Slovak Republic?” The fourth question, supported by
the opposition, concerned the direct election of the president, and was omitted from
the distributed ballots. Meciar tried to explain Slovakia’s position as a “bridge between
West and East”, which was the idea developed by E. Bene$ and T.G. Masaryk (Cizik
2020). Western leaders pointed out that statements by government officials, including
the Prime Minister, were in many cases favouring Slovakia’s neutrality rather than
NATO’s accession. Meciar’s statement also underlines this fact: “If they do not want
us in the West, we will turn to the East”. At the end of Meciar’s government, it was
extremely challenging to talk about the pro-Western orientation of Slovakia, and,
thanks to intensive contractual cooperation with the Russian Federation, many clearly
described it as mostly Eastern-oriented, nevertheless, during this period neutrality of
the Slovak Republic was frequently often discussed (Cizik 2020; Samson 1997).

With the arrival of the government of Mikulas Dzurinda, the foreign policy ori-
entation returned to the pro-Western trajectory, and the Slovak Republic became a
NATO member in 2004. Despite many concerns that Direction — Slovak Social Democ-
racy (SMER-SSD) formed a government with HZDS and Slovak National Party (Slov-
enskd ndrodnd strana, SNS) in 2006, the government did not break strong foreign pol-
icy continuity, remained a reliable partner in NATO, and actively participated in NATO
international operations. Even other governments, of which SMER-SSD party was a
part, were not marked by the effort to make Slovakia a neutral country. However, the
PM Robert Fico (SMER-SSD) and some deputies from his party (e. g. Lubos Blaha) did
not hide their wish to maintain more intensive political relations with Russia and Vla-
dimir Putin.

The government, formed by the Ordinary People and Independents Personali-
ties (Obycajni ludia a nezavislé osobnosti, OLANO) and other parties after the 2020
parliamentary elections, can be characterized as pro-European and pro-NATO. The
Minister of Defence Jaroslav Nad and his Secretary of State Marian Majer are well-
known representatives of the Slovak security community, which is characterized by its
pro-Atlantic orientation and strong criticism of the Russian Federation. It can be stated
that the discourse of neutrality of the Slovak Republic disappeared from the political
mainstream after Meciar’s governments.

The aim of this article is to look at who are the main actors of the neutrality
claim in Slovak party politics and how the discourse on NATO withdrawal in the pro-
grams and attitudes of political parties after 2015 has developed. We will try to recon-
struct one of the aspects of the cleavage, which takes place around the foreign and
security policy orientation in Slovakia, and what political forces stand on both sides of
this cleavage.
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Applied methodology

According to the general comparative literature on political parties, left-wing
parties are usually labelled as more “dovish” and more pacifist, emphasising interna-
tional multilateral diplomacy. In contrast, right-wing parties tend to belong to “hawk-
ish” and favour higher defence budgets and military alliances. However, we cannot
take for granted that we can straightforwardly deduct party preferences on foreign
and security policy from their positioning on the left-right economic dimension
(Raunio and Wagner 2020). In conditions of transforming cleavage structures, the so-
ciocultural or GAL/TAN dimension (Hooghe, Marks and Wilson 2002; Marks et al.
2006) has become more important, as sovereigntists, nationalists, and antiglobalists
have increased their vote shares across Europe in the last decade. In the former East-
ern bloc area, the division that is taking place around foreign and security policy within
individual states is also strengthening (Hlousek and Kanion 202; Metodieva 2019; Pis-
ciotta 2016).

Our article summarises a qualitative content analysis of the corpus, repre-
sented by the programs of political parties, their attitudes promoted in the media and
activities, including the individual attitudes and statements of activists who are not
representatives of specific political parties. The observed time interval falls into the
period after 2015. In conclusion, based on this, we reconstruct the foreign and secu-
rity policy cleavage in Slovakia.

Results of the investigation

The Communist Party of Slovakia (Komunisticka strana Slovenska, KSS) is not
the legal successor to the Communist Party of Slovakia (1948) because it was created
in 1992 as a new political subject. Still, it sees itself as the party’s ideological heir.
However, in the 2002—-2006 parliamentary term, the party had 6.32 % of the vote (181
872 votes) and was an opposition party. In the most recent elections to the Slovak
National Council, the party did not pay its election deposit and did not take part in the
elections.

KSS supports the principle of parliamentary democracy and wants to imple-
ment its programme in the interest of extending human rights and freedoms. The so-
ciety at which KSS aims should be founded on economic and political pluralism, on the
existence of private, common, and state ownership, or on a mixed economy. KSS aims
to use democratic methods to establish a non-capitalist social order that will combine
the advantages of planning with the market mechanism in the interest of working
people (Program —KSS 2022). The aim of KSS is thus to build socialism but on pluralistic
political and economic foundations, which represent an inevitable retreat from the
original Marxist-Leninist ideology.
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KSS favours a referendum on leaving NATO and is against Slovakia’s member-
ship of NATO, supporting the idea of Slovak neutrality, recognised and guaranteed by
international organisations (lbid.). In February 2019, it organised a protest in KoSice
on the occasion of the visit of NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg. Nevertheless,
the protest was not finally allowed for security reasons (Komunisticka strana Slov-
enska — KSS 2019).

In 2019, one KSS member published an article on the party’s website. He al-
leged that Slovakia’s accession to the North Atlantic Treaty is a betrayal of the legacy
of Slovak anti-fascist resistance and the Slovak National Uprising (Bobor 2019). On KSS
website, NATO is referred to as a ,,criminal organisation”, the party demands a ban on
the entry of any foreign armies into the territory of the Slovak Republic and refuses to
build bases and military stocks for foreign troops in Slovakia (Okupanti z NATO ndm
Zelaju stastny novy rok 2019). Furthermore, KSS asked the government officials to
withdraw from the intention to sign the Defence Cooperation Agreement (DCA) be-
tween the Slovak Republic and the USA (Armada USA nema miesto na slovenskej zemi
2022).

KSS has jointly organised several local protests against NATO and its bases. For
example, in 2015, civic activists organised a protest in Bratislava, attended by repre-
sentatives of KSS and left-wing activists. Approximately 300 participants took part in
the demonstration. The demonstration was also attended by people from the Slovak
Movement of Resurgence (Slovenské hnutie obrody, SHO), at that time a nationalist-
oriented civic association with a positive attitude towards the war president of Slo-
vakia, Jozef Tiso.! , We must demand neutrality and a new security structure,” leftist
peace activist Eduard Chmelar said, and he added that Slovakia should withdraw from
NATO (Duman 2015). Jan Carnogursky was also among the speakers. He is a former
Slovak politician who served as the prime minister of Slovakia and the former chair-
man of the Christian Democratic Movement. He was a member of the dissident move-
ment in Czechoslovakia before 1989. Today he is chairman of the Slovak-Russian as-
sociation and an active member of the Valdai Club. Carnogursky sees a direct threat
in the Alliance’s bases. ,We don’t want military bases because there would be a clash
in Slovakia if they stood here,” he said (lbid.).

The Resistance — Labour Party (VZDOR — strana prdce) was created in 2014.
Most of the party’s founding members were previously in KSS and in the leadership of
the Socialist Union of Youth (SZM), which until 1997 was the only registered youth
organisation in Slovakia to support the anti-capitalist left, anti-fascism and communist

I The civic association SHO was transformed into a political party in 2019. In the longer term,
this nationalist-oriented party intends in its program, make Slovakia a militarily neutral country

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ideals openly. A faction gradually emerged in SZM that was critical of the functioning
and policy of KSS, criticising it for being ossified, dogmatic, conservative, and bureau-
cratic, as well as for holding various non-Marxist positions. After several internal party
disputes with the leadership of KSS, the faction decided to leave the party and aban-
don its posts within SZM. Thus, they created VZDOR-SP.

VZDOR-SP favours the Slovak Republic leaving NATO and is pushing for the abo-
lition of NATO's regional headquarters in Vajnory and the establishment of foreign
military bases (Politicky program Vzdoru-strany prace 2018). The party thus strongly
opposed the opening of the NATO Regional Headquarters (NFIU SVK) near Bratislava.
At the beginning of 2022, they organised a protest against the DCA with the Social-
ists.sk party (Socialisti.sk) and the NGO United for peace (Zjednoteni za mier) (Spolocne
proti ,obrannej” dohode... 2022). The vice-president of the Confederation of Trade
Unions Monika Uhlerovd, Jan Carnogursky and the chairman of SNS Andrej Danko also
spoke during the protest. In the spring of 2022, the VZDOR-SP party announced a
merger with Socialisti.sk.

The movement Socialisti.sk was created in October 2019 after successfully col-
lecting enough signatures to register a new political party. Its leading representative
and first chairman was university professor, journalist, activist, and peace movement
member Eduard Chmeldr. The same year, he had unsuccessfully stood in the first
round of the presidential elections. Socialisti.sk were strongly influenced by socialist
politicians (Jeremy Corbyn, Bernie Sanders, Yanis Varoufakis) and by new left currents
which had emerged from the Social Democrats and begun to dust off their former
radical and anti-capitalist positions. Socialisti.sk is the youngest party that profiles it-
self as a radical left and calls for Slovakia’s withdrawal from NATO. It stands for pacifist
values in the form of abolition of the armed forces and making Slovakia a neutral,
peaceful country (Co chceme? Politicky program... 2020).

However, the demands for NATO withdrawal and claim neutrality are not lim-
ited to the radical left circles. In several program theses, they have an intersection
with the extremist right. For example, KSS and the extremist right parties stand in
unison on the question of the withdrawal of Slovakia from the EU and NATO (Daubner
2019). People’s Party Our Slovakia (Kotlebovci — Ludovd strana naSe Slovensko, LSNS)
is a far-right neo-Nazi political party that holds sovereigntist positions in foreign policy.
Their chairman Marian Kotleba and members of the party openly have pro-Russian
and pan-Slavic positions. In their program, we find a particular thesis: ,, We will enforce
Slovakia’s withdrawal from the NATO criminal pact and withdraw Slovak troops from
foreign occupational missions.” (Desatoro 'S Nase Slovensko 2022). After the out-
break of war in Ukraine, the party’s deputy chairman Martin Belusky spoke about the
neutrality of the Slovak Republic in the plenary session of the Slovak National Council.
He pointed out that NATO membership directly engages the Slovak people in conflicts
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and that the solution is Slovakia’s military neutrality. According to him, the citizens
should decide on this issue in a referendum. At the same time, he submitted a draft
resolution to the National Council to announce such a referendum (Martin Belusky:
Clenstvo v NATO néas priamo zapaja do konfliktov 2022).

