Podnikatéské prostredie sa diaka digitalizacii stava produktivnejSim, zvySuje sa
transparentna’scenovej politiky, a takisto sa znizuju transaé naklady.

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Digitalna ekonomika prinasa revoluciu v sposobenalkyajiny, podniky a jednotlivci
vedu svoje podnikanie (Parakala, 2008).

Na toto
dielo nadvazuje publikacia, ktort autor napisgb@lgpraci s Anthonym D. Williamsom v roku
2006 — Wikinomia. Pdéh Tapscotta Zijeme v revaloej dobe, kedy dochadza k rozvoju
kolaborativnej ekonomiky, v ktorej m6zu existéweed’a seba milibny samostatnych tvorcov,
ktori sa mézu spéfaa spol@nej vytvara hodnoty vo vne prepojenych siach.

Medzinarodny menovy fond (2008) vo vSeobecnostiquge digitalizaciu hospodarskej
¢innosti ako z&lenenie Udajov a internetu do vyrobnych procesproduktov, novych foriem
spotreby domacnosti a vlad, fixneho kapitalu, caabinych tokov a financii. Uvadza aj, Zze
digitdlna ekonomika jéasto definované vo V¥mi zkom zmysle slova ako on-line platformy
a aktivity, ktoré su umiestnené na tychto platfoemaavsak v SirSsom zmysle slova su to vSetky
aktivity, ktoré vyuZzivaju digitalizované udaje.&@@’ou digitadlneho hospodéarstva v modernych
ekonomikéach je teda cela tato digitalna ekonomika.

Ako
uvadza Svetova banka (2016) vo svojej StudiéeppouzivatBov internetu sa za posledné
desdrocie viac ako strojnasobil, ato z 1 mid. uzivYate v roku 2005 na priblizne 3,2 mid.
uzivatdov vroku 2015. To znamena, Fedia, podniky avlady su prepojené viac ako
kedykd'vek predtym.

1.1Vyvoj podnikov digitalneho sektora

a zazitych procesoch, ktoré boli postavené na asuobstyku. Ako uvadza OECD (2018),
rozdiel medzi spoknog’ami fungujacimi na zaklade trasiych obchodnych modelov
a spol@nosti, ktoré pracuju na zaklade novych schém (ahue chain, value network a value
shop) sa v mnohych pripadoch nedaju jasne definokzaistuje celé spektrum podnikov
zaloZzenych na tragihom pristupe, podnikov kombinujucich tré&ay a novy digitalny pristup
az po podniky s novymi digitalnymi znakmi podnikani

Takmer do vSetkych ekonomickych sektorov viac alemenej vstapili informéné
a komunik&né digitalne technologie. Nasledujuci Gtafl ukazuje narast ptu spol@nosti
s on-line webovou pritomntsu v rokoch 2009 a 2017 vo vybranych Statoch.

Nejedna sa o priamy
dbkaz toho, Ze tieto spdloosti vyuzivaju nové obchodné Struktary, ale mogredpokladé
rastucu tendenciu ich vzniku.



2 Vyzvy a otazky v oblasti zd#ovania digitalnych spol@nosti

Nové formy podnikania — digitalne spéfwsti zmenili spésob podnikania, myslenia
a prace. Pokroky v digitalnych technologiach transiuju sposob fungovania firiem, ako aj
Struktiru a spodsob, akym t®fia vo svetovom hospodarstve. Digitdlne podnikageie
vytvaranie novych obchodnych navrhov spojenim édiggho a fyzického sveta (Gantner,
2014). Integracia ekonomik, nové alternativy podnie a nachadzanie novych
podnikatéskych moznosti vedu doraz intenzivnejSim diskusiam o zdaneni digitédnyc
spolanosti. Rychlog a rozsah zmien spésobenych digitalizaciou prirndzeyustili do
doésledkov pre davy systém.

Eurépska komisia (2018) uvadza, Ze efektivnaiodéd zaaZzenie spolinosti
podnikajtcich v EU na zéklade novych obchodnycbve'a nizSie ako je to pri traghych
obchodnych modeloch. Digitadlne spé&hosti podnikajuce napieStatmi Unie dosahuju
efektivnu déovu sadzbu na arovni 9,5 %, zditigo efektivna daova sadzba pri trathych
obchodnych modeloch je viac ako 23 %. NiZSikod& z&aZenie pre digitdlne spaioosti tak
moZe vies k naruSeniu obchodnejtaZe. Nové déové pravidla by teda mali odzrkama’
poziadavku na vyrovnanie konkutgych podmienok medzi spaloog’ami. Vziadom na
medzinarodné podnikanie digitalnych spwlosti je nutné viesdiskusie o ich optimalnom
zdaneni na medzinarodnej trovni.