The deputies who left LSNS after the internal conflicts in 2021 took over the
existing political party and renamed it the Republic party (Republika). The party is try-
ing to differentiate itself with its moderate rhetoric; on the other hand, there is a
strong staff continuity in party leadership between Republika and L'SNS. It is also pos-
sible to label it as a conservative and nationalist party. Significant program continuity
is also manifested, for example, in the attitude towards NATO: “This military organisa-
tion has no justification in today’s world. It only serves as an extended US hand in
Europe. [...] We favour the military neutrality of Slovakia, just as Austria, Switzerland,
Sweden, etc., are neutral.” (Pracovny program — Republika 2022).

Conclusion

In the 1990s, during the governments of Vladimir Meciar, the discourse on the
neutrality of the Slovak Republic and the high level of scepticism towards the NATO
was linked to the demand for a political and economic orientation towards the Russian
Federation. This claim has disappeared from mainstream political positions with the
arrival of strongly pro-European and pro-Atlantic governments. However, to a certain
extent, European integration facilitated the rise of populist or nationalist parties (Arz-
heimer, Evans, and Lewis-Beck 2017).

In Slovakia, the critical discourse against Slovakia’s foreign policy orientation is
gaining strength and voter support after the migration crisis that hit Europe, especially
after Euromaidan, the Crimean crisis. It happened thanks to the gradual deterioration
of the diplomatic dialogue between the Western countries and the Russian Federation
and the imposition of sanctions on Russia by the EU and its Member States. The nar-
ratives of the withdrawal of the Slovak Republic from NATO and the topic of Slovakia’s
military neutrality returned to the political mainstream since LSNS had become a par-
liamentary party and, together with Republika, they are represented at the national
level as well as in European parliament. Outside the political mainstream, the neutral-
ity claims come from non-parliamentary radical left-wing parties.

The parties on the other side of this foreign and security policy cleavage, sup-
porting Slovakia’s membership in NATO, are the establishment parties, primarily the
governmental parties: the conservative anti-corruption movement OLANO, the ne-
oliberal party Freedom and Solidarity (Sloboda a Solidarita, SaS) and the social-con-
servative party We Are the Family (Sme rodina). Neither the social-conservative SMER-
SSD nor the social democratic party Voice — Social Democracy (HLAS-SD) stand out for
withdrawing from NATO from the opposition parties. However, they strongly opposed
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the adoption of the DCA. Progressive Slovakia (Progresivne Slovensko, PS), a liberal party,
strongly supports Slovakia’s membership in NATO from relevant non-parliamentary
parties.

The escalation of tensions associated with the Russian military’s approaching
the Ukrainian borders at the turn of 2021-2022 intensified these moods. In the na-
tional context of Slovakia, the whole situation was exacerbated by the DCA approval
process. At the same time, the government was criticised for disproportionately
speeding up the entire process and for the absence of public debate. After the out-
break of Russian intervention in Ukraine, far-right and far-left parties sought to make
counteraccusation claims against NATO and USA by whataboutism rhetoric. They
drew attention to the bombing of Yugoslavia by NATO troops in 1999, the US invasion
to Afghanistan and the war in Irag supported by a coalition of willing. Claims from the
parliamentary opposition and non-parliamentary parties have repeatedly appeared in
various forms, proposing the military neutrality of Slovakia as a security solution that
is in the interests of the Slovak Republic and its citizens. At the same time, these par-
ties reject any provision of military assistance to Ukraine and perceive it as direct in-
volvement of Slovakia in the military conflict.

We can see that the foreign and security policy cleavage in Slovakia does not
take place on the line between the right and the left. It is not even a pure GAL / TAN
cleavage. In the issue of Slovakia’s military neutrality and NATO membership, on the
one hand, there are united nationalist, anti-globalist, and pacifist forces. On the other
hand, social democratic, socially conservative, conservative, liberal and neoliberal par-
ties represent entities that do not support the military neutrality of Slovakia.

Salaf.de and the interpretation of some concepts from the point of view of purist
Salafism

Abstract

Salaf.de is a website that, thanks to the fact that it spreads the content that is
identified with purist Salafism, is accessible on the Internet. So far, it has not been
blocked by the German authorities and is still accessible on the Internet. Therefore,
the person interested here can get acquainted with the Salafist faith and the view of
Salafists on various aspects of life, for example, the relationship with non-believers.
Here you can familiarize yourself with topics such as agida — the theological dogma of
Islam, the Koran, sunna, figh —Islamic jurisprudence, etc. On this page, interested par-
ties can familiarize themselves with the Salafist interpretation of terms such as al-wala'
wa-l-bara' and the phenomenon of foreigners, with the concept of human rights, or
with the status of women and many other topics. The content presented on this web-
site is not prohibited and can be found without any problems, unlike other websites
that German authorities have banned. But this does not mean that familiarization with
this content will not be the gateway to radical Salafism.

Introduction

The study presents the following works. Ist der Muslim fremd in dieser Welt,
written by Muhammad S. Al-Almany. In this work, its author deals with the phenome-
non of the foreigner and the ghuraba in Islam. Loyalitdt und Lossagung im Islam , in
which Sheikh Saalih ibn Fawzaan Al-Fawzaan discusses the principle of al-wala' wa-I-
bara'. A Misverstdandnisse Gber Menschenrechte im Islam, by Dr. Abdul Rahman Al-
Sheh, who deals with human rights in Islam in his work. The authors have conservative
views. However, the life values presented in this way appeal to many. It should be
emphasized that salaf.de is an officially permitted website, but the opinions presented
here are very conservative. Acquaintance with the basics of Salafist ideology can lead
to the fact that the interested party finds himself in the traditional Islamic values pre-
sented here and gradually slides towards radical Salafism. Conservatories can be at-
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tractive to individuals seeking meaning in life, and the texts through which they can
become familiar with them can open the door to succumbing to Salafist ideology.

Salaf.de and the interpretation of some concepts from the point of view of purist
Salafism

Salaf.de is a website that has not yet been blocked by the German authorities
and is still accessible on the Internet. This is because its content is included in the so-
called purist Salafism. Therefore, the interested party can get acquainted with the
views of Salafist preachers on many practical aspects of life, such as the relationship
with non-believers and the faith that is characteristic of Salafism. Topics that a believer
can familiarize themselves with are divided into categories: agida — the theological
dogma of Islam, Koran, Sunnah; figh — Islamic jurisprudence, chutba — a speech deliv-
ered by a scholar in the mosque, relation to non-Muslims, etc.

On the home page is a video in which Imam Hassan Dabbagn of the Al Rahman
Mosque in Leipzig condemns the attack in Berlin on 19/12/2016. Links to various web-
sites with religious content can also be found here. Among the many topics that this
website covers, we decided to present the issue of such phenomena as human rights
in Islam, the application of the principle of al-wala' wa-I-bara' and the phenomenon of
foreigners from the point of view of Salafist scholars, whose works on these topics are
on available on the mentioned website.

Specifically, it concerns the following authors and their works. Ist der Muslim
fremd in dieser Welt, written by Muhammad S. Al-Almany, deals with the phenome-
non of the foreigner — ghuraba in Islam. Loyalitat und Lossagung im Islam, written by
Sheikh Saalih ibn Fawzaan Al-Fawzaan, discusses the principle of al-wala' wa-I-bara'.
Misverstandnisse Uber Menschenrechte im Islam, in which the author Dr. Abdul Rah-
man Al-Sheha deals with human rights in Islam. It should be emphasized that salaf.de
is an officially authorized website, but the opinions presented here are very conserva-
tive. Acquaintance with the basics of Salafist ideology as presented by this site, which
is assigned to purist Salafism, may lead the interested party to find themselves in the
conservative values presented here. As it has been emphasized several times in this
work, these values are very attractive for many individuals looking for the meaning of
life, and the relatively undemanding texts with which they can familiarize themselves
create one way to succumb to the Salafist ideology. It should also be emphasized that
this is a site associated with purist Salafism, and this does not mean that a believer
thus acquired will continue to adhere to the interpretation of Islam as presented by
purist Salafists, but experience confirms that it is just the opposite.

Al-walad' wa-I-bara'. This principle was already briefly presented in the theoret-
ical part of the thesis. On the salaf.de website, the reader can familiarize himself with
how Sheikh Saalih ibn Fawzaan Al-Fawzaan interprets it in a work whose German title
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is Loyalitat und Lossagung im Islam. The original source was islamhouse.com. Here
one can find a large amount of material relating to the Salafist interpretation of Islam
in various languages. One of them is German. The basic duty of every Muslim is to be
friendly and loyal to all followers of Islam and at the same time to be hostile to the
enemies of this religion. That is why a Muslim must love people who recognize the
principle of tawhid and behave friendly and loyal towards them.