2.1 Prvé kroky k zdaneniu digitalnych spol@nosti

Zaciatok diskusii o zdaneni digitalnych sp&osti priniesol balik opatreni na Grovni
OECD - BEPS (Base Erosion and Profit Shifting).tdea¢ny plan boja proti erézii davej
zékladne a presuvaniu ziskov dostal realnu podolakw 2015. Prvé myslienky o potrebe
spolazného planu na zdolanie vyziev v oblasti irolzania, ktoré so sebou prinaSa podnikanie
21. storgia sa vSak zamli vynara pcocas finagnej a hospodarskej krizy v roku 2008.
Ekonomicka kriza znamenala pre fiSkalnu politikktéd¢ zmenu v podobe restrikcie viadnych
vydavkov a zvySovani, predovSetkym nepriamych d&mave vtom hospodarsky lwei
nepriaznivom obdobi sa snahy nadnarodnych gpokii o zniZzovanie d@vej povinnosti stali
eSte viac viditenymi. Nadnarodné spataosti neprispievali k fiSkalnej konsolidaatn nutne
vyustilo k vy§Siemu zdsovaniu jednotlivcov. Situacia v ztlavani nadnarodnych spdlwosti
dostala jasnejSie obrysy v roku 2013, kedy bolalipobana sprava ,Action Plan on Base
Erosion and Profit Shifting,” ktorej hlavnd myslien bola zdaova® zisk, tam kde prebehla
ekonomicka aktivita, ktora ho vytvorila. Po dvoabkoch bol program BEPS dok&sny
a pozostaval z 15 sprav venovanych novych vyzvarlasti zdanenia. Na dokument OECD
reagovala aj Eurépska unia, Vadom na to, Ze jejlenské Staty sa zaviazali k spat@mu
dodrzZiavaniu d&ovych pravidiel na drovni Unie. Vznikla tak smemidktora je zavazna pre
vSetkyclenské Staty, obsahujuca a implementujuca prvky88e&plnena d’alSie opatrenia.

Prvym z opatreni, ktoré priniesol BEPS sinb& vyzvy digitalnej ekonomiky. Hoci
sa moOZze zda Ze digitdlna ekonomika je iba jednym z problénmmanenia stasného
podnikania, je treba podotkt\iZe presahuje aj do inych oblasti a nepriamogassdu aj inych
opatreni, ktoré BEPS deklaruje. Z dokumentu vygiyna hlavné charakteristiky digitalnej
ekonomiky, ato vysok& mobilita, tendencie k mormdaiu trhu a sigové efekty. Z tohto
popisu je zrejme, Ze problém zdanenia digitalnyabla&nosti je nadnarodnou vyzvou.

Opatrenie Daové vyzvy digitalnej ekonomiky prinieslo opatrenieramci dane
z prijmov pravnickej osoby a dane z pridanej hogndramci dane z prijmov pravnickej
osoby sa zaviedla modifikacia definicie stalej piazkarne, tak aby predaj tovarov a sluzieb
uskut@neny dcérskou spataog’ou bol zdaneny na Urovni dcérskej sgalasti nie na Urovni
materskej spoknosti. Sdasne doSlo k Uprave vynimiek z definicie stélejpdzkarne, tak
aby sa vynimky wgahovali iba na pripravné a pomoafignosti a nebolo mozné zneuzivanie
vynimiek z definicie stélej prevadzkarne. V ramgrav zdaovania prijmov pravnickej osoby
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priSlo aj k uprave manudlu pre transferové cenywuastnickych pravach k nehmotnému
majetku a odstraneniu inforaych asymetrii medzi davym subjektom a spravcom dane.
Uvedené pravidla mali prisgiek zdaneniu prijmov, ktoré nepatria pod Ziadnuiodya
jurisdikciu. Odpordania v ramci prvejasti BEPS sa venuju aj dani z pridanej hodnotgjto t
oblasti doSlo k odporianiam pri uéeni Statu zdanenia pri sluzbach poskytovanych
cezhranine. Ide hlavne o zjednoduSenie registracie subjaidwua z pridanej hodnoty v State
uréenia a zrusenie limitov pri dovoze malych zasielok.