For the same reason, he despises people whom he refers to as ishraak — he is
hostile towards people who reject the unigueness of God and his right to worship.
Friendly relations with unbelievers are forbidden by Allah himself, even in cases where
relations with relatives are concerned. The prohibition of social connections with ad-
herents of other religions is documented in the sura «You who have believed, do not
take Jews and Christians as confidants. Some are confidants of others. And whoever
among you would take them as confidants belongs to them. Surely, God will not cor-
rect the wrongdoing of people. [Sura 5:51]»' Concerning unbelievers who do not
cause any harm to Muslims, good treatment is recommended, but at the same time,
an unbeliever should not become a friend of a believer. Even correct relations with
non-believers must not develop into friendly relations because they may lead to such
persons converting to Islam. Likewise, this principle does not mean believers cannot
do business with non-believers. The following verse of the Qur'an also talks about the
prohibition of friendly relations with non-Muslims: «You who have believed, do not
take confidants from My enemies and your enemies, you show them your kindness,
and they refused to believe in what came to you of the truth. They drive out the mes-
senger and you only because you believe in God, your Lord. If you have gone out,
pursuing the path | have determined and seeking my satisfaction. You show them kind-
ness in secret, yet | know better what you have hidden and what you have shown.
Whoever of you does this has gone astray from the straight path [Sura 60:1]»? The
Sheikh substantiates these claims with another quote from the Koran «You will not
find people who believe in God and the Last Day and who at the same time show
kindness to the one who opposes God and his Messenger (Muhammad). (58:22) «3
According to the author of the text, this is one of the essential elements of faith that
many believers miss, and therefore they often do not realize the error they are living
in when they speak of Christians as their brothers. The relevant part should clearly
imply not only the prohibition of relations with non-believers but also the command
for friendly relations with believers.

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He defines the external signs of loyalty and friendship towards non-Muslims as
follows:

The similarity in dress and expression. This condition is fulfilled by anyone who
imitates non-Muslims, for example, by imitating their customs, worship and behav-
jour, for example, even shaving their beards.

Living in infidel countries and not fulfilling the obligation to travel to Muslim
countries. Travelling to Muslim countries is a condition for a believer to protect his
faith, which is the duty of every Muslim, and his permanent life in the land of non-
believers is proof of his connection with them. Therefore, a believer is prohibited from
permanent residence in the countries of non-believers. Exempted from this obligation
are those who do not have the opportunity to travel or stay in the lands of non-believ-
ers because they are spreading their true faith. Travel to non-believing countries for
entertainment and relaxation is permitted only when necessary, such as for medical
care, business or study. Such a journey is permitted due to its necessity; after fulfilling
its goal, the believer is obliged to return to the lands of believers. In order to travel,
the following conditions must also be met: the public practice of one's faith, strong
personal faith, avoiding places that could lead one to temptation, and the believer
must constantly be on the lookout for the intrigues of unbelievers who will try to divert
him from the right path faith. One of the conditions for travelling to non-believers'
countries is spreading true faith among non-believers.

Supporting the unbelievers in their actions against Muslims and praising and
advocating the practices of non-Muslims, seeking the support of non-Muslims, trust-
ing non-Muslims and giving important positions to such persons. Non-Muslims are
supposed to be those who hate Muslims and plot treason against them. They enjoy
every failure of the Muslims and try to harm them in every way precisely because they
abuse the trust of the Muslims. The following parts of the Qur'an also prove this: «You
who have believed, do not take anyone other than yourselves as close confidants, for
they will not miss any opportunity to corrupt you. They want you to get into trouble.
Hatred oozes from their mouths, and what their chests hide is even greater. We have
made the signs clear to you if you understand.» %(3:118)

Another Surah to prove this statement reads as follows: «Behold, you love
them, but they do not love you, and you believe in the entire book. And when they
meet you, they say, 'We believe,' but when they are left alone, they bite their fingers
in anger against you.»? (3:118-120) Based on these verses, the prohibition against as-
signing unbelievers to confidential tasks is justified, as this allegedly enables them to
plot against the Muslims. This category should also include the employment of non-

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Muslims as labourers, professional drivers, educators, and employees in low-paid oc-
cupations who come into contact with Muslim families or Muslims in Muslim coun-
tries.

The use of the unbelievers' calendar and calendar is another sign. The use of
the calendar, which is tied to religious holidays and customs, is considered particularly
undesirable. Precisely in order to avoid this, the Muslim calendar should have been
introduced for them, which begins with the departure of Muhammad from Mecca to
Medina.

Praising non-Muslims and admiring non-Muslims includes extolling their civili-
zational achievements and admiring their skills without regard to their false religion.
This principle does not mean that Muslims cannot study the science of non-believers
as long as this study aims to acquire knowledge that will benefit the community of
believers. It also includes:

a) Participation in unbelievers' holidays.

b) Using the names of unbelievers.

c) Striving to obtain forgiveness for unbelievers from Allah.

The external signs of loyalty and friendship commanded by Allah towards Mus-
lims are defined as follows: Departure — hijra, to Muslim countries and leaving the
lands of non-believers. From an Islamic point of view, hijra forces a believer to protect
his religion. Traveling for this purpose is the duty of every Muslim until the Day of
Judgement. The only exception is the situation that does not allow him to leave the
country of the infidels, or his stay in the country of the infidels is connected with the
spread of Islam. Supporting Muslims with the commitment of one's life, money and
words in all matters. Regardless of whether this support relates to issues of religion or
everyday life.

It also includes:

a) Compassion for their suffering and joy for their achievements.

b) Fair dealing with believers.

c) Wanting good for Muslims.

d) Avoidance of believers being deceived. Doing good deeds towards believers.

e) Praying for the believers and asking for forgiveness and mercy from Allah.

Fair and dignified treatment of believers. This is also emphasized by the surahs
(49:11-12), which read as follows: «You who have believed, let not men mock men,
for perhaps they will be better than they, nor women, for perhaps they will be better
than they.» You who have believed, avoid much presumption, for some presumption
is the basis of sin. Do not spy or gossip about each other. Perhaps one of you would
be happy to eat the flesh of your dead brother, for which he would oppose you.»*

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To stand on the side of believers in every situation. Not only in good times but
also in bad times, when insincere believers often turn away from the true faith. These
hypocrites show themselves as those who side with the believers only in good times.

Visiting the faithful. He substantiates this claim with the hadiths in which the
Prophet emphasizes the benefit of meeting between believers in the name of Allah.
Respecting the rights of believers. This should be reflected when closing deals as fol-
lows: no one should offer for sale goods that have already been provided to the same
customer by another merchant. Also, no one has to offer a higher price for a product
if someone else has been interested in it before. Likewise, no one applies for the hand
of a woman who has already been asked by someone else before him. Based on how
people can claim to apply the principle of al-wala' wa-I-bara', people are divided into
three groups:

The first group consists of those to whom unconditional love belongs. This ap-
plies to the most devoted of believers, prophets, and martyrs. This category primarily
includes Muhammad as the Prophet of God, who should be loved more than any other
person. Immediately after Allah are the wives of the Prophet, members of the
Prophet's family, his companions, the first four caliphs, the so-called companions of
the Prophet. «muhaajiruun», who emigrated with him to Medina, residents of Medina
who took the so-called prophet «ansaar». «ahlu badr» — this is the category of Mu-
hammad's companions who fought with him in the Battle of Badr. Furthermore, they
are the so-called «ahlu bai'atu-l ridhwaan'«, they swore allegiance to the Prophet.
Another category is the taabi'uun as believers who knew the companions of Muham-
mad during their lifetime. Of course, the aforementioned al-salaf al-salih and their
great scholars must not be missing, especially the founders of the legal schools Abu
Hanifa, Malik ibn Anas, ibn Idris al-Shafi* and Ahmad ibn Hanbal.

The second group comprises those towards whom an utterly dismissive atti-
tude must be taken. This category includes all unbelievers, mushrikuun — associators,
hypocrites, apostates from the true faith — murtadduun, those who deviated from the
true faith and can no longer be said to be Muslims, so-called. mulhidduun. This atti-
tude is based on the sura (58:22), which reads: «You will not find a people who believe
in God and believe in the Last Day and who show kindness to the one who opposes
God and His Messenger.» 2

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The third group consists of Muslims who commit sins. Therefore, as Muslims,
on the one hand, affection and friendship belong to them; on the other hand, enmity
belongs to them for their sins and disobedience to Allah. Love for Muslims requires
pointing out their mistakes and not condoning them; they must be brought back to
the right path with the help of other Muslims. That is why they are commanded to do
good and forbidden to do evil. Punishments following Islamic law are to be used
against such persons. The purpose of these punishments is to bring believers back to
the path of correct faith.

Muhammad S. Al-Almany — Is a Muslim a Stranger in this World?

The concept of foreigner —ghuraba, comes from Muhammad's saying, in which
he says that Islam started as a foreigner and will return as a foreigner. Although the
overall context of this statement remains unknown, it has become one of the key ele-
ments of ideology for Salafists. He points to a small group of Muhammad's followers
who left Mecca for Medina with him. «The concept of foreigners is therefore related
to the concept of the hijra and the community of Abraham in the sense of severing
family and tribal ties and moral correction from corruption.»* The most important
characteristics of a foreigner are as follows. «To adhere firmly to the Sunnah? and to
shun any innovation in faith. This is how two types of alienation arise. The alienation
of foreigners from followers of other religions and the alienation of the followers of
the Sunnah from other sects of Muslims.»®

He deals with this issue in his article, which is available on the salaf.de website
and Muhammad S. Al-Almany. Like the text that dealt with the issue of al-wala' wa-I-
bara', this one can be found on islamhouse.com and is a translation from English to
German.

The introduction outlines the current situation of Muslims, who do not feel
part of the societies in which they live, on the contrary, they feel like foreigners. The
answer to the question of why this happens is that they differ from the majority in
their lifestyle. It is they who follow the principles of true religion, considering that all
living things, including heaven and earth, have voluntarily submitted to God's will, and
the only ones who have not done so are unbelievers. The life of Muslims cannot be
deviation. That this is so is proven by the author of the text together with the sura
(41:11), which reads as follows: «Then (God) fixed to the sky (istava means to ascend,
direct somewhere, etc.), which (the sky) was smoke and said to him (heaven) and

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earth: «Come (arrive) willingly (and obediently) or against your will.» They said (heaven
and earth): «We come willingly (and obediently).»?

Allah gave people a choice between obedience and disobedience, and the role
of the prophets was to warn them of the consequences of their actions. Thus, Muslims
submit to God voluntarily and live following Allah's will and natural order; therefore,
they are never truly alone. Every person is supposed to be born a Muslim and lose this
original religion only due to his upbringing. Thus, those who disobey Allah act against
the natural order of things and voluntarily submit to Allah are «so-called» foreigners.
A man was created to offer to Allah and no one but Him to fulfil only His command-
ments. Therefore, they can only worship Allah as a god. The one who does not follow
this principle will hurt his life.