Z uvedeného vyplyva, Ze koncepcia BEPS komplexn@sieproblém zdiéovania
digitalnych spolonosti. Uklada vSak odpafané pravidla na zmiernenie eréziendeeho
zakladu najma pomocou institltu stalej prevadzkdPogreba uceleného zdanenia digitalnych
spolanosti nebola koncgpe vyriesena na trovni OECD ani na Urovni EU, kiasécepciu
BEPS sice rozSirila, nie vSak dostate v predmetnej problematike.

2.2 S¥asné navrhy opatreni v ramci zd#éovania digitalnych spol@nosti

Medzi hlavné argumenty pre zmenu zdanenia prijmo&vipckych osob patri
mySlienka, Ze stasné nastavenie medzinarodnéhonmdania prijmov uz nezodpoveda
modelom podnikania s vysokou mierou digitaliza€llenské Staty Eurépskej Unie sa zhoduju
na tom, Ze tato téma je dolezita je potrebné vehmjazvysenu pozornds Neexistuje vsak
zhoda o tom, ako by mala tato zmena vyzezakladna myslienka vSak zostava rovnaka, a to,
zdaiova’ zisky spol@nosti v tej daovej jurisdikcii, kde bola vytvorena hodnota.

Eurépska unia rozdelila diskusiu v ramci nového ssdl zdaovania do dvoch
samostatnych rieSeni:

1. DIhodobé rieSenie — plan zamerany na reformu pralvaddani z prijmov pravnickej
osoby. Zmena je iniciovana v podobe i#olania zisku v mieste, kde ma digitalny
podnik vyznamnu interakciu s uzZivhte jeho sluzieb prostrednictvom digitalnych
kanalov.

2. Docasna rieSenie — plan, ktory matbyplatnosti do terminu vytvorenia, schvalenia
a prijatia dlhodobého planu. Jeho Ulohou je poktyadtivity digitalnych spolénosti,
ktoré v sidasnosti nepodliehaju zdaneniu.

2.3 Vizie a problémy v oblasti zdanenia digitalnych spoénosti v Eurépskej anii

V suvislosti s rieSenim zdavania novych foriem podnikdigkej ¢innosti boli
21.3.2018 Eurépskou komisiou vydané 2 navrhy sraerni

Dlhodobé rieSenie sa zameriava na reformu existtjpravidiel zdanenia prijmov
pravnickych os6b ato tak, aby dochadzalo k zdanemsku tam, kde podnik vykazuje
interakciu vyznamného charakteru s uzithatieprostrednictvom svojich digitalnych kanalov.
Jedna sa o koncepciu tzv. vyznamnej digitalneppritosti, ktord nahradzuje pojem fyzicka
pritomnos, ktory bol délezitym pri tragnych formach podnikania.

Docasné rieSenie Rady pred@@né rieSenie naproti tomu navrhuje zavedenie ar@gyi
dane z obratu. Zamerom je zavedenie tejto danalgkystupila do platnosto mozno najskor.
Docasné rieSenie a nepriamandaobratu by mala byplatna do doby, kym neddjde ku
globalnemu konsenzu na péde OECD, pripadne kymjdeddorijatiu smernice pre dlhodobé
rieSenie na urovni Europskej Unie. Kratkodobé nesSena spdsobiaj zvySenie politického
tlaku na posun vo vyvoji agendy na urovni OECD. époslednom rade ma tiez zamddzi
digitdlnych spolonosti. Takuto Upravu davej legislativy avizovalo nieK&o ¢lenskych
Statov Unie, ktoré k nej pristupia v pripade, alitognia na strane Unie nebudu v khaimej dobe
prijaté.

Zavedenie kratkodobého rieSenia tejto prelomovejode] otazky poth navrhu
smernice (COM 2018 148 final) by znamenalo zavezleavého typu dane. Tento navritipa
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s 3 % sadzbou dane, zdaifitgmi prijmami su pobfh navrhu: cielena on-line reklama,
spristupnenie digitdlneho rozhrania pre interakeiivat¢€ov, predaj uZivatskych dat.
Smernica stasne zavadza 2 regising prahy pre osoby povinné ptadiai, a to sumu 750 mil.
EUR celosvetovych prijmov a 50 mil. EUR zdaliitgch prijmov dosiahnutych v EurGpskej
anii. Tieto registréné prahy musia by splnené stasne. Navrh definuje aj lokalizaciu
uzivaté&ov digitalnych sluzieb a navrhuje sp6sob geolokaeigaklade IP adresy.