In conclusion, the author claims that the believing Muslim, who thanks to his
faith submits to Allah and the commands of his Prophet, lives thanks to his faith in an
inner balance that never leaves him. He has a strength in him that always gives him
courage. Every day he can observe the positive impact of following Allah's command-
ments on his life and the whole society. It is evident to every Muslim that those who
act contrary to the laws of Allah and His Prophet are punished for their actions already
in their lifetime because Allah created everything and decides what is right and what
is wrong; the Muslim is never alone.

The concept of human rights in Islam, as understood by Dr. Abdul Rahman Al-Sheha

Abdul Rahman Al-Sheha is another scholar whose publication can be read by
those interested on salaf.de. It is a translation from Arabic into German language; it
provides an insight into the idea of human rights from the pen of a conservative Mus-
lim scholar. Right at the beginning, he talks about the three concepts of human rights
that dominate the contemporary world. The first conception places the rights of the
individual above the rights of society and is characteristic of a capitalist society. The
second place the rights of society above the rights of the individual and is typical of
communism. And then there is a third conception which assumes that there are indi-
vidual rights and societal rights. Strict regulations mutually regulate them. If they con-
flict, the rights of the society take precedence over the rights of the individual. He
identifies this concept with Islam.

In his work, he focused on human rights from the point of view of Islam, which
are based on the Koran, the Sunnah, and the sayings of the Prophet Muhammad,
which Muhammad himself was guided by, and their application would be beneficial
for all of humanity even today because it would achieve a higher level of security. The
Qur'an and the Sunnah are the essential sources of law by which society is to be gov-

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erned. They regulate not only the rights of the individual but also the rights of society
and protect the public interest at the same time. He criticizes the Western concept of
human rights; he sees its most significant weakness in the fact that international or-
ganizations that are supposed to supervise the protection of these rights often fail,
and human rights are violated in the world.

However, a condition for the protection of human rights
is the application of Islamic principles as they are contained in the sources of Islamic
law. The primary task of Islam is to provide for each individual's basic needs, which he
defines as follows:

Peace and security. According to the author, Islam should provide peace and
security for every person without distinction. Muslims do not have to worry about
being subjected to any threat. Corporal punishment should be used against persons
who violate this principle.

Securing food by ensuring that everyone has adequate work so that they can
provide for their basic needs, and when age or health reasons prevent them from
working, they are entitled to help from the government. Those who cannot work are
entitled to alms — zakat.
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The right to education is to be attained by every person, and every Islamic gov-
ernment must create the conditions that enable every person to achieve this educa-
tion. Muhammad's statement also evidences this: «Seeking knowledge (better educa-
tion) is a duty for every Muslim (male or female).»*

Equality in Islam: All Muslims should have equal rights regardless of skin colour,
country of origin or language, nationality or social status. «The distinction of people in
the face of Allah is based on their piety, honesty and obedience to Allah's orders.»? He
also bases his opinion on the following part of the Qur'an, which follows that all be-
lievers are absolutely equal before God and God will judge them according to their
piety and life: «People! We created you from a male and a female and made you na-
tions and tribes to know each other (not to fight or destroy). The most exalted among
you in the sight of God is the most God-fearing (not white or black, poor or rich, he is
the one who gains a high place in God's sight, but he is the most God-fearing). God
knows everything and is omniscient (he knows well what everyone does and how they
think). (49:13)»* Thus, according to Islamic law, it is necessary to treat all people
equally, regardless of social class or race. No one is above the law and protected from
the decisions of Islamic courts; therefore, the judgments handed down based on Is-
lamic law are equally valid for all. There are also no particular types of punishment for
a specific group.

Preserving social harmony is essential; therefore, every Muslim should have
the right to his country's natural resources. The government should actively create
jobs and use its country's mineral wealth to benefit its people.

Protection of religion. Since Islam is a religion destined for all humanity, Mus-
lims must further spread this religion and avoid radicalism. At the same time, Muslims
should avoid causing unnecessary hatred towards their religion and should strictly ad-
here to the Islamic faith while practising their religion. Adherence to the principle of
mercy is a matter of course.

Protection of life, property and state borders
Protection of religion. The jihad fighter should be aware that he participates in
it to please Allah. If the enemies of Islam stop fighting the believers, they must stop
fighting. Islam forbids killing people who are not directly participating in combat ac-
tions, and this applies to the elderly, children, women, the sick, medical personnel,
monks or the wounded. At this point, it should be pointed out that Abdul Rahman Al-
Sheha does not state that there is no complete consensus on whether killing the above

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population groups is really forbidden. «Some interpretations insist that other groups
of people can also be killed if they are proven to have helped enemy fighters.»* This
statement is also supposed to support the following verse of the Qur'an: «And when
the sacred months have passed, then kill those who associate partners with God,
wherever you find them and take them captive and besiege them and lie in wait for
them in each of the places. If they repent, perform the prayer, and give zakat, then let
them go. For God is forgiving and merciful (9:5).»?

Torturing captives and humiliating them or keeping them in excessively small
cells is forbidden until they die from lack of food and water.

Protection of the human body. Human life is highly valued in Islam. Therefore,
very severe punishments are meted out to anyone who violates this principle, it even
allows revenge against individuals who harm others, and the death penalty is applied
to those who intentionally kill themselves. Such a criminal will also be punished in the
next world, where he will not escape the righteous wrath of Allah. There is a strict
prohibition of suicide because the purpose of human life is to serve Allah. It is not
permissible for a person to abuse his own body, even to perform a sacrifice for Allah.
Protection of the mind. A person should protect his spirit to perform his religious du-
ties properly. To make this possible, the believer is forbidden to use drugs, various
poisons and alcohol, which could have a negative impact on the performance of his
religious duties.

Protection of marriage. Islam strictly forbids infidelity and behaviour that
could induce infidelity. Looking at a strange man or woman, the presence of an un-
married man and woman without the presence of a third person are considered such
activities. Inappropriate touching is also prohibited. Infidelity is punishable by stoning
but must be confirmed by four independent witnesses.

Protection of property is punishable by death under Islamic law. Since it is a
severe punishment, the following conditions must be met for its execution: the stolen
items must be locked, the thief must not steal to secure his livelihood, and the value
of the stolen item must be sufficiently high. If the judge decides not to punish ampu-
tation, the following punishments can be given: imprisonment, fine, and public flog-
ging.

Other categories that Islam pays attention to are: protection of offspring, kin-
ship, adoption of children, recognition of children by the father, rejection of children
by the father if it is proven that they are not his, changing a woman's name after mar-
riage is prohibited and is an expression of rights and women's freedom, protection of
the weak and disabled — this also includes seniors who can no longer work. Protection

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of the so-called national wealth: all mineral resources are public property. This means
that the income from them must be used to cover the needs of the population.

Rights to Allah: Allah has the exclusive right to be worshipped by man. There-
fore, one must submit to him out of conviction. Only Allah has the right to be wor-
shipped. Therefore, every action of people must be in accordance with Allah's will. For
this reason, obligatory prayers were established. Even zakat alms are a way for a per-
son to prove his piety and, at the same time, do good deeds. This is evidenced, for
example, by Sura 92:18 «Who gives (from himself) his possessions (from what God
has given him) and purifies himself (gives from his possessions for the purposes that
God has determined to purify his possessions and himself). (92:18)»* Fasting has a
similar purpose, as it leads a person to better resist temptations. Participation in the
pilgrimage to Mecca and regular worship are a matter of course.

In connection with the performance of a religious service, observance of ritual
procedures is required, from which there are exceptions if circumstances prevent
their implementation. For example, if there is no water available for the ritual or if the
woman is menstruating. Old and sick people who cannot fast are also exempted from
fasting. A pilgrimage to Mecca is obligatory, but if an individual does not have suffi-
cient means, he can postpone it until he can afford it financially.

Rights of the husband. They are based on the belief that men are more rational
than women. Therefore, a man must take care to protect the interests of the family,
but in no case must he behave like a tyrant. A woman is to be obedient to the orders
of a man as long as they do not contradict the commandments of Allah or His Prophet.
A woman must not demand things from a man she cannot provide. A woman's role is
to protect property and children. Watching a woman's honour means she does not
leave the house without his permission.

Rights of the wife. The wife is entitled to a dowry; without a dowry, the mar-
riage contract is invalid. If a man has more than one wife, they are entitled to equal,
fair treatment by the husband. All wives must be provided with the same living condi-
tions, have the same opportunities to dress and spend the same amount of time with
each one. If he does not fulfil these conditions, he is acting unfairly.

A man must treat his wives with care and friendship and be able to solve every
problem. A wife has the right to a satisfactory level of intimacy with her husband and
to spend sufficient time with family members.

Financial security. A man is obliged to support his family financially. He has to
provide suitable housing for the family and adequate material security for the mem-
bers of his household regarding finances, health care, and clothing. A man must pro-
tect his wife's secrets. A man has no right to speak publicly about his wife's shortcom-

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ings. He must not reveal intimate relationships in public because marital relationships
are sacred according to Islam. Spouses should consult each other about their plans. A
man should not always be dominant, and his judgment should not always be automat-
ically considered correct. One of the duties of a man is to create a pleasant atmos-
phere in his home. He must be friendly and attentive to his wife or wives and children.
A man must not bring his family members into a dangerous situation or expose them
to it. He must also ensure that his wife or other family members do not move in bad
company.

Protection of property is another duty of a man, the responsibility to protect
his wife's private property. He is not authorized to seize her personal property without
her prior permission. The same applies to financial operations that relate to his wife's
finances. Similarly to their wives, Muslims should also treat their children, who have
the right to fair and equal treatment and material security. A Muslim also must main-
tain good relations with other relatives.