Dosiahnutie zhody na urovni Europskej Unie je gdenej otazke zavedenid, uz
krdtkodobého alebo dlhodobého rieSenie zdaneniatdltigch sluzieb problematické.
Zavedenie smernice si vyZzaduje jednoniigsiezhodu vSetkychlenskych Statov. Dosiahnutie
tejto zhody v s@iasnom stave Eurdpskej Unie nebude jednoduché, hgddaji mu
d’alekosiahle vyjednavania a politické kompromisys®e/alenie smernice by znamenalo, Ze
niektoré Staty sa budd snaziment’ vliastni daovu legislativugo méze mé vyrazny dopad
nielen na ich Statny rozpet, ale aj na prilev zahra&nieého kapitalu.

Zaver

Ciel'om predkladaného prispevku bolo predstavenie nényeyyvoja ekonomiky, a to
ery digitalnej ekonomiky. Jej vyvoj so sebou pren@gelomové zmeny vo vSetkych oblastiach
ludského Zivota, v spdsobe komunikacie, vzdelavap@dnikania. Prave zmeny v oblasti
podnikania su tymi, na ktoré sme v prispevku sdsirenaSu pozornas Zmena
podnikatéského prostredia vplyvom digitalizacie vedie k \Araniu novych podnikakskych
modelov. Vzniknuté podnikaiské modely sa od tych tr&diych liSia vo véa smeroch
a podnecuju vedecké i odborné diskusie. Okrem poxith aspektov, ktoré so sebou priniesli,
ako je znizZenie transé&kych nakladowi zvySovanie produktivity, prinasaju aj mnohé otazk
ktorymi je nutné sa zaoberalednou z tychto otazok je 2zaevanie novych foriem podnikania,
ktoré rozvojom digitalizacie vznikaju.

Eurdpska komisia uviedla, Ze efektivnaiohee zaaZzenie digitalnych spodaosti je na
arovni 9,5 %, zatik ¢o tradiné formy podnikania zaloZzeného na fyzickej pritosino
podnikaju s efektivnou davou sadzbou az na Urovni 23 %. Je preto potreboberd sa
otazkou ich zdanenia tak, aby ich zvyhodnenia vopedizSieho deového zéazenia neviedlo
k naruSeniu hospodarskej taide a nebolo pre tragié formy podnikania diskrimigaé.

V prispevku sa venujeme aj diskusiam o optimalnodaneni digitalnych spotoosti
prebiehajlucich na medzinarodnej Growiniyz na arovni OECD alebo na Urovni Eurépskej Unie.
Eurépskou komisiou boli v roku 2018 predlozené ahnvrhy smernic v snahe o rieSenie
uvedeného problému, ato dlhodobé rieSenie a liéatk® rieSenie. V procese
pripomienkovania a schiiavania je v stasnosti kratkodobé rieSenie, ktorého navrhom je
zavies nepriamu da z obratu, a to do doby prijatia dlhodobého riedalebo komplexného
rieSenia na urovni OECD. V decembri 2018 na sttetRCOFIN sa kratkodobé rieSenie
zdanenia digitalnych spainosti nestretlo so suhlasom, a teda nebolo na UEawopskej Unie
prijaté. DoSlo vSak k vSeobecnej zhode o potrebgeriia zdanenia digitalnych spiosti

a v diskusii sa bude v roku 2019 palaeat’, pricom kratkodobé rieSenie bude prepracované.

Vzhradom na problematick6gdiskusii a politicky tlak je nutné uvazava moznom
neschvaleni tohto rieSenia. Situacia so sebou ppabbne prinesie reakcie Statov, ktoré uz
avizovali, Ze ak dohoda nevznikne budu otazkuadania digitalnych spotmosti riesf na
Grovni Gpravy vlastnej devej legislativy. Takéto Upravy by vsak pheili roztriestenos
Statov unie v déovych otazkach a pre hospodarstvo tychto Statoladdyhrozbou v podobe
zniZenia prilevu zahrafého kapitalu.