The rights of the rulers are based on the following part of the Koran. «You who
have believed, obey God and obey the Messenger and those among you who are in
charge of matters (who are entrusted with deciding public affairs). And if you dispute
about anything (with these authorized people), then refer it (with the dispute) to God
(to what God has sent down to you in the Qur'an) and to the Messenger (Muhammad
during his lifetime), if you believe in God and on the Last Day (the day that will be the
last day in earthly life, after which will come the day of resurrection and the day of
judgment). Therein lies the good (for you), and it leads to a better (and more appro-
priate) interpretation (of what you are arguing about). (4:59)» A good Muslim must
obey his ruler. This is true only as long as the ruler adheres to the Koran, and then
obedience to the ruler is identical to obedience to God.

On the contrary, opposing the ruler's command is the same as opposing Allah.
In the case of the ruler's advisers, it is essential that they, too, act for the benefit of
those whom the ruler rules because the ruler of the Muslims must be constantly re-
minded of what his subjects lack. A nation has to support its ruler in times of crisis.

The rights of the nation towards the government. No one may be specially fa-
voured based on belonging to a particular social class or group. People in Islamic soci-
ety have a right to have their opinion known by the government on economic and
social issues. Ideas, as long as they benefit the general good, must be considered by
the government. The laws of Islamic legislation are the Sharia, the Koran and the Sun-
nah. Individual interpretations of legal texts are not allowed. A ruler of Muslims should
be merciful, show respect to the elders, be friendly to the youth and be considerate
to people of the same age.

1 KORAN p. 134.
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Rights of workers and employers. The employer must have a relationship with
his employees based on equality, goodwill and Islamic belonging; at the same time, he
has the right to ensure that the employees maintain good relations with their em-
ployer. The salary must be agreed upon before starting the employment relationship.
Employees should only receive work that they can handle themselves, and if it is not
such work, the employer should help them with it. However, they must fulfil their du-
ties as well as they are capable and must not belittle their work.

Every person in Muslim society has guaranteed rights, regardless of religion.
These rights include The right to a lawsuit against someone who violates that person's
rights. He has the right to bring this oppressor to justice. The plaintiff and the defence
are to be equally heard before the judge. Every person is presumed innocent unless
proven guilty by the law. A suspect may not be forced to confess by torture. No one
must be judged for the mistakes of others; punishment must always be given only to
the responsible person.

Husbah is a system of voluntary liability based on Shariah. It rests on the prin-
ciple of enjoining good and forbidding evil so that Sharia can be enforced. Sharia en-
sures discipline for all and prevents illicit behaviour. People charged with upholding
this principle of voluntariness control all illegal behaviour such as theft or fraud. They
supervise the state of public facilities and their repair. Everyone should be able to take
on this role in a Muslim society based on their abilities. At the end of his work, the
author also presents the Islamic Declaration of Human Rights, which is based on the
Sharia and the Koran, which is already expressed in the first article, which talks about
the fact that all people are servants of Allah, at the same time emphasizing the equal-
ity of people regardless of race or colour skin. Protection of life is an obligation based
on Sharia. The protection of the family and marriage goes without saying. Formally,
women have the same rights and responsibilities. Everyone has the right to education.
Slavery is prohibited, and colonialism is condemned. The demand for the state to en-
sure every person a job and the right to an adequate income is attractive. Artistic ac-
tivities and works must follow Sharia. Everyone has the right to health care, safety and
property protection. Punishments for crimes are based on Sharia, and everyone has
the right to a fair trial based on it. No one can be arrested without the existence of
legal grounds. Everyone has the right to express their opinion under Sharia freely. The
media must not be abused to insult the Prophet, and topics that could lead to divi-
sions, disunity and damage to the faith are prohibited. All rights and freedoms in this
declaration are based on Sharia. The opinion that Sharia is not modern enough for
today is wrong, but on the contrary, it is suitable for every time, place and people.
Sharia regulates the relationship between man and God, but also the relationship be-
tween people, the relationship between man and society, and with other countries.
And no non-believer can be forced to convert to Islam by force.
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Conclusion

Salaf.de is a site with Salafist content. So far, it has not been banned like other
similar sites operated by the organizations Millatu Ibrahim and Tauhid Germany,
which had jihadist content. In his work, Sheikh Saalih ibn Fawzaan Al-Fawzaan affirms
the principle that a true Muslim should be friendly and loyal to all followers of Islam
and hostile to the enemies of this religion. Muslims should not only have friendly re-
lations with Muslims, but should also not maintain friendly contacts with them. Mus-
lims should not imitate the non-believers in dressing, as long as it is possible not to
travel to the countries of the non-believers and, on the contrary, try to travel to the
countries of the believers. Observance of the calendar of infidels, alliance with infidels
against other Muslims is considered equally inadmissible. On the contrary, it is the
duty of a Muslim to travel — hijra, to Muslim countries, support Muslims, treat believ-
ers fairly and with dignity, stand on the side of believers in every situation, visit believ-
ers, respect the rights of believers. The most devoted believers deserve love and ad-
miration, on the contrary, unbelievers and those who have strayed from the true faith
deserve eternal damnation Muhammad S. Al-Almany — Is a Muslim a Stranger in this
World? Muslims feel like foreigners. This is because they are the only ones who follow
the principles of true religion. Everyone is born a Muslim and due to wrong upbringing,
this religion is lost only as a result of their upbringing, therefore those who voluntarily
submit to Allah are «so-called» foreigners. Dr. Abdul Rahman Al-Sheha claims that the
concept of human rights should be based on the Qur'an, the Sunnah and the sayings
of the Prophet Muhammad, and the application of human rights based on these
sources would benefit all people. The Koran and the Sunnah successfully determine
the rights of the individual and society and protect the public interest. If human rights
are to be protected, they should be governed by the sources of Islamic law.

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The article tests the assumption that political transition in some countries can
be incomplete, at least for a very long period of time, or restored even after the com-
pletion of democratization and consolidation of democracies. This is done based on
both the modernization, as well as transitological and institutional interpretation of
political transition. Empirically, the comparative analysis was carried out on the basis
of the case of Ukraine, particularly by taking into account the dynamics of develop-
ment and making a correlation between the options (more democratic or more auto-
cratic) of hybrid political regime and various options of systems of government (pri-
marily semi-presidentialism) in Ukraine. It is stated that semi-presidentialism can cer-
tainly contribute to democratization and completion of political transition in Ukraine,
but only in the case of further approval and prolongation of its premier-presidential,
rather than president-parliamentary version. This partly corresponds to the logic and
choice of systems of government in Central and Eastern European countries, which
use parliamentarized systems of government.

Keywords: political regime, transition, system of government, hybrid regime, Ukraine.

The issues of political transition have been very popular in Political Science for
about half a century, although they are considered by different groups of researchers,
in particular the representatives of modernization, transitological and institutional ap-
proaches/paradigms. Therefore, various scholars have developed different ideas over
a long period of time about what political transition is, what the types and directions
of political transition are, what stages does political transition consists of, as well as
what consequences does political transition leads to, etc. However, probably the most
interesting question, especially in the light of the realities that the world is facing in
the recent decades, concerns whether political transition in a particular country and
generally (that is theoretically) must necessarily be completed, including in the format
of initially democratization and later liberalization or consolidation of democracy, etc.
Or on the contrary, can political transition be interpreted as “never-ending” one? Since
certain country is able to show more democratic or autocratic features in one or
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another case, which of course are influenced by various factors, including political
traditions, political culture, inter-institutional relations, design of political system, etc.
This article proposes to answer this question using the example of Ukraine, which is
often positioned (both by theorists and practitioners) as the case of incomplete or
ongoing transition to democracy. However, it is proposed to do this simultaneously at
the background of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe (Bulgaria, Croatia,
Czechia, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia),
which (according to a number of scientists) have completed or almost completed their
transition and became consolidated (sometimes semi-consolidated) and liberal de-
mocracies on the eve of their accession to the European Union. On the other hand,
these countries were not chosen by chance, since other researchers and various re-
search projects have recently noted the processes such as the “erosion” of democracy
both in the world in general, as well as in European countries in particular. Therefore,
Political Science faces the question of whether a consolidated and liberal democracy,
which has completed its transition to democracy at first glance, can “erode” and de-
consolidate, entering a new “round” or format of transition, including in another di-
rection (and therefore understanding) than the transition toward democracy. At the
same time, special emphasis in this context will be made on the structuring of political
transition due to the identification of peculiarities of relationship between political
regimes’ transition and dynamics/transition of systems of government in Ukraine at
the background of Central and Eastern European countries.

The stated issues are multifaceted ones and have been considered in a whole
array of scientific elaborations. In particular, the phenomenon of political transition
and its options are discussed by such researchers as D. Acemoglu and J. Robinson?,
L. Anderson?, M. Bratton and N. van de Walle?, M. Bernhard?, A. Croissant®, M. de Melo,
A. Gelb and C. Denizer®, D. Epstein, R. Bates, J. Goldstone, I. Kristensen and S. O’Halloran’,

the processes of “erosion” of democracy in Europe (including in Central and Eastern
Europe) and the world, which are actually a manifestation of the fact that previously
established and even consolidated democracies will not necessarily remain so (the
same) in the future. Finally, such researchers as P. D’Anieri, R. Kravchuk and T. Kuzio®,
A. Karatnycky'©, P. Kubicek!?!, T. O’Brien??, O. Reznik'3, M. Riabchuk#, L. Shelley*®, note
the peculiarities of political transition in Ukraine, but they rarely correlate the

parameters of the transition of political regime and the dynamics/transition of system
of government in Ukraine.