In the case of property purchase for the Suburlh paBratislava, all the Condo
Payments were more expensive than Rent Payments2aftyears. For making the Property
purchase equally to Rent Payment, the variabledsteate should start to decline after 10 years
in 6.5% which is less likely in the Slovakia. Theerest rates have reached their minimum
levels these days and the forecast from NationakB®é Slovakia is predicting the interest rates
to rise again. Annual Savings are reflecting pesitralues, in which the down payment is
already included. Annual Savings calculated frorndin Payment with the Conservative
interest rate after 10 years is represented bytipesralues until the 19th year of mortgage
repayment, which means that mortgage repaymenbwithore expensive than Rent Payment
until that time. The same scenario is visible ie #nnual Savings 2 is calculated with
Progressive interest rate. The turnover can be isetie 22th year, from which the Mortgage
repayment is becoming more advantageous for teetiine buyer. The bottom of the table
shows, the total difference between Condo paymemdLAnnual Savings 1 is 45 522.71 in
favour of renting a property instead of buying one.

Return on Investment is determined by the postdash flow which is the same scenario
as in the City Centre property purchase. The pasffiash Flow is determined by seemly high
average nominal income. The Return on Investmeitt saggests that according to that level
of income purchase of dwelling is effective and lddoe determined by positive 34.39% of an
investment.

Conclusion

In both cases of the property comparison for St@/dhe Return on Investment showed
the positive cash flow and therefore, the investnieio the property purchase seems to be a
wise decision. The average incomes are slightfgidint for the different parts of Slovakia, the
same principle is enforced in the case of properiges. Bratislava as the capital city of the
Slovakia had significantly higher property pricescomparison with the rest of the country.

However, the wages and costs connected with livirtgis area are higher as well. As
the mortgage interest rates are decreasing therdkeafter mortgages is increasing. With the
increasing demand after mortgages the propertyhpsecdemand is rising as well. Supply as
the number of built properties which are prepared gurchase is increasing constantly
according to high demand on them. This fact isidg\wprices up by higher proportion that it
was in the past. The purchase of properties outsidie city centre is convenient for those
first-time buyers, who are working in the city dmalve higher incomes.

Even though the Rent Payment of the suburb arbalier than Condo Payment, the
Return on Investment ratio is still suggestingghechase option. Return on Investment for the
Bratislava city centre reached 25.56%, that is lothan the efficiency of the investment by
purchasing a dwelling in one of the suburb arepsesented by 34.4% of return and higher
income of individuals living in this suburb arednerefore, according to the research question
whether to rent or to buy, and taking into the odestion another factor as future appreciation
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of the property in the capital city and low mortgagterest rates, the results are stated in favour
of purchase option for the Slovak market.

More generally, the current paper provides anwger of the options which consumer
critically considers according to the differentergst rate development. The model is not
considering other factors as state of the busiogske which are the recommendations for
future research.

territory of the corresponding administrative-temial unit. On the territory of an administrative-
territorial unit, local self-government bodies nimgyparties to the social dialogue within the limits
of the powers determined by the legislation;

- at the local level lawyers whose subjects areptimaary trade union organizations, and
in the absence of them - representatives (repratbezg) of the workers freely elected for
collective bargaining; the employer's side, thejetts of which are the employer and / or
authorized representatives of the employer.

The purpose of the participation of employers' nizgtions and their associations in the
social partnership is contractual regulation anghrowement of social and labor relations,
achievement of mutual understanding, compromisésdam the parties of social partnership,
prevention of the emergence and settlement ofcolkelabor disputes (conflicts).

2 State and social partnership

The task of the state as one of the participantisarsocial partnership is mediation in the
coordination of the diverse interests of the suisje€tlabor relations. Therefore, the main function
that the state carries out in the mechanism ogspairtnership - is the coordination of actions of
social partners, reconciliation of parties, pratacof public interests.

Social partnership means that the state intenolgg¢osene in a market economy in order
to increase the welfare of people. The state assugsponsibility for the fair distribution of
resources in society. The purpose of the socighpeship is to clearly define the functions of the
partners, which will allow everyone to earn a wedined income. Social partners must first of
all fight for the principle of equitable distribon of the product produced.

Social partnership is a prerequisite for ensuringtanable economic development and
strengthening community peace in society. Its faromeand development is one of the important
directions of state policy, improvement of the lalpotential of the state and socio-economic
relations. It is necessary to emphasize thattitesstate that performs such an important function
as the creation of a legal basis for the settlenménsocial and labor relations with the
establishment of minimum guarantees at the sta#s fer hired workers in their workplace

Unfortunately, there is no legal definition of a&d partnership today. In essence, social
partnership, according to S. M. Prylypka, O. M. &&renko, N. M. Klymenchuk is a multifaceted
phenomenon that greatly affects the socio-econgptere of life, where labor relations are one
of the key components. In the doctrine of labor,lthve problem of social partnership is a subject
to discussion, the very concept of "social partmigishas no unambiguous interpretatfon.