Taking into account the ideas of various researchers mentioned above, as well
as based on our own assumptions, we consider it appropriate to initially dwell on re-
flections on what political transition is and why political transition should be studied,
in particular within the modernization paradigm as a basic framework regarding the
definition of the latter. | would like to start my consideration with some theoretical
aspects, particularly regarding the essence of political transition as such. It is well
known that the issues of political transition are very popular in Political Science, as it
is evidenced by the array of its researchers mentioned above. The questions about
political transition are traditionally addressed starting with the so-called “third wave”
of democratization, although it is purely logically obvious that they were also inherent
in previous “waves” of democratization. Nevertheless, considerations about this be-
came especially obvious on the example of post-communist transformations (in vari-
ous spheres of socio-political and socio-economic life), which began at the end of the
20 century. A specificity (very strange as for the modernization paradigm) of nowa-
days is that researchers and practitioners increasingly highlight the fact that the cases
of the so-called “never-ending” political/democratic transition still happen. This is
even despite the fact that the post-communist countries of Europe were mostly de-
mocratized and even integrated into the European Union, and therefore their transi-
tion should have been completed by the formation of consolidated democracies (with
the exception of some new member states of the European Union, which were inte-
grated within the status of semi-consolidated democracies).

Consequently, the first question that arises in this context concerns what tran-
sition is and what it is like. If we think about transition within the framework of the
modernization paradigm, then it is the process of change of a political regime of a
particular country to democracy, which takes place during the period of political mod-
ernization of society. Therefore, transition in such a case is synonymous and specified
mainly as democratic transition or democratization. Thus, political transition is an in-
terval change from undemocratic or autocratic political regime to a partly or fully dem-
ocratic political regime. Such a political transition should be supplemented by the pro-
cesses of legal and political breakdown of institutions and practices of undemocratic
(autocratic) political regime. As a result, there initially is an establishment and after-
wards strengthening of the network of democratic institutions and practices of civil
society, as well as consolidation of the democratic functions and roles of state and
institutional structures, etc. In general, this means that political transition under the
modernization paradigm is something like a “drive” towards democracy and its con-
stant improvement (in other words, it is about choosing and consolidating democracy
instead of autocracy).
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Given this, it is quite obvious that democratic transition in such a sense should
be finished with establishment of consolidated democracy in a particular country. That
is why manifestations and ways of democratic transition under modernization need
special attention, particularly in Europe. It is well known that this process took place
for a very long time and consistently in Western countries, in particular initially in so-
cio-economic sphere and later in political sphere. Instead, post-communist countries
tested and even effectively used the logics of simultaneous transition in different
spheres. Therefore, scholars believe that some of these countries have even over-
come the so-called “dilemma of simultaneity”, that is the triple or even quadruple
post-communist transformation from single-party dominance to competitive and mul-
tiparty democracy, from a planned economy to a free market, as well as from an im-
perial system to a nation-statel. The successful result was the integration of Central
and Eastern European countries into the European Union in 2004 and 2007 (Croatia
did it even later). It was revealed and confirmed by the dynamics of changing their
political regimes in the direction of greater democracy. This can be confirmed by the
Table 1, which is created on the basis of data of the “Freedom in the World” project
by the organization “Freedom House”?2. In addition, similar conclusions and results can
be obtained based on the application of other top comparative projects, in particular
“Polity 4 or 5”* and “Democracy Index”* by the EIU. Thus, the project “Freedom in the

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World” that we used proposes to rank political regimes based on the evaluation and
comparison of political rights and civil liberties. According to this project, the lowest
score means the highest level of freedom and democracy, and the highest score
means, on the contrary, the lowest level or even no freedom. Using the project data,
we present the situation and quantitative indicators regarding freedom or democracy
in Central and Eastern European countries at the beginning of post-communist tran-
sition (in particular, in 1991), on the eve of joining the EU (in particular, in 2003; alt-
hough some sample countries entered the EU later, than in 2004), in the first year
after the beginning of global financial and economic crisis (in 2009), as well as by
means of the latest data as of 2021 (estimated in 2022). In addition, the situation in
Ukraine is also presented here, but it will be described in more details below. In gen-
eral, a result was obtained that demonstrates the success of democratic transition in
the region on average. However, | suggest paying attention to the Table 1 data high-
lighted in grey.

What stands out from these data in Table 1, in addition to everything men-
tioned above, is that the expected completion of political transition in the direction to
consolidated democracy in Central and Eastern European countries, which was very
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often talked about before and immediately after the accession to the European Union,
is sometimes not the “end” at all. Since there are regressive processes and something
like deconsolidation or “erosion” of democracy, for example in Hungary and partly in
Poland, as well as some decrease in freedom and democracy in Bulgaria, Lithuania and
Slovenia. Even more complex processes are the characteristics of Ukraine, where the
quality of democracy is either decreasing of increasing, but this country is almost al-
ways positioned as partly free! (we will discuss this in details later). All these can be
traced from the proposed Graph 1, where the previous data are highlighted graph-
ically and in dynamics.

Then what is “never-ending” political transition and can transition at all be un-
derstood differently and within other paradigms, in particular transitological and in-
stitutional ones? On the one hand, “never-ending” political transition is a temporal
prolongation of measures to establish a network of democratic institutions and civil
society practices. Nevertheless, on the other hand, “never-ending” political transition
is about the inhibition of the processes of consolidation of democracy, primarily due
to opposition of the ruling elite. Consequently, political transition within the transito-

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logical and institutional paradigms should be understood not necessarily as the tran-
sition of a political regime to democracy, but generally as an interval transition from
one political regime to another, even within the subtypes of this regime. As a result of
political transition, the established or institutionalized political regimes of the past are
rejected or denied, and new configurations of the rules are constructed instead. How-
ever, it also happens that a particular country “migrates” and “varies” between differ-
ent options of one and the same political regime or between different dynamics of
their development.

In this context, the case of Ukraine is of especial interest. Let’s visually look at
the dynamics of political regime in Ukraine in 1991-2021, particularly on the basis of
the same “Freedom in the World” project be “Freedom House” (see Graph 2 below).
What can we see? The best indicators —at the level of 2,5 points and the status of the
so-called free country — Ukraine had in 2005-2009, during the presidency of V. Yush-
chenko. In all other time periods, Ukraine has been characterized as the so-called
partly free country, although it is designated as an electoral democracy by the “Free-
dom in the World” project. At the same time, the worst indicators — at the level of 4
points — were during the second term of L. Kuchma’s presidency in 2000—2004. It was
after this and as a result of this that the so-called “Orange Revolution” took place in
Ukraine, which became a factor for democratization and democratic transformation
of Ukraine. Quite similarly, we notice fluctuations in the level of freedom and democ-
racy in Ukraine in relation to each president of this country. Therefore, it was similarly
one of the main reasons for the so-called “Revolution of Dignity” in 2013-2014.

Therefore, the level of democracy in Ukraine increases in one case, and de-
creases due to an increase in the level of autocracy in the other case. This reveals a
kind of “never-ending” transition of political regime in Ukraine, but simultaneously
prompts the search for the reasons of the former, including institutional ones. If we
do not go into details, we could call Ukrainian political regime a hybrid one throughout
the entire political history of independent Ukrainian state since 1991. However, in my
opinion, this is not the case, since this regime is volatile one and fluctuates from one
option to another, particularly more or less democratic, etc. There are lots of factors
that influence the explanation of one or another type of political regime and the na-
ture of political transition in each country, including Ukraine. These are actually polit-
ical and administrative factors, the level of electoral participation and competitive-
ness, the guarantee and implementation of human and citizen rights and freedoms,
the level of corruption, socio-economic indicators, etc. However, | believe that the
main thing in this context is something else, as well as something that primarily and
initially unites the aforementioned factors.

That is, something more systemic that follows from the very definition of po-
litical regime as such. It is common knowledge that political regime is a way of obtain-
ing and exercising political powers, but rights and freedoms go further instead. | am
convinced that the systemic institutional framework of a certain country, in particular
inter-institutional relations in the triangle “the head of state — governmental cabinet —
parliament”, has a decisive influence on the political regime in this regard. Therefore,
it is appropriate here to appeal to the category of system of government. Systems of
government can be various, including presidential, semi-presidential or mixed,
parliamentary and even semi-parliamentary ones. Presidential system of government
(presidentialism) is characterized by a popularly elected for a fixed term president, as
well as by presidential administration or cabinet (with or without prime minister) not
collectively responsible to parliament, but to president (as in Brazil, Cyprus, Indonesia,
Mexico, Singapore, Turkey, the USA, etc.). In turn, parliamentary system of govern-
ment (parliamentarism) has a non-popularly elected for a fixed term president, as well
as a prime minister and cabinet who are collectively responsible solely to parliament,
but not to president (as in Estonia, Germany, Greece, Hungary, India, Israel, Italy, Lat-
via, etc.). Finally, semi-presidential system of government (semi-presidentialism) is
characterized by a popularly elected for a fixed term president, as well as by prime
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minister and cabinet who are collectively responsible at least to parliament or both to
parliament and president (as in Finland, France, Georgia, Lithuania, Moldova, Poland,
Portugal, Romania, Ukraine)!. For each country in political transition, the choice of
system of government is probably the most difficult and important task. Its solution —
primarily through the adoption or revision of constitution — somehow affects the en-
tire framework of political system, the political process and socio-political life, and
thus a future political regime and nature of political transition.

However, the case of Ukraine is very specific even in this context, since this
country chose semi-presidentialism, but this choice was incomplete one. Compared
to other Central and Eastern European countries, Ukraine started to solve the task of
choosing its system of government very late. Since its constitution was adopted only
in 1996, but not in the early 1990s as in most other cases in the region. At the same
time, Ukraine turned to the option of the so-called semi-presidential or mixed repub-
lic, which it has consistently used since 1996. This constitutional system of govern-
ment is characterized by the position of popularly elected for a fixed term president,
as well as by the institution of cabinet headed by prime minister, who are collectively
responsible (or may be dismissed) primarily or necessarily to parliament (and there-
fore possibly both to president and parliament). A similar system of government in
Ukraine was factually used before the adoption of the constitution, although it was
rather weakly regulated. Instead, the only exception was the period of 1995-1996,
when Ukraine was a temporary case of presidential republic. At that time, the presi-
dent simultaneously acted both as the head of state and the head of the executive,
and cabinet was mainly responsible exclusively to the former, but not to parliament.
However, | do believe that this hides the biggest and the most significant problem and
the reason for the never-ending political transition in Ukraine. Since the choice of
semi-presidentialism in Ukraine has not become a complete and accomplished fact.
At least as a result of the fact that this system of government changed from one option
to another and vice versa, and this happened more or less simultaneously with the
change of Ukrainian presidents?.