Indeed, today there are many thoughts about speghership, but they all mainly
determine its purpose, place, principles, etc. Heeesome definitions: the Institute of Labor

"itis voluntary, based on the independence andlagwf the parties, close interaction (dialogue,
consultations, negotiations) of organizations anttepreneurs in the course of creation and
application of labor norms, both national and in&tional, as well as in the resolution of labor
disputes.*® A.F. Nurtdinova adds this characteristic of sogiaitnership to the fact that in the
social sense it is a way of reconciling the intexed workers and employers in order to ensure
social peacé’ Z. Ya. Kozak substantiated the notion of sociatnEaship as a complex of social
relations, the basis of which are relations thatcdosely linked with the labor, and relations that
are social, economic, cultural, legal in the prgcafsinteraction of subjects of law with respect
to the search for compromises and the solutiomiéctive, labor and socio-economic issues, the
application of peaceful ways of resolving dispuitgdrests-® Social partnership is considered in
the West as a sociological and ethical conceptaagdnizational principle, which includes the
cooperation of social partners - the parties téective labor relation$’

O. Ya. Lavriv has definesglocial partnership in the field of labor law ag/atem based on
cooperation a system of relations between hirekersr employers, the state on solving socio-
economic issues in the field of labor, solving abeind labor conflicts by reaching agreement
and mutual understanding, expressed in mutual ttatisms, negotiations, in the conclusion of
the parties to agreements, collective agreememtgnamaking joint decision€,

The known authors of comments to the Labor CodéhefRussian Federation M. O.
Buyanova, K. M. Gusov and M. L. Zakharov believesttsocial partnership refers to relations
closely related to labor. They call it the mechanihat provides the opportunity to provide a
combination of social aspects of the employer'wities > O. M. Kurinoy, S. P. Mavrin and Ye.
B. Khokhlov, by contrast, admit that the essergjga(cificity of the formation of social partnership
in the RF at the present stage is their formatiothée conditions of refusal frothe centralized
ordering of labor relation&.

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Recognizing the very useful conclusions of the Wkeam and Russian scholars on the
characterization of the essence of social partigrsioin the mind of S. M. Prylypka, O. M.
Yaroshenko, N. M. Klymenchuk, who, using scientistumented in the general theory of law
such legal categories as "law", "legal institutioriprinciples of law", "legal regulation
mechanism”, etc., concluded that social partnersaipbe characterized as: a) a legal institute ,
which is a set of rules of law that regulate a grotinterrelated relationships between employees,
employers and the state; b) a legal principle th#iects the guiding idea, characterizing the
patterns of harmonization of the interests of thigjects of social partnership; c) social relations
between workers, employers and the state, whette @atheir participants acts as a bearer of
subjective rights and obligations; d) the legal haggsm in the regulation of social and labor
relations?®

Note that in the acts and publications of the Ilb® tategory "collective bargaining” is
used predominantl§# The actual "social dialogue", apparently, sounetsel. And although the
Law of Ukraine "On Social Dialogue in Ukraine" ati# draft Labor Code of Ukraine establish
the principles of social dialogue, in fact, thengiple of social partnership is manifested in them.
And if you turn to the current labor legislatiohen it refers to the necessary legal preconditions
for the mechanism of social partnership. This islenced by the content of the legal provisions
of such Laws of Ukraine as "On Collective Contrastd Agreements” of July 1, 1993, No. 3356
- XII; "On the Procedure for the Resolution of @alive Labor Disputes (Conflicts)" of March
3, 1998, No. 137/98; On professional unions, thghts and guarantees of activity "dated
September 15, 1999 No. 10&3V," On the organization of employers, their asations, rights
and guarantees of their activities "of May 22, 204@. 5026-\1, etc.

In the above laws, social partnership looks likeystem of collective relations. | think
important in these legal orders there are sevewsaitq firstly, the principle of contractual
regulation of relations forming the subject of lalew is foreordained; secondly, the right of
workers and employers to participate in the comti@aegulation of labor relations; Thirdly, the
social partnership aims at reconciling the interesft workers and employers; fourthly - the
coordination of the interests of workers and emgisyshould take place during the regulation
(regulation) of labor and closely related relations

In other words, social partnership is includedhe mechanism of legal regulation of
relations, which constitute the subject of labar.l&nd this means that the method of legal
regulation in labor law has received a new compbriére transition from the omnipotent public
form of legal regulation of labor relations to @ie-contractual, without a doubt, makes changes
in the nature of labor relations.