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| don’t want to go into details, but there are several classifications of semi-
presidential system of government that demonstrate that it should not be viewed as
a single entity, but rather as a mixed category®. Nevertheless, it is appropriate to refer
to the most used and widespread classification of semi-presidentialism into such op-
tions as president-parliamentary and premier-presidential systems. The latter is
mostly called parliamentary-presidential system in Ukrainian Jurisprudence and Polit-
ical Science. Nominally, these two types are options of semi-presidentialism, since
they are distinguished within its definition and do not interrupt it?. Instead, the main
difference between them is who (from a constitutional point of view and nominal reg-
ulations) can dismiss cabinet headed by prime minister. It is only parliament in the
case of premier-presidential system or both parliament and president in the case of
president-parliamentary system. Thus, it follows from this that changing even one ar-
ticle of constitution (which talks about the possibilities and subjects of cabinet or
prime minister resignation) can mean the change in the format of semi-presidential-
ism (see Table 2 for details on the example of Ukrainian semi-presidentialism).

It is clear that Ukrainian semi-presidentialism is cyclical and volatile one. For
example, during 1991-1995 — the time of presidency of L. Kravchuk and partly L. Kuchma —
Ukraine factually (before the adoption of its constitution) used president-parliamentarism
with dual collective responsibility of cabinet and a peculiar balance of powers between
the president and parliament. In 1996—2006 — during the presidency of L. Kuchma —
Ukraine also used a president-parliamentary system, but in practice it was characterized
by a much stronger president.

After the adoption of changes to constitution in 2004 and their implementation
from 2006 to 2010 — during the presidency of V. Yushchenko — Ukraine shifted to
premier-presidential system with collective responsibility of cabinet solely to parlia-
ment. As a result, the powers of president were significantly limited in favor of prime
minister. However, the next president of Ukraine V. Yanukovych did not like this and
“pushed” in 2010 through the Constitutional Court of Ukraine a decision on the un-
constitutionality of changing the system of government in the past. As a result, semi-
presidentialism in Ukraine until 2014 was again implemented through the option of
president-parliamentary system, where the president once again prevailed. The
Ukrainian semi-presidential system of government made another and the last turn
after the “Revolution of Dignity” in 2014, once again becoming a premier-presidential
republic. Accordingly, it follows that within the framework of never-ending political
transition, Ukraine is characterized by never-ending institutional transition. To show
this, let’s superimpose the dynamics of political regime transition in Ukraine on the
dynamics of institutional transition or cyclical change of systems of government in this
country. This is indicated on Graph 3 and Table 3. What can we see?

As it is evidenced, there is a direct relationship between the level of democra-
tization or autocratization of Ukrainian political regime and the choice of president-
parliamentary or premier-presidential options of semi-presidentialism. This directly
proves that hybrid political regime in Ukraine in 1991-2021 is not a monolithic option
of a completed political transition. Since president-parliamentary system in Ukraine
(especially during the presidencies of L. Kuchma and V. Yanukovych) contributed more
to centralization and monopolization of power, as well as autocratization of the hybrid
political regime. Some scholars even called this format of a hybrid political regime as
electoral or competitive autocracy®. Instead, premier-presidential option of semi-
presidentialism (especially during the presidency of V. Yushchenko, as well as partly P.
Poroshenko and even V. Zelenskyi) contributed (at least according to “Freedom in the
World” project?) to decentralization and demonopolization of power and thus to de-

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mocratization of the hybrid political regime in Ukraine. The latter is typically charac-
terized as an electoral democracy (see Table 3 for averaged scores).

This puts on the agenda the main problem to be solved within the never-
ending transition story in Ukraine. The fact is that Ukraine has always been character-
ized by the desire of presidents to dominate the executive and the political system as
a whole. This, in turn, largely autocratizes the political regime of Ukraine and is one of
the reasons for the incomplete democratic transition in this country. Thus, the con-
struction of democratic country in Ukraine must take place through the correction and
reformation of its system of government. Even regardless of the strength of presi-
dents, prime ministers and parliaments, etc. On the one hand, the goal should be to
correct the defects of repeated “privatization” of constitutional development and a
kind of “revolutionary constitutionalism” in Ukraine. On the other hand, attention
should be paid to growing importance of the institution of parliament within for-
mation and responsibility of cabinets and in determining the key political actor in the
executive. In general, this should gradually direct political regime and system of gov-
ernment in Ukraine to the European model of parliamentary democracy, where the
primary role in controlling the executive is given to parliament, but not president. The
actual systems of government in Central and Eastern European countries are the proof
of this. Since they have never tried president-parliamentary system, but instead use
either parliamentarism or premier-presidential option of semi-presidentialism. Given
this, their transitional mistakes and problems are rare and less complicated than in
Ukraine.

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Ambitions and reality of Turkey’s Central Asia policy

Abstract

When the Soviet Union collapsed in 1991, Turkey began to intensify its efforts
aimed at enhancing its regional standing in Central Asia, where four out of five repub-
lics are Turkic-speaking countries. These socio-political, religious and military activities
are intended to expand Turkey’s influence in this significant region. The purpose of
this paper is to analyse the ambitions and the reality of Turkey’s Central Asia policy
from economic and political perspectives. The paper explains institutional aspects of
this process as well as the role of soft power. The author has come to the conclusion
that despite Turkey’s increased efforts in Central Asia, its plans seem to be overly am-
bitions in many aspects.

Introduction

Recently, the international community has rightfully turned its attention to-
ward the armed conflict in Ukraine. It is, however, overshadowing the events that are
unfolding in other parts of the world and determining their future, including Central
Asia. The Taliban takeover, the unrest in Kazakhstan and the subsequent involvement
of the Collective Security Treaty Organisation (CSTO) in this country are all raising
questions about future developments in this region.

In the context of these events, we have observed several activities conducted
by Turkey, which aspires to lead the Turkic world and seeks to acquire a greater role
comparable to that of the major actors — Russia and China. The beginnings of these
efforts are associated with the dissolution of the Soviet Union [3]. On one hand, this
event diminished the role of Turkey as a forward base of the Western Bloc. On the
other hand, it opened up new opportunities to spread its influence in the new repub-
lics of Central Asia. The main tool Turkey used to pursue its goals was its development
model, which combined the secular democratic political system, the respect for Is-
lamic values as well as the socially oriented state policy and market economy [5].
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Ethnic and religious similarities of Central Asian republics might serve as an-
other argument in favour of Turkey’s role as a representative of the Turkic-speaking
world within the international arena.! However, the post-Soviet countries in this re-
gion were not willing to be under the influence of another “leader”. As a result, Turkey
began to strengthen its ties with Central Asian countries thoughtfully and gradually.

1. Economic cooperation

One of the key tools Turkey uses to strengthen its influence in the region is
enhanced economic cooperation. First and foremost, Ankara views Central Asia as a
high-potential region in terms of investments in transport infrastructure. New high-
ways and transit routes are necessary for elimination of infrastructure dependence of
the post-Soviet republics on Russia. By the late 2020s, Turkish investments in Central
Asia had reached 85 billion U.S. dollars [22].

Over the past few years, Turkey has invested in several large projects, namely
the international sea port in Ashkhabad and the Turkmenbashi Seaport [16]. In 2020,
the TAV Airports Holding acquired 100 % of the shares of Almaty Airport, in the largest
city in Kazakhstan. Turkey has also come up with ambitious future plans. Alongside
with China, it intends to build a trans-Caspian transport route, the Middle Corridor,
which will connect the countries of the Turkic world. The corridor will allow Turkey a
direct entry into Central Asia, which will subsequently lead to increased exports of
goods and imports of raw materials. This region is of the utmost importance to Turkey
also in terms of diversification of energy supplies. Ankara is seeking to increase sup-
plies of gas from Kazakhstan via the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan pipeline and from Turkmeni-
stan via the Trans-Anatolian pipeline, which is the part of the Southern Gas Corridor
project. These plans mean that Ankara seeks to become a significant energy hub for
Eurasia, through which Europe will obtain gas from Russia, Central Asia, Azerbaijan
and the Eastern Mediterranean [10].

It is important to emphasise the fact that Ankara has a considerable potential
to achieve its goals. Turkey’s economy is strikingly different from economies of Cen-
tral Asian states. As a result, it can satisfy these countries’ demand for the goods they
themselves do not produce. However, import volumes are constrained by the lack of
infrastructure [4]. In the period between 2010 and 2020, the trade between Turkey
and the countries in Central Asia had increased from 5.5 billion U.S. dollars to 6.3

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billion U.S. dollars. Nevertheless, this volume amounts to only about 1.5 percent of
Turkey’s foreign trade turnover [14].

Turkey trades especially with Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan. The foreign trade
turnover with both countries exceeds 2 billion dollars, yet Turkey does not even be-
long to the top three largest trading partners of either country. As it is difficult to
compete with Russia and China, Ankara’s successes in building up its presence in Cen-
tral Asia are much less notable in comparison with what these two prominent actors
have achieved [14].

2. Military cooperation

In addition to economic cooperation, Turkey is also making efforts to
strengthen its military cooperation with the countries in Central Asia. Its bilateral ties
with these countries have recently reached a new level, which might also lead to the
creation of the “Turan Army”, a military alliance of Turkic-speaking countries. The first
steps towards this initiative were taken in 2013, following the founding of the Organ-
isation of the Eurasian Law Enforcement Agencies with Military Status (TAKM).! Ka-
zakhstan has also expressed its desire to join the TAKM. The purpose of this organisa-
tion is to promote cooperation between the military law enforcement agencies of its
member states. The TAKM aims to combat organised crime, terrorism and smuggling
in the Caucasus and Central Asia. Even though it had the potential to become a plat-
form for communication between all law enforcement agencies in the region with
Ankara in charge, the TAKM has not achieved any remarkable successes yet.