Naturally, in today's conditions of a market ecogorthe social orientation of both
workers and employers is formed by various intertst do not always coincide. The interest of
the state also joins the interests of workers anpleyers.

The interests of workers relate to the reassessofesuich economic, social and labor
concepts as the price of labor, social and labaditmns, wages, social package, etc., which in
the previous working conditions were not the subpéaliscussion. Representation of members
of the union in the relations with employers, staiéhorities and local self-government bodies is
carried out on the basis of the system of collecagreements and agreements, as well as in
accordance with the legislation.

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3 Principles of social partnership

Even before the adoption of the Law "On Social gaie in Ukraine" G. I. Chanysheva
defined the principles of social partnership, whichmy opinion, correspond to the essence of
this legal phenomenon. These include: equalityhefgarties; plenipotentiary representation of
the parties; freedom of choice when discussingessu the workplace; voluntary acceptance by
the parties of obligations; Priority of conciliatiggrocedures in coordinating different interests
and solving social and labor conflicts; mutual mspbility of the parties, their representatives
for non-fulfilment of obligations under collectivagreements, contracts; promoting the
development of social partnership by the state.

From the point of view of P. D. Pylypenko, the giple of social partnership is that in
the sphere of legal regulation of labor relatioridely involve non-state structures (employers
‘associations, workers' unions) who, together vegecutive authorities (or without their
participation), on the basis of collective agreetaeand agreements through cooperation, are
searching for compromises, when further the adapifcagreed solutions establish binding rules
for the labor relations and the necessaryruBzxial partnership as a phenomenon and as a
principle of labor law is new to the domestic legg$tem, unlike the legal systems in countries
with a developed market economy. The so-calledrbgma (USA, Canada) or tripartism (France,
Germany) has long occupied a proper place in #ld Hbf collective-contractual regulation of
labor relation®

Consequently, the subjects of the social partngrsiiations include workers and
theemployerswho can act upon thethrough their representatives, and the state repted by
the executive authorities. Proceeding from thetfzattthe law regulating social partnership issues
is absent in Ukraine, studies in this area areelsirgarried out through an analysis of the acts of
social partnership and its forms, and the deterimnaf the parties in the said acts excludes the
state. It is quite obvious that "parties to a adliee agreement” and "subjects of social and
partnership relations" are not identical, theretbleemain discussion in determining the subjects
of social partnership is reduced to the questicimefstate's participation in these relations.

To date, researchers, exploring the problematieesssn this area, unequivocally prove
that the state is the subject of social partnerdBipM. Yaroshenko writes: "The parties to the
social partnership are: a) trade unions and tlssio@ations, other organizations of employees,
formed by them in accordance with the current lag@n; b) employers, their organizations and
associations; c) the state represented by exechtdees and local self-government bodies".
However, the lawyer argues that the partnershipenéing on its level, is carried out on a
tripartite or bilateral basi€.We agree with the specialist position regardirggréicognition of the
state as a party to the social partnership. A. Musar, characterizing the state as a subject of
social-partnership relations, argues that the stai@ subject of labor law and social-partnership
relations acts simultaneously in two hypostasesa aarrier of public authority and as a social
partner. In the first case, it implements its paweithin the framework of relations of power -
subordination, in the second - acts as an equ&} papartner relation® Summarizing these
arguments, we can state that the state is oneeubjects of social and partnership relations.

Social partnership acts (collective agreementgm@adies), which occupy a separate place
among sources of labor law, which regulate not evidyking conditions and their payment, but
also other issues included in the social partnpr&bonsequently, one of the specific features of
the latter is that social and partnership relatitmesng organized in accordance with the rules of
law, as a result of their implementation, creagaleorms.

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The powers of social partnership subjects in ragaizhe rights and obligations of
employees, employers, and executive bodies ini¢he ¢f social partnership take place through
the conclusion of collective agreements and agraegsnAnd this testifies to the legal connection
between the indicated subjects. From this we calediat outside of the legal relationship, where
their members are endowed with subjective rightd sesponsibilities, establishing a legal
relationship between authorized and obligated aag®impossible. That is why we must state
that social partnership as a real legal phenomémetrreflects an objective legal reality and has
all the elements necessary for legal relationsjéstibobject, content).