The talks on boosting military cooperation between Turkey and Central Asian
countries began after the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict was resumed in 2020. In Octo-
ber of the same year, amidst military hostilities, Turkey’s Defence Minister Hulusi Akar
visited Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. During this visit, Turkey and Uzbekistan signed an
agreement on military and military-technical cooperation and the Turkish-Kazakh
strategic partnership was also under discussion. Experts regarded these events as the
beginning of the project aimed at building a unified Turkic army [7]. The talks on the
“Turan Army” intensified again after Turkish Foreign Minister Mevlit Cavusoglu vis-
ited Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan in March 2021. The creation of an Ankara-
led military and political bloc might enhance Turkey’s standing in the race for regional
leadership.

Even though this project is ambitious, Turkey’s plans may be disrupted by sev-
eral factors. Firstly, other influential forces in Central Asia, such as Russia, China and
Iran, might perceive the creation of the “Turan Army” as a threat to their security.

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Secondly, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are members of the Collective Security Treaty
Organisation (ODKB), while Turkey is a NATO member state. When these countries
enter a new alliance, the question that inevitably will arise is what their status will be
in the traditional alliances and whether they will be able to maintain it at all. After all,
Turkey needs to achieve greater progress in other areas of cooperation before build-
ing the “Turan Army”. What is more, military integration is impeded by the lack of an
appropriate level of resources in the broad sense.

3. Soft power

In the 1990s, Turkey relied on economic levers and a broad spectrum of soft
power tools in Central Asia. Its policy in the region was based on several areas, such
as promotion of Turkish language, culture, history and education system. Ankara is
now pursuing several primary goals, including especially the creation of a “new Turkic
identity” based on an idea of a cultural and religious communality that entails a single
complex of values underpinning the worldview of peoples in the Turkic-speaking
world. In the future, it could become a platform for more effective interaction from
economic and political perspectives [11]. In addition, it is of the utmost importance
to Turkey to maintain ties with ethnic Turks, who are capable of lobbying its interests
abroad and creating favourable conditions for promotion of its international activities.
This might be achieved especially by preserving and increasing the knowledge and
awareness of Turkey’s and Turkic peoples’ history, culture and language by means of
educational programmes for bilingual children, educational events dedicated to the
country’s history and culture, and so on. Turkey also needs to create and enhance its
“new image”, which has been undergoing a dramatic transformation since 2010. Ini-
tially, the “Turkish model” was presented as an effective synthesis of Islamic values,
democratic social principles and a prosperous market economy. Since 2010, however,
Turkey has been aiming for an image of a “global defender of Muslims and Turks” due
to several domestic and international factors, such as the Arab Spring and the trans-
formation in the politics of the ruling Justice and Development Party. To reach these
goals, Turkey disseminates products of Turkish popular culture, primarily Turkish cin-
ema and the entertainment sector as a whole. Doing so, Turkey seeks to bolster its
status by raising awareness of its culture, history and religion among the countries of
the region. These activities are closely associated with increasing humanitarian assis-
tance provided to Central Asian countries, which entails infrastructure and logistic
projects rather than cash payments or debt relief.

4, Institutional foundations of Turkey’s Central Asia policy
The institutional component of Turkey’s Central Asia policy is one of its most
controversial elements. On one hand, there is a vast network of institutions that the
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country has been using intensively since the 1990s. On the other hand, there is unde-
niable fragmentation and low efficiency of these institutions and their structure,
which is their major weakness. That is why this aspect needs to be taken into consid-
eration when studying Turkey’s regional policies and status. The existing network of
institutions can be divided into several groups.

The first group is composed of the Cooperation Council of Turkic Speaking
States (renamed the Organisation of Turkic States in 2021) and a number of organisa-
tions operating under its auspices [13]. Currently, Turkey considers this organisation
to be the central venue for integration and interaction of Turkic states. Its involve-
ment in settling the unrest in Kazakhstan proves Turkey’s efforts to increase its im-
portance. Today, the organisation comprises Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tur-
key and Uzbekistan. Its branches include the International Organisation of Turkic Cul-
ture (TURKSQY), the parliamentary Assembly of Turkic-speaking countries, the Inter-
national Turkic Academy as well the Turkic Culture and Heritage Foundation. These
institutions focus on spreading and strengthening cultural ties, promoting political di-
alogue and research into the Turkic world as well as preserving and protecting cultural
heritage of Turkic-speaking peoples.

As far as the global purpose of this group is concerned, we need to bear in
mind that it is intended to develop effective integration among the members of the
Turkic world based on strengthening cultural, educational, socio-political and eco-
nomic ties. This is all based on Turkey’s concept of a unified Turkic world and Turkic
identity.

The second group of institutions is associated with educational and socio-cul-
tural elements of Turkey’s Central Asia policy, which represent its main pillar. It is
worth mentioning the activities conducted by the Yunus-Emre Foundation [20, 8] and
the Turkish Maarif Foundation (TMF) [17], which was founded under the Law No.
6721 adopted on 17 June 2016. The foundation is committed to promoting Turkey’s
education system. It supervises Turkish educational institutions abroad and deals with
the issues related to education of foreigners in Turkey. The TMF is involved in all
stages of education — from pre-school stage until university education. In addition, it
is tasked to train educators, conduct scientific research, publish academic papers and
carry our other educational activities that are in line with laws and regulations effec-
tive in the countries where individual activities are performed.

The TMF has built up official contacts with 104 countries and has founded rep-
resentative offices in 52 countries. What is more, it has been conducting its activities
in 67 countries [9]. The Turkish Maarif Foundation owns nine training facilities in Af-
ghanistan, Germany, Austria, France, Kosovo, Belarus and Belgium, one university in
Albania and 42 dormitories hosting around 40,000 students all around the world. It
carries out activities in 332 schools, universities and training facilities in 43 countries.

The foundation has 7,327 employees abroad, including 405 Turkish citizens. In addi-
tion to current educational activities, it has signed 65 various protocols on opening
new schools. The TMF serves as an entrance gate into Turkeys’ international educa-
tional activities that contribute to strengthening cultural and civilisation interaction.
Alongside the Ministry of National Education, the foundation is the only entity author-
ised to provide educational services abroad. As a non-profit education foundation, it
is entitled to control institutions at all stages of education [9].

It is important to highlight the fact that the TMF has intensified its activities in
reshaping the vast network of educational institutions established by FETO. This or-
ganisation is believed to be directly involved in arranging the military coup in Turkey
that was put down in 2016 [2].

The Presidency of Turks Abroad and Related Communities — YTB — [21], which
was established on 6 April 2010, is another important institution. It is tasked to coor-
dinate activities with Turks living abroad associated with the Turkish Scholarship Pro-
gramme. The YTB promotes Turkish education system, language, history and culture
abroad. Dozens of institutions in Central Asia are directly linked to these activities.

Supporting socio-cultural activities are carried out also by the Presidency of
Religious Affairs (Diyanet) that operates in more than 140 countries, promoting reli-
gious education and making people familiar with Turkish cultural values through a
network of schools, universities, courses, etc. [12].

The third group of organisations is dedicated to humanitarian efforts, trying to
implement the programmes proposed by Ahmet Davutoglu at the beginning of the
new millennium. These institutions focus on humans and their existence from a global
perspective. One organisation that is worth mentioning is the Turkish Cooperation
and Coordination Agency — TIKA — [18], which was originally orientated towards Cen-
tral Asia. The TIKA is the major institution engaged in providing official development
aid offered by Turkey as a member of the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD). The Agency has expanded its activities far beyond Central Asia,
running its projects in the Middle East, Africa, Latin America and so on. Today, Turkey
ranks among the biggest donors of humanitarian assistance (in terms of aid-to-GDP
ratios). The main recipients of Turkish humanitarian assistance have changed signifi-
cantly over the past decade. Even though the humanitarian efforts have shifted to-
wards the Middle East and Africa, Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan are still among the top
ten most preferred countries [15]. In addition, there is a number of supporting organ-
isations, such as Kizilay [19], the Disaster and Emergency Management Presidency of
Turkey — AFAD — [1] and others that are generally important for humanitarian policy.
They, however, do not focus primarily on Central Asia.
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Conclusion

Turkey is currently seeking to position itself as a leader in several regions of
the world, including the “Turkic world”, in order to highlight its global role of a rising
power within the multipolar international system. Its policy in Central Asia is one of
the strategies to accomplish this goal. Despite heightened activities and ambitions,
Turkey’s Central Asia policy has a lot of features that constrain its efforts. Even though
its activities in Central Asia are compared to those that Russia has been undertaking
since 2015 within its “return” to the Middle East policy, the truth is that Turkey still
remains a minor player in Central Asia. The security issues and its inability to get di-
rectly involved in resolution of crises, which is mainly the privilege of the Russian Fed-
eration, prove that its efforts are still limited. Despite Ankara’s active rhetoric used in
the area of military operation, Turkey actually puts the main emphasis on the areas
where the influence of other players is limited, such as culture, education, economy
and humanitarian assistance. This orientation, however, does not prove the success
or efficiency of Turkey’s policy given the specific way how the outcomes of untradi-
tional foreign policy tools are demonstrated.

The problems related to Turkey’s efforts to become a central power in the re-
gion and the prevailing bilateral interaction based on the Pan-Turkism ideology also
constrain Turkey’s policy. In fact, the efficiency of the existing institutional framework
for mutual interaction remains low. One of the main problems is the lack of Turkey’s
domestic sources (financial, military, technological, etc.) in comparison to other ac-
tors in Central Asia (Russia and China in particular). Furthermore, Ankara still uses,
although much less noticeably, a multilateral approach in its foreign policy.

The above-mentioned constraints indicate that despite its increased Central
Asia policy efforts, in the long term, Turkey’s plans seem to be overly ambitions. This,
however, does not negate its growing importance for Central Asia with regard to
building strategies for third parties (Russia, China, etc.). Events can take a positive turn
for Turkey as long as it deepens its economic cooperation with Central Asian coun-
tries, which might complement its cultural and humanitarian efforts and create the
foundation for its influence in the region.