Lower level agreements may establish higher sagimlrantees, compensations, and
privileges compared to the general agreement. rikesvas enshrined in Article 5 of the Law of
Ukraine "On Collective Contracts and Agreementsie Tonditions of collective agreements and
agreements concluded in accordance with the cuegistation are mandatory for the enterprises
to which they are subject and the parties whichehaancluded them; conditions of collective
agreements or agreements that worsen the positiemloyees in comparison with the current
legislation, are invalid and it is prohibited tccinde them in contracts and agreements; labor
contracts may not include conditions that worsengbsition of employees in comparison with
the current legislation, collective agreements agiccements.

Unfortunately, the legislation regulating sociattparship does not contain a definition
of agreements. According to V. I. Prokopenko, theeament is concluded between the owners
and authorities authorized to represent employetweastate, branch and regional levels, about
the establishment of normative regulations in tele fof labor and social and household matters,
which are mandatory for all actors in the spherthefparties’ actions , with the aim of regulating
production, labor, and socio-economic relations &admonizing the interests of the state,
workers and owners, as well as their authorizedessé In the current Labor Code, the legal
regulation of the conclusion of transactions isealbsBut a collective agreement, like the
agreement, is a legal act of social partnershiplleCiove agreement, social-partnership
agreements in relation to labor legislation occapybordinate place, as their conditions can not
be lower than in the legislation. As correctly ntains K. M. Gusev and V. M. Tolkunova - they
are called to strengthen social guarantees, impravking conditions and everyday life, and not
worsen the position of worke?8.

The draft Labor Code provides for articles to govdre conclusion of agreements. In
particular, Art. 358 gives the notion that an agrent is a legal act that regulates social and labor
relations and establishes labor and socio-econoigiits and guarantees for employees. The
agreement is concluded at the national, sectoilt@mitorial levels on a bilateral or tripartite
basis.

Particular emphasis should be put on the valueaoftactions as acts of social dialogue.
Social partnership is considered here as a regsti@al dialogue, because it is an integral part
of the state's "sociality". In such a state, thesimmportant idea of a social partnership is the
provision on the need to ensure the social andaoanrights of every person in accordance with
international standards and national legislatimti& partnership is also considered as a way to
effectively implement social and economic policxshe state. Having formed as a relationship
between the main actors of the market economy sttite, employers and employees, the social
partnership is intended to mitigate the negativdas@onsequences of market transformations,
promote the solution of social problems on thedaktonsensus, preservation of public consent.

Social-partnership relations represent a spegifie tof relations inherent in a civilized
society with a market economy: the subjects ofdhliekations, along with common interests, have
different social and economic interests; thesdiogla are oriented not on confrontation but on
achievement of an optimal balance in realizationpafties of social partnership, when the

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employer has stable profits, and the hired emplay@eovided with decent living conditions; it
is this type of relationship in which objectivehjtérested units are all the most important social
groups, the state as a whole and on the basis ichvgbcial stability of society is achieved, its
progressive socio-economic developmeént.

Conclusion

Social dialogue is characterized by a wide fieléction. It occurs not only in the field of
hired labor, but also covers a wider range of ddsgues: employment, wages and incomes,
training and retraining of personnel, social sdgulocial insurance, protection of citizens as
consumers, health care, education . Legal regulaticocial-partnership relations is carried out
through the norms of labor law, social security Jlawedical law, housing, family law,
environmental law and some other branches. Howgliermain area of functioning of social
partnership is nonetheless the sphere of socialadn relations, in which participants are hired
workers and employers, therefore social and pastmerelations are governed primarily by the
norms of labor law.

The main conditions for the effectiveness of sodialogue are: socially oriented market
economy; political democracy, the presence of irddpnt, strong social partners - representative
organizations of wage workers (trade unions) andgleyers; absence of administrative-
command methods of economic management; moderatitme regulatory policy of the state
regarding the activities of social partners. Thpesence of the welfare states shows that the
absence of at least one of these conditions makiespossible to develop social and labor
relations on the basis of social dialogue.

Further improvement of the social partnership systethe conditions of modern Ukraine
requires a higher level of social dialogue, whifttst of all, involves equalization of the status
positions of participants and more complete devalamt of mechanisms of interaction, as well
as further improvement of the legislative framework
